Barefoot Horses.

P. B. Thomas of North Attleboro,
Mass., writes to the New England Far-
mer on the above subject as follows : —

In the spring of 1884 I bought a
pair of Canadian farm horses. During
the first twelve months that I worked
them I kept them shod, as is custom-
ary with most farmers, but finding at
the end of the yearthat it had cost me
in time and money about forty dol-
lars, I was led to consider the expedi-
ency of “ hoofing it.” I hadread that
a few men had used horses without
shoes and were pleased with the re-
suit; I also knew of a horse passing
my farm on a 150 mile journey shoe-
less, and not at all inconvenienced
thereby. That superstition attached
 favorable omen to the finding of a
cast off horseshoe, I supposed must
come somehow from the fact that a
benefit resulted from an unshod foot.
These facts were duly considered and
gave me faith to run the risk of work-
ing the animals without shoes. It is
now August 1st, 1886, eighteen months
since my horses were shod; they are
working hard upon the farm and road
without a flinch or difficulty of any
kind. They are also drivenin light
carriages when conveaience requires,
being fine drivers as well as workers.
They were kept in stable only five
days in winter on account of ice. It
has been stated that unshod horsescan
go on glare ice, but this is an error ;
they can go on rough ice quite well,
however ; they can do it much better
than smooth shod horses, so I judge
the one who made the statement made
the mistake by calling rough ice, glare
ice. My borses were tender footed |
for about three weeks nfter removing
the shoes ; they were used rather care-

Pleuro-Pneumonia.

IT BREAKS OUT AT THE CATTLE QUAR-
ANTINE, QUEBEC—A HERD VALUED
AT $15,000 TO BE SLAUGHTERED
AND CREMATED.

The rumors that pleuro-pneumonia
bas broken out at the cattle quarantine
station at Quebec is, unfortunately,
only too true, and it is stated £300,000
of fancy stock had been slaughtered
and cremated.

Mr. McCrae, who is the largest im-
porter of Galloway cattle in Canada,
parchased early this spring from and
through Mr. Biggar, of Dalbette,
Kirkcudbrightshire, Scotland, 57 head
of Galloways. Since the exportation
of these cattle has taken place, pleuro-
pneumonia broke out on Mr. Biggar’s
farm and entered his herd, which has
been slaughtered by the local authori-
ties. This disease has a period of in-
cubation extending over three months
and more, and one ball has been under
special supervision and suspicion for
several weeks. The symptoms fully
developed themselves a week ago to
such an extent as to warrant in de-
claring the disease pleuro pneumonia,
and a post mortem examination con-
firmed this.

Both Mr. McCrae and the Depart-
ment of Agriculture are fully alive to
the seriousness to the cattle and com-
mercial interests of the country, were
this disease to be allowed to spread,
and have at once given instructions to
deal with it in the most stringent man-

fully during those three weeks, but |

A small
berd which came out on the sameship,
the ‘ Hibernian,” and belongind to
Mr. Andrew Allan, are now specially
isolated and under special supervision,
and should the disease break out in
any of them they will be slaughtered.
There are about 340 cattle in quaran-
tine, and are all imported fancy stock.
