Mr. Eprror.—Two years ago, the Church 
of Eogland picnic was held on an Island op- 
posite Kingeclear. A number of the people 
at that time discovered a sweet, graceful 
vine, growing along the hedges. Several 
thought it worth while to examine the roots 
and found them tuberous-rooted, having a 
root in the shape of a pear. Some of the 
pe carried roots and a part of the vine 
ome and planted them in the gardens. One 

of these was Mr. Coombe, who live: opposit~ 
Hoegg’s conning factory, George street. Mr. 
Coombs at the present time is so well pleased 
with his floral treasure, that he sought your 
correspondent for a name. I showed a speci- 
men to Dr. Bailey, to whom I am indebted 
for many fa¢®% of this kind in giviog me the 
correct names of several native plants, The 
Professor savas that it is Wild Bean or Green 
Nut, apios tuberosa, 1 find in my hand book 
of plants, P. Henderson of New York, being 
the author, he says: ** A-tuberosa, the only 
species is found in the woods and hedges 
from Massachusetts to the Oarolines. It is 
an elegant climbing plant allied to the Wis- 
teria. It bears large clusters of brownish 
purple, sweet-scented flowers in July. «Of 
course July there would mean August in 
N. B.) R-gR propogated by division of 
tuberous which are edible.” The above quo- 
tation shows that the American botanists are 
“not familiar with our flora. The fact is that 
many of the nice plants growing in the New 
England States, grow in Canada, if we knew 
where to fiud them. Would it not be de- 
sirable to see a little collection of native 
flowers and vines about our city schools as 
well asthe cultivated ones ; it would combine 
a little practice with theory, the teachers and 
pupils wonld get better acquainted with the 
nature and habits of plants, and even the 
picnics would be more enjoyable. +b
