The meeting was 

constituted with Mr. Colter Chairman 

and Mr. Iuches Secretary, and the fol- 
lowing resolution was unanimously 

passed : Ferg 
“ That the Secretary of this meeting do 

issue invitations to the Agricultural Socie- 
ties in the district proposed to be-included 
in the Exhibition of 1888, requesting them 
to concur in the Exhibition, and to send dele- 
gates to a meeting to be held at the Queen 

otel, Fredericton, on Wednesday Novem- 
ber 9th, at 2 o'clock p. m., for the purpose 
of making arrangements for the Exhibition 
and other business, that may be brought be- 
fore the meeting,” 

The district proposed to co-operate 
in holding the Exhibition, is included 
in the counties of Madawaska, Carle- 
ton, York,!Charlotte, Northumberland, 

Victoria, Sunbury and Queens. It is 
understood that already several pro- 

minent representatives of the agricul- 

tural interests in the outlying coun- 
ties have very favorably - expressed 

themselves on the idea of holding the 
proposed Exhibition, but the commit- 
tee that met on Saturday were unani- 

mous on the point, that all the Socie- 

ties of the district should be invited 
to take part in even the preliminary 

arrangements and organization, and 
hence the resolution to conyene a 

general meeting here on the Oth inst. 
Circulars detailing the steps already 
taken, have been prepared by order of 

the original committee, and will be 

despatched to all the societies in the 
district, and it is hoped that all will 
heartily co-operate and send delegates 

to the meeting next Wednesday. 
There can be no doubt but that the 

district included in the counties named, 

representi@g as they do the largest 
portion of the agricultural capabili- 
ties of the Province, can hold a very 

successful exhibition. All that is re- 
quired now, is perfect harmony and 
well directed zeal, and the success of 

the Exhibition is assured. All the 
counties have casy access to Freder- 
icton, and all will have equal voice in 
the management of the Exhibition. 
Let every society then, send a delega- 
tion of its best men to this city next

A Grit Corruptionist. 

Oar political opponents have recent- 
ly been gloating over the unseating of 
Tupper in Cumberland, Mr, McLelan 
in Colchester, and Macdonald in Vie- 

toria, all good Tories, and have shout- 
ed themselves hoarse in condemnation 
of the Tory boodlers, who won their 

seats by bribery and corruption. The 
other ox has been gored this time, 
however. It is not a Tory corruption- 
ist who has been compelled to throw 
up the sponge in the election court 
on this occasion, but a real, live Grit 

boodler, Mr. Thomas Robertson, M. 

P., for Shelburne, Nova Scotia. When 

the court met Thursday, Mr. Robert- 
son declined to face the evidence to 
be brought against him, and Chief 

Justice Macdonald declared the seat 
vacant. There is a slight difference, 
however, between the Shelburne mat- 

ter and those of the other constitu- 
encies we have named, McLelan has 

been re-elocted, Tupper, practically, 
has no opposition, and Macdonald's 
chances are excellent, but it is very 

very doubtful indeed, if the House of 
Commons sees Mr, Robertson. He 

had a majority of only 31 last Febru- 

ary, against General Laurie, and that 
was obtained through the persistent 

cry that the Government would go 

everboard, and he, Robertson, would 

fill a cabinet position in the adminis- 

tration Blake was about to form, but 

which formation was indefinitely post- 
poned by the people of Canada. Gene 
ral Laurie is out again against Robert. 
son, and it is believed will defeat him 
this time, for certain. The Censerva- 

tive candidate labors under the disad- 
vantage of nonresidency, while Rob- 
ertson was born in the county, has a 

large family connexion there, is the 
son of & former representative of the 

constituency in the Assembly, and 

has himself been elected several times

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The Conference Closed. 

The Conference of Provincial Pre- 
miers closed at Quebec Friday, and 

without giving a definite indication of 
what it proposes to accomplish. It is 
said that no public intimation of what 
occurred at the meeting will be given 
until after a minute of the proceeding 
has been laid before the Federal Gov- 
ernment. In addition, however, to 

what has already been stated on the 
subject, it may be mentioned that the 

decisionarrived at regarding the finan- 
cial question will, it is said, have for 
general effect to obviate the periodi- 
cal raids on the Dominion Treasury 

by making the Provinces more inde- 

pendent through the restoration to 
them of certain sources of revenue 
which they formerly possessed, and 
by relieving them of certain burthens, 
which, it is contended, should be 

rightfully shouldered by the Domin- 
ion. It is thought probable that the 
Caoference will suggest a change in 
the present composition of the Senate. 

