Keeping Woell,

While it may be true that it is not|
always possible for every farmer to
run the best breeds of cattle, yvet it is |
true that a very considerable im-

provement can be made by a large
majority, not only in the selection,
mating and breeding, but also in the
feed and care given. There are two
ways of feeding stock, one is to feed |
8o that a steady gain can be kept up
with growing stock, or as with milk
cows or working teams they can at
least be kept in a good condition.
The other method is to feed only sof
ficient to keep them. And too many
of us are inclined to follow this last
plan becsuse there seems to be a
slight saving of feed, but at the ex-
pense of the stock, while in reality
we are losing both in not securing a
gain with the stock and with the feed.
Growing stock of all kinds should be
kept gaining from the start; this is
one essential to secure the largest
profit. With milk cows the surest
way of securing the largest flow of
milk is to feed a sufficient quantity of
nutritious food to recruit. This will
be found to bo the case whether we
have the best, culled, graded, or com-
mon stock. And if the farmer is sita
ated that he can not purchase good
stock, the next best plan to adopt is to
give good care and atteation to what
he already has secared, as good a
growth as possible, and select tho
very best, and use for breeders. Every
fall more or less can be culled out and
marketed, and the best kept to give
use as breeders.

While very much depends upon the
stock, very much also depends wpon
the treatment ; and with young stock
that are growing arrangements should
be made ahead to give the necessary
care 80 that a rapid gain can be se-
cured.

A very great improvement can be
made if proper pains are taken in giv-
ing good treatment. It is just as es-
sential with any kiod of stock. Be-
cause you have common stock is no
reason for letting them take care of
themeelves any more than to conclude
that because you have secured good
blooded stock that is all that is neces.
sary, and the stock will be all right
no matter how they are treated.

I find the only really profitabie plan
of keeping stock is to keep them in a
good condition. To let them run
alone at any time increases the ex-
pense; this I regard as more import-
ant with milk cows than any other
kind of stock, becanse they are not
losing in flesh but in product ; also as
cows in a poor condition cannot fur-
nish the quantity or as good quality of
milk as when they are properly fed
and cared for.

Whether the cows are com:inon or
scrubs, good grades or the best bloods
it if very essential to keep them in a
good condition, aud dry, warm com-
fortable quarters aid materiaily seeur-
ing this,

Making the stock comfortable irn-
cludes good treatment fully as much
as plenty to eat.— Thoroughbred Stock
Journal,

Begin Fattening Early.

There are advantages and disad-
vantages in beginning the fattening
of swine or othor animals early in the
Fall. TIf the process is not begun un-
til late it mnst be carried into the ex-
treme cold weather, when a consider-
able percentage of the food is requir-
ed to produce bodily heat. By fatten
ing the animal earlier, the percentage
of food required for bodily heat is re-
duced. During severe weather the
appetite of the animal is less vigorous
and its digestion less nearly complete,
due to the effect of the rigor of the
weather upon its body in general. As
the profit is increased by rapid fatten-
ing and good digestion, we increase
the profit by fattening while the
weather is mild. Also, the work of
attending to the animals can be more
economically done in mild than in
severo waather. But, on the other
hand, there is greater risk of disease,
especially among swine, by fattening
in warm weather. This, however, is
not great when the animals are given
a variety of wholesome food, pure
drink, and clean quarters, and these
produce the cheapest flesh as well. In
the early part of the season the ani-
mals will got some food from the pas-
tures ; but as this food is dry and often
scant, the animals will frequently ex-
pend as much energy in roaming
ubout the pastures as could be pro-
duced from the good they get, making
the only advantage the greater variety
in their food food. Nevertheless there
18 a nel gain in fattening early; and
animals put upon the market earlier
than is the bulk of the product usually

prevailing later, when the market is
well-nigh glutted.

Salting Cows Regularly.
All kinds of stock need salt, says an
authority, but it is especially neces-
sary for milch cows, and it is import-
ant that it be given regularly, If
left where they can get it under shel
ter, they will only eat what they
need, a little almost daily to supply
the small percentaga of salt found in
milk. As long as a calf gets milk as
even a part of its diet, it has no crav-
ing for salt, and probably does not
need any, Regularity in salting cows
increases the flow of milk, bat if
obliged to eat more than they need
by baying salt mixed with food, there
will be at first an increase in milk
production, followed quickly by a de-
crease, and often serious injury to the
cow.

Every farmer should unite himself
to some agricultural society which
holds an annual fair, and he should
exert himself to become a useful as
well as a working member; by sodo-
ing he will lift himself up to a higher
level, and it will stimunlate him to
more carefully investigate every new
step of progress made in agriculture.
The farmer who always stays at home
will not discover the importance of
keeping up with the times ; in fact he
will not realize that he is not at the
front, but as soon as he begins to work
in an agricultural society, and gathers
ap the best products of his farm to
place side by side with his neighbors,
he finds his proper level. Agrical-
tural oxhibitions have done much to
lift the farmer out of the old rats, and
to create in him a desire to improve
the breeds of farm stock, the varieties
of fruits and vegetables, and the me-
thods of conducting his farm. These
exhibitions have also lifted the farm-

ers up to a higher social position,
. because they have furnished oppor-

tanities for him to mingle with large
nambers of people, who not ounly live
in his own town, but in the surround-
ing towns. There are so many ad-
vantages growing out of these annual
fairs that we cannot afford to do with-
out them, yet there are those who
never see but the dark side of any-
thing, that cry out against them as
being of no use.

A season
of ripe fruit eating, and stirring life
in the country, when the air prompts
to activity, would be a great benefit
for many ailments.

Califoroia fruit growers are taking
much interest in the cold storage pro-
cess with regard to fraits. If experi-
ments prove satisfactory, this process
will be of very great importance to
the horticulturists, and grape raising
may be revolationized. Of late years
wine grapes have been chiefly set out.
Little value was attached to table
grapes. The market was so uncertain
that there was no profit in them.
But if the cold storage process en-
ables gardeners to preserve fraits till
winter and place the same on the
market, there will be fortunes in table
grapes. California can supply the
Eastern market if the season can be
extended throughout the winter. Cold
storage process promises to malke this
possible.
