Rumors were prevalent in the city on
Monday, of the accidental shooting of a
woman at Lake George, Prince William, and
soon they were corroborated. A lad named
Allen Ballentyne, fifteen years of age, arrived
in the city and offered to give himself into

son, a few hours before. On the advice of
the Attorney General, Col. Marsh sent the
lad to jail to await further proceedinge.
Ballentyne states that on hie way to school
Monday morning, he was attacked by Mr.
Lawson's dog ; that he returned home and
procuring his brother’s revolver, again passed
the place, and this time fired at the dog ; the
bullet passed tbrough the window and into
the right breast of Mrs. Lawson, who was
standing within sight of him at the time.
No one witnessed the terrible affair but the
lad and his unfortunate victim, whom he
left writhing on the ground, while he ran to
a neighbor’s houss for help. Dr. Mott was
called in, but the unfortunate woman died
almost imm-~diately, the bullet having pene-
trated the breast in a lateral direction, and
lodged in the region of the heart. The de-
ceased was only 22 years of age, and was
married recently. She was a daughter of ex-
Coun. McCormack of Prince William. Cor-
oner Edward Estabrooks is holding an in-
quest. Detective Roberts visited the scene
of the tragedy on Monday. The story told
by the boy is believed by all the neighbors.
He seems to fully appreciate the terrible re-
sults which have attended his thoughtless
act.

Re-election of Mavor Howland,

As Toronto’s Chief Magistrate for a
Second Term.

His Worship's Vigorous Address.
at the Nowination.

Readers of the FarMERr who made the
acquaintance of Mayor Howland of Toronto,
or had the pleasure of hearing his addresees
during his visit to Fredericton last autumn,
will be interested in perusing an account of
the proceedings at Toronto the other day,
when he was renominated for the position.
Mayor Howland is a brother-in-law of Sir
Leonard Tilley, and this fact will lend addi-
tional interest here, to the contest on Mon-
day, in which he was successful.

His opponent is Mr. Blain, an ex-M, P,
and this gentleman on being nominated,
alluded to Mayor Howland with a feeling of
warm personal friendship. He was certain
that Mayor Howland had striven his utmost
to do his best, but his efforts had been
turned in a wrong direction, The Mayor
had misconceived the duties of his office. It
wuas the duty of a Mayor, he contended, to
consummate the intelligent action of the
Council, and the difficulty that at present
existed in the conduct of public business was
that the Mayor and the Council was not in
harmony with each other. As to public
questions, he complimented the Mayor upon
the energy he bhad displayed in the public
Eark matter, Touching on the Council, Mr,

lain said it might be possible, perhaps, for
better aldermen to be obtained than the
present body, but he would say this—that
during the 44 years he had lived in Toronto,
he had never seen a suspicion of dishonesty
on the part of any one alderman. In conclu-
sion, the speaker said that if the elements
that had gathered around him and promised
to support bim, carried out that promise, the
majority of 1,700 that Mayor Howland had
last year would be a mere trifle in the con-
test he was about to engage in. This was
not a personal contest in any way. He
wanted to see Mayor Howland treated with
entire respect by everybody, and shonld cer-
tainly so treat him, himself.