1t seems that the question of a union 
of the Maritime Provinces was dis- 
cussed ; but itis believed that decision 
¢Xme to was to drop the subjoct as 
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not properly coming within the scope 

of the Convention. It is also current- 

ly reported that a decision has been 

come to on the question of the north- 

ern boundaries of Quebec and On- 

tario and that their claim to all the 

territory to Hudson's Bay will be 
at once urged. As regards the depu- 

tation to England to press the views 

of the Conference on the Imperial 

Government and Parliament, it is said 

that, before they leave, they will seek 
to have their hands strengthened by 
addresses from the Provincial Legis- 
latares endorsing the resolutions of 

the Conference.

~ Canada’s Fishery Commissioner. 
— 

All the Canadian newspapers have 
spoken highly of Sir Charles Tupper’s 
appointment as Canada’s represonta- 
tive on the Fishery Commissioner, but 

the New York Tribuue supasses every- 
one of them in the exalted opinion it 
cxpresses of Sir Charles’ abilities. The 
Tribune evidently has an indifferent 

opinion of the American representa- 
tives. Hear what it says on these 

subjects : — 
"4 The Canadian representative in the fish- 

eries commission is receiving advice from 
every portion of the Dominion. From the 
maritime provinces rises a chorus of high 
trebles demanding a complete vindication of 
the government's fisheries’ policy. From 
Ontario are heard the rumbling basses of 
the advocates of commercial reciprocity. 
If the Canadian journals are to be believed, 
‘Sir Charles Tupper holds the destinies of 
the confederation in the hollow of his hand, 
and their counsel is accefituated with a 
sense of foreboding of disaster. Probably 
there is no statesman on that side of the 
frontier who is so competent to go on with- 
out coaching as the Canadian commissioner. 
He has furnished brains for every cabinet 
of which he has been a member. In ad- 
ministrative ability, force of character and 
diplomatic subtility, he is without a rival 
among his conservative colleagues. Sir 
John Macdonald excels him in dexterity as 
a political manager, but in every other 
respect, Sir Charles Tupper is pre-eminently 
the ablest man in the government party of 
the Dominion. The three British commis- 
sioners are men of the keenest intelligence, 
and can safely be depended upon to present 
their case with ingenuity, sagacity and 
thoroughness. Their American colleagues 
cannot hope to compete with them in intel- 
tectual or diplomatic resonrces. Indeed, so 
heaviiy weighed against American interests 
is this commission that we are unable to 
understand why the Canadian journals are 
now distressing themselves over the re- 
sults.” 

We believe the 7ribune is about 

correct. Indeed it would be difficult 

for the United States Government to 

find in its whole domain, three men as 

well adapted for the work of the Com- 
mission, as Chamberlain, Tupper and 
West. fi 

The Result in Colchester. 

Postmaster General McLellan was 
re-elected in Colchester, Thursday, by 
a majority of 626, one less than his 
February majority, but relatively 
larger than the vote of that time, be- 

cause on Thursday, 700 less votes were 
polled. His triumph over Grit malig- 
nancy is complete. Our information 

is that Mr. McLelan has won, without 
the aid of either rum or money, the 
moral sentiment of the people being 

with him. Asn old and well tried 

public servant, as a statesman of thirty 
years standing, he had always done 
his duty by his constituncy, and the 

men of Colchester were too fair mind- 
ed, too intelligent, to punish him in 

the manner Grit jealousy and envy 

would dictate. Colchester for the 
eighth time has expressed its confi- 
dence in Mr. MeLelan, and for the 

third time, has successfully resisted 
the attempt of his opponent to get in- 
to public life. The town of Truro is 
a model Tory division. Tho total vote 
is mueh smaller than that cast by Fre- 
dericton, but Mr. McLelan had a ma- 
jority of 263. Possibly this is the last 
time Mr. McLelan will appeal to Col- 
chester or any other constituency for 
election. It is understood he will be 
appointed to the Governorship of Nova 
Scotia on the expiration of Governor 
Richey’s term next June, and that 

honorable position will be to him a 
fitting crown for a long and honorable 

service as a distinguished public man.

HIS CONCLUDING LETTER 
Ald, Hazen's trip  10-Pacific Coast. 

Regina, Calgarry and Vancouyer. 

New Brunswickers who are pros- 
pering in the West. 

Conclusions and Advice, 

In my last letter written from Qu’Appelle 
I told you of the exhibition at Fort Qu’'Ap- 
pelle, and of our visit to the Industrial school 
and Mission near there. After leaving Qu’ 
Appelle our party divided, half of them stop- 
ping off at Regina, the capital of the North- 
west Territories, and the remainder going on 
to the town of Moosejaw, forty miles further, 
The town is incorporated and well laid out, 
but has scarcely realized the expectations of 
its early settlers, who expected it to become 
a large place in a very short time. It is situ- 
ated, however, in a very good agricultural 
district, as was evidenced by the splendid 
exhibition of 2rain, roots and cattle that we 
saw there. Among other friends I met there 
were Thomas Harrison, a University gradu- 
ate, and nephew of the President of that in- 
stitution, and &r, David Gaunce, a brother of 
Ald. Gaunce of Fredericton. The former 
gentleman is engaged in farming, and the 
latter has charge of a temperance brewery, 
and is a member of the town council. From 
Moosejaw to Calgary, a diftance of over four 
hundred miles, the railway passes most of 
the way over a very level prairie, without 
any trees, the monotony of which is relieyed 
by a small lake here and there. This part of 
the country must be a genuine sporteman’s 
paradise, judging from the great number of 
wild fowl that we saw from the windows of 
the train as we passed along. At Dunmore, 
657 miles west of Winnipeg, is the junction 
of the narrow gauge railway that runs to the 
Galt Coal Mines, ninety miles distant with 
the main line. Bituminous coal of the very 
best quality is obtained there in unlimited 
quantity, and the mines supply the fuel for a 
large portion of the western country. At 
Medicine Hat the Saskatchewan is crossed by 
a handsome iron bridge, and a little further 
on several of the stations are lighted by 
natural gas, which is obtained by the simple 
process of driving a metal pipe into the 
ground a certain depth, The gas then comes 
up through the pipe and is lighted at the top 
and allowed to burn day and night, 

THE TOWN OF CALGARY 

is situated on a level plateau at the junction 
of the Bow and Elbow rivers, and 1s com- 
pletely surrounded by hills. 1tis three years 
old, and has a population of nearly three] 
thousand people, and is unquestionably the 
best town between Winnipeg and British 
Columbia, It has the electric light and a 
telephone exchange, and water works are 
about being introduced. Many of its build- 
ings are handsome and substantial structures, 
and several costly private dwellings are now 
being erected. The ravches and grazing 
lands about Calgary give it considerable im- 
portance, and a shipment of 1500 head of 
cattle hae just been made to England. This 
is the first venture in this direction, and if it 
is a suceessful one, a very profitable trade 
will be opened up. Some little doubt is felt 
whether the grass fed cattle will stand the 
long voyage to England, which will cccupy 
three weeks from Calgary, as well as stall fed 
cattle would, but the shippers say that they 
are in such prime condition that each animal 
can stand a shrinkage of from 150 to 200 
pounds and then be in first class order when 
they reach Liverpool. Major Thomas Dow- 
ling, an old Frederictonian, and his family 
reside at Calgary, and though very comfort- 
ably situated, feel that there is after all, no 
place like Fredericton as a place of residence. 
From here for the first time we saw the 
Rocky Mountains, standing out like masses 
of snow against the blue sky. The trip across 
the mountains is long to ba remembered by 
anybody who has had the pleasure of making 
it. The mountain scenery of Switzerland is 
said by travellers to compare unfavorably 
with that of the Rocky Mountains and the 
Selkirks, On every side, the everlasting hills 
eternally clad with snow, rise for thousands 
of feet into the air and the mountain torrents, 
cascades and streams contritute to one of 
the grandest pieces of natural scenery that 
the universe can produce. The train goes 
slowly through the mountains, as many of 
the grades are very steep, some being four 
feet in a hundred, and special combication 
locomotives have to be used, the ordinary 
ones in use on the plains being unequal to 
the work. 

A LARGE TCURIST TRAVEL 

is being developed in the mountains, and the 
railway company have built hotels designed 
like Swiss chalets at different points. The 
Glacier House is one of these. It is beauti- 
fully situated at a spot * where each old po- 
etic mountain inspiration breathes around,” 
and it is worth the travellers while to spend 
a day there, Two miles from the house is 
situated the Glacier, a tremendous mass of 
clear ice hundreds of feet in height, and ex- 
tending back for miles, firmly wedged in be- 
tween two mountains. Near the hotel the 
railway track, by a wonderful piece of engin- 
eeriong skill, describes a double loop traversing 
a distance of over seven miles, though only 
gaining two in actual headway. Vancouver, 
the terminus of the C. P. R,, is a city of won- 
derfully rapid growth. Situated on the Bur- 
rard Inlet close to the Pacific ocean, it has a 
a splendid harbor, and the fact of its being 
the terminus of the railway and the point 
where the mails from Austraiia and the trade 
of the east will be transferred to the road, in 
connection with the lumber and mineral 
wealth in the vicinity, makes it a place of 
great importance. Though only eightéen 
months old, it has a a population of about 
five thousand, and is rapidly growing. Less 
than a year ago the forest stood, where now 
there are streets lined with shops filled with 
all sorts of goods of excellent quality, The 
Hastings saw milling company have a very 
large mill here, and the logs of cedar and 
Douglas pine which they saw, are of immense 
size, ranging from three to seven feet in di- 
ameter. In the boarding houss near the mill, 
the table was covered with one board three 
feet eight inches wide and nearly thirty feet 
long. Two ships were loading with lumber 
from the mill when we were there, one for 
Australia, and the other for South America. 
The town has many of the modern conveni- 
ences, including electric light, and gas pipes 
are being laid and a water system will soon 
be completed, a yery necessery undertaking, 
a8 water now seems to ba a minus quantity, 
to a large extent at least, as thare are fifty- 
seven saloons in the place, each of which pays 
an annual license of two hundred dollars. 
The C. P, R,, are building a $250,000 hotel, 
and many handsome brick and stone blocks 
are being erected. Among the citizens there 
is a fair representation of 

MARITIME PROVINCE MEN, 

Messrs. Geo, Fraser of St. John and Walter 
L. Leonard a former Frederictonian, ara carry- 
ing on a suceessful commission business, under 
the name of Fraser & Leonard, and we were 
indebted to them for very much attention 
during our vizit. The firm of Rand Bros. real 
estate agents, is composed of Nova Scotians, 
nephews of our former Chief Superintendent 
of Education, and one of them told me of a 
piece of land that sold for eight thousand dol- 
lars the week I was there, that had been pur- 
chased a year before for six hundred. I also 
met Mr. 8. T. Tilley, a nephew of our Gov- 
ernor's, who is engaged in the stationery 
business, and Mr, Frank Dowling, formerly 
in the W.U. Telegraph office in Fredericton, 
who is now filling a lucrative position in the 
Telegraph office at Vancouver. Oa my re- 
turn trip I met Mr. Henry A. Perley, form- 
erly of Fredericton, who now residas at Car- 
berry, in Manitoba. He spoke well of the 
country, and said that in the yicinjty of Car- 
berry the wheat crop would average from 
thirty-five to fifty-seven bushels to the acre, 
and that the average for the Province would 
be thirty bushels. This, said Mr, Perley beats 
the world, it is three times the yield they 
have in Minnisota this year, and if we have 
a few more such years here the people will 
be wearing diamonds. Mr. Perley carries on 
farming at Carberry, and also has charge of 
tbe hotels belonzing to the C. P. R,, slong 
their line of railway. 
The Canada Pacific Railway which extends 

from Montreal to Vaccouver, a distance of 
three thousand miles, is one of the greatest 
undertakings of modern times, and contem- 
porary history furnishes no parallel of so im- 

portant and expensive a work having been 
undertaken by so small a number of people. 
The rapidity with which it was constructed, 
was something truly marvellous, and it is first 
class in all its appointments. The passenger 
trafic has doubled durin the past year, and 
it is taking from the Northern Pacific the 
trade of Washington Territory and Oregon. 
Time has falsified the numerous prophecies 
that were made concerning it at the outset, 

that it would never pay running expenses, 
that all the wealth of the British llmpire 
would not build it in ten years, thet the com- 
pany would build the prairie sections, and 
then throw it back on the hands of the Gov- 
ernment, and it is to-day running regularly, 
and building up a splendid business, 
The Northwest is undoubtedly 

A FINE AGRICULTURAL COUNTRY, 

and offers many advantages to the industri 
ous, sober and self-denying man, but the set- 
tler from New Brunswick who goes there, 
will for a long time miss very much that 
makes life pleasant here. The same oppor- 
tunity is not offered for social and intellect- 
ual enjoyment, and I should think that for 
some time at least, the contrast between the 
monotonous scenery of the prairies devoid of 
shade trees, and the rivers, hills and foliage 
of New Brunswick would be very marked. 
Still I met New Brnnswickers in the west 
well contented and satisfied with their Jot, 
who said they would not live in the East 
again under any circustances. My own ob- 
servations would lead me to the conclusion, 
that if a man hasa comfortable living in New 
Brunswick, he would be making a mistake to 
move, but that if he is dissatisfied and de- 
sires a change, he would be wise to try life 
in the Canadian Northwest, instead of going 
to a foreign country, as so many do, often to 
their disadvantage.

INTO WINTER QUARTERS. 

Barnum’s Great Show strikes its 
tents and is housed till 

the Spring. 

Barnum's circus broke up at New - York 
last week. The great travelling city gave its 
final performance for the season of 1887 at 
Hoboken, paid out $70,000 to its employes, 
and prepared for its trip to Bridgeport, Conn., 
where the winter will be spent. During 
182 days it has kept nearly 800 people busy, 
has traveled 10,560 miles and drawn $1,- 
200,000 from the amusement loving com- 
munity. It is a big enterprise, the manage- 
ment of a great circus, and it is not to be 
wondered at that the men who engage in it 
are not numerous. The canvas city at Ho- 
boken, which in an hour and a half disap- 
oy entirely, covered eight acres of ground. 
nder canvas the great majority of the em- 

ployes had eaten,-slept, and worked. for;half 
a year. The kitchen on wheels had daily 
cooked for 400 people, and cooked for them 
well, The feeding of the mem is done by 
contract, there being two tables, one at 24 
cents a meal and the other at 22, The extra 
2 cents means napkins, china plates, and a 
few luxuries for the higher grade of em- 
ployes. Outside of the menagerie, 380 horses 
had been fed and housed in the canvas stables 
270 of them being kept to draw the baggage 
carts. [Elephant and lion, zebra and zsbu 
and all the rest of the happy family had been 

BUNDLED ON BOARD TRAIN 

at midnight and hudled on at all hours of 
the day uatil they had coms to take travel- 
ing as philosophically as the most experi- 
enced commercial traveller, The big tents 
had been * knocked down” so often that they 
had almost learned to pull up their own pegs 
and fold themselves up of their own accord, 
and according to Mr. Hutchison the season 
had passed without a single accident beyond 
the demise of a two-horned rhinoceros, for 
which nobody but the rhinoceros himself was 
to blame. All this travelling with a small 
army of workmen and so bulky a lot of pre- 
perty could not have been so successfally 
performed without a very perfect system, and 
this system is probably as interesting as any 
other part of the show. The canvas men 
and helpers who make up the bulk of the cir- 
cus army are not drawn from the most con- 
servative circles of the community. In fact 
they are, as a class, somewhat hard.” They 
ars kept in order by a system of rules sothe- 
what more numerous than the thirty-nine 
articles of faith, since they number 44, “For 
each infringement of the rules a fine is pro- 
vided. That for fighting or provoking a quar- 
rel, for instance, is $25. Time and again the 
unruly quarrelers glare murderously at each 
other, but remain passive for fear of the pen- 
alty, and time and again the remark is heard : 
“1'd knock the stuffin’ out o’ yer if it wasn’t 
for that $25. Jn addition to these penalties, 
which prohibit bad language, intoxication, 
gambling, “ mashing,” bad company, and 
every possible infringement of the moral law, 
$10 a month is kept back from each. man’s 
pay to to insure his 

REMAINING THROUGH THE SEASON 

By this means the hundreds of men, mapy of 
them quite irresponsible, are kept under the 
most perfect discipline. Each has to agree 
to the system of fines as a part of his contract 
and fines are few. The men become very 
expert in packing, and according to Tody 
Hamilton, can pack away more paraphernalia 
in 80 wagons than an unskilled set could get 
into three times that number. Things have 
changed greatly in the circus business in the 
last few decades. From traveling in wagons 
the circus first went to 20:foot cars, And now 
uses cars of twice that length, The railroad 
train is a part of the outfit, and everything 
about it except the locomotives belongs to 
the show, From 40 horses and about that 
number of men it has risen to many times 
those figures. The demands upon the help- 
ers have changed somewhat. ‘I can remem- 
ber,” said Mr. Hutchison yesterday, when 
every man was expected to be a fighter, 
There were number of towns where a free 
fight was a certainty, and was the part of the 
entertainment which was not looked forward 
to with the least interest. When Joe Cush- 
ing, who began as a tent man and got to be a 
proprietor, began, his experience was curious.

Mr, Barnum 
and Mr. Hutchinson will keep an eye on the 
wintering investment, while Mr. Hamilton, 
the advanc? agent, will take a tour to Cali- 
fornia,
