ORANGE AND GREEN.

"Tnited Treland” 0'Brien
Ronghly Handled at To-
ronto and Kingston,

His Meeting Broken up at the
* Queen City,” and the Agitator
Himself Mobbed on the
Streets,

Two Narrow Escapes from Death,

Mr. O’'Brien caunot feel flattered with his
reception in Toronte, although his friends in
the National League there did all in their
power to make him at home in a city the
vast majority of which would sooner he had
remained away. These friends expended both
time, money and patriotism for Mr, O’ Brien’s
weal, but all to little purpose, that is as far
as achieving any object is concerned. As
early as three o’clock, on the 17th inst., peo-
ple began to gather in the Queen’s Park.
The platform was quickly surrounded. Peo-
ple got positions close to it and hung on to
them. They were anxious to be close to the
front and hear all the famous Irishman had
to say. It was a pretty quiet, good-natured,
orderly crowd, and pretty nearly every man
there would have wagered money that O'Brien
and his partner would have a fair square show
to talk. About 4.30 a hack drove through
the crowd and discharged O’Brien and Kil-
bride and John A, Mulligan, president of the
Toronto National Leagua Branch. They
mounted the platform, and were received
with mingled cgeere, groans and hisses, Pre-
sident Mulligan stepped to the front and
sought to introduce the orator. By those
immediately in front of the platform he was
cheered, by others, a compact body of perhaps
a couple of hundred men, he was hissed and
hooted at. Fifteen thousand people were
present. Mr. Mulligan did not waste much
time on preliminaries, He jumped right in
with: “ Gentlemen, I want to introduce to
you one of Ireland’s most beloved and patrio-
tic sons, William O’Brien.”

The scene that ensued was to say the least
of it, exciting. The words could not be
heard except by those close to the stand, but
the crowd easily guessed their purport. The
uoruly members began singing “ God Save
the Queen " with all their might, The music
was mingled with groans and hisses from
those who could not sing, and the enthusias-
tic O'Brienites in front of the platform broke
in with hearty cheers. Amid this howling
din of human voices, Mr. Mulligan could
scarcely be heard, even by the reporters, who
crowded closely about him. o said, “I
would say to those gentlemen who are singing
¢ God Save the Queen’ that we are more
loyal than they are. We are not loyal with
the lip when it is not required, but by keep-
ing silent and behaving ourselves like gentle-
men.” He paused for a moment and the
steady singing of the Natinnal Anthem con-
tinued. Bracing himself, he cried, “ I can
tell those gentlemen that they are injuring
their cause more by these interruptions than
we are by all the facts and figures Mr
O’Brien has brought across the Atlantic. All
I ask for him is your boasted British fair play.
Hear him and then judge for yourselves
whether he has made out a case or not.” He
rotired amid the din. Mr. O’Brien stepped
to the front, and when he attempted to speak,
the confusion and excitement was almost in-
describable.

A LONG AND HEARTY CHEER ROLLED UP

from those in front, which the other party
tried to drown in a storm of groans and
hisses. At this stage several attempts were
made to start “ God Save the Queen ” again,
but the cheering and the groaning were too
vigorous to permit it. When Mr. O'Brien,
who was exceedingly nervous, bent over the
railing acd shouted out, * Men of Toronto,”
be was greeted with a perfect torrent of
cheers, groans, hisses and hootings, and from
that time till he stepped back among the
crowd his voice was lost in the unroar of
favorable and unfavorable voices, There is
little doubt but that the manner in which
the police were handled prevented a most
serious riot. There were one hundred and
eighty constables, including fifteen mounted
men, on the ground, and they were divided
into six detachments. While Mr. O'Brien
was speaking, one portion of ths crowd sang
“God save the Queen ” without a break, and
while Mr. Kilbride was speaking, ““ pay your
rent ” was the constant cry. In the course
of his remarks Mr. O’'Brien said; “ We've
been accustomed to interruptior. “ We've
been accustomed to noise. “ We've been
accustomed to this sort of thing in the British
House of Commons, and we’ve found it not
a bad plan to let the enemy wear themselves
out first. (Groans gpd Cheers.) I'm glad
to hear that noise from that quarter, for it
shows me that but a few are clamoring for
disturbance, while the thousands of my
friends present behave likke men. We are,

in Canada, and nineteen-twentieths of the
public opinion of Canada and of the civilized
world are on our side. (Cheers and groans.)
I do not deny that Lord Lansdowne has got
very liberally of the Orangemen of Toronto,
and I wish him joy of it.

The
borses started off on a fast trot ond soon a
cry went up “ there they go.” A great mul-
titude started in pursuit, some gheering,
others gromning, but the mounted poiice
closed in the hack and the party drove
through the park without hindrance.

Mr. O'Brien, on being asked what he
thought of the meeting said: *“ Why, I
could not have wished that it would be more
suecessful than it has proged. Of course you

O°’BRIEN MOBBED.

A determined sttemnpt was made to assault
Mr. O'Brien, the same rigat at Toronto. He
left the Rossin House by the York strect en-
trance, in company with Mr, H, Cahill and
Mr, J, Mulligan. When the trio reached the
street, several of their friends, who were out-
side, called for three cheers for Mr, ()'Brien.
This attracted the attention of a gang of
roughs who stood on the opposite side of the
street. Cheers were given for Lord Lans-
downe, followed by cheers for Mr. O'Brien.
Mr. O’Brien said to those nearest to bhim in
the street : “ Don't make any noise boys; we
are only going for a little stroll.” The three
then walked up York street to King, the
crowd following them, walking east along
King streat. RBefore they had gone a hun-
dred feet they were closely pressed by the
crowd. Mr. O’Brien several times turned to
them and tried to get them to stop, but as
the mob continued to crowd on, he walked
on to Bay street with his friends. Oa King
street they were joined by 3Mr. Wall, the cor-
respondent of the New York 77ihune and the
American Associated Press, Mr. C. Meyan of
Detroit, and Mr, Mann, reporter of Toronto.
When he got to Bay street Mr. O'Brien
thought he would turm down that street and
get back to the hotel around the block. The
crowd followed the amall party, however,

BEGAN STONE-THROWING.

Sergeant Adair, who, with several police-
men, wealked down DBy street with them,
was struck twice on tho helmet., A cry was
raised by thelmob of, “To the bay with him ;

The stones and eggs
began to fly here, and Mr. Mullizan was
struck on the elbow with a stone and several
eggs. When he was struck with the stone,
Mr. O'Brien who was walking with his head
up, grasped his arm tightly and said, “ keep
your head up.”

Mr. Mulligan was also struck with a stone,
but was not seriously injured. Mr, O'Brien
was struck in three places with stones, on
the left shoulder, on the breast and on the
right arm at the elbow. The mob lost sight
of Mr. O’Brien soon after he ran up the lane,
and for an hour after he disappeared in the
lane only a few persons knew where he was
hiding from the mob. It appears that when
he was seen running up the lane by some
men working in Bilton’s tailor shop, a suc-
cessful effort was made to get him concealed
in the shop before the mob again caught
sight of him. After remaining in Bilton’s
for some time Patrol Switzer, who is on duty
at the Heintzmann Piano Factory, with
several others, got him out of the place to
escort him to the Rossin House. They were
proceeding west along the lane in rear of the
Rossin House with Mr. O'Brien, when think-
ing the crowd had dispersed and that there
would not ba another aitempt to mob him,
to their surprise they saw crowds of men
begin pouring into the lane from its west and
east entrance. Perceiving that there was no
time to be lost, Switzer and his assistants
hurried Mr. O’Brien along to the rear of the
Rossin House, where four of them, with
great difficulty, assisted him over a ten foot
brick wall. They were not a second too
soon, for the disappointed mob, came on after
him, hooting and jeering. Patrol Switzer
said ““if there had been a delay of five
seconds it would have besn all up with Mr.
O'Brien.”

O’'BRIEN AT KINGSTON.

A large crowd of enthusiastic Irishmen
greeted Messrs. O'Brien and Kilbride on the
arrival of the train at Kinmgston, Saturday.
They cheered vigorously as the gentlemen
stepped into carriages, On the outeide of the
crowding mass were a small band of-Loya-
lists, who cheered for Lord Lansdowne and
started “ God Save the Queen,” After get-
ting ever the first few bare, the company de-
sisted, and the concluding lines of the stanza
were given alone by a baritone voice. Mem-
bers of the Land League, with green ribbons
on their breasts, spcedily took to carriages and
the procession started for the Burnett House.
Again the crowds that stood about the hotel
door cheered vociferously. The party were
conducted to a parlor and a reception followed.

About five hundred attended the lecture
in the evening. J.J, Behan acted as chair-
man. Mr. O'Brien was presented with a
bouquet from the Catholic children, with the
wish that the plan of campaign would be
successful, and that the hardest rock he would
ever find would be the shamrock of his own
country. The Irish National League also
gave an address. The meeting lasted until
10.20 o’clock, The speeches were the same
as those given in other cities, The audience,
in which were many ladies, was very demon-
strative. A resolution condemning evictions,
and promising moral and material support
against the landlords’ intolerance, was passed.

and it came when Mr. O'Brien left the hall.
Previous to going out, the Chairman asked
rhe audience to retire orderly, to act temper-
ately, to offer no offence, so that no odium
or responsibility could rest upon them, for he
heard that a row was imminent, The crowd
outside was cheering for Lord Lansdowne
and groaning for Mr. O'Brien. When he
came out there was a roar and a rush, and
the policemen were quickly brushed aside.
“There he is,” “give it to him,”’ was the
cry. Mr. O'Brien, encircled by friends, was
swept around the corner, the mob crying,
“Down with him.” Oaths were heard. In
a second O'Brien was lost, and the disap-
pointed crowd, chafing with passion, cried
“On to the Burnett Heuse.” There was a
wild rush for the hostelry, the populace wait-
ing for O'Brien’s coming, but ke did not ap-
proach. The police cleared the walks, but
the cheering and groaning continued. Stones
were thrown, and several windows in the
hotel were broken. Meantime reporters
were scouring the city to find Mr, O'Brién.
Eleven o'clock struck and half an hour sped
by, but no one could tell of Mr. O'Brien’s
movements. The question as to his where-
abouts was on every lip. The police urged
the crowd to disperse, but they would not.
At this juncture two companies of the Four-
teenth Princess of Wales Own Rifles came
along, cheering and shouting, and as they
marched up the street they took with them
a great throng. By midnight the hotel front
was deserted, though Mr. O’'Brien’s sympa-
thisers crowded the building, waiting his
appearance. A newspaper correspondent was
the first to find Mr. O'Brien. Mayor Carson
moved along the street with an alderman,
and in a second the journalist joined them.

Dominion Day is to be the Queen’s Jubilee
Celebration day for Montreal.

The annual consumption of feathers in the
United States is 3,000,000 pounds.

Over two thousand cars of oranges were
shipped from Southern California during the

The Indian government has come into pos-
session of $25,000,000, found hidden in one
of the native palaces.

The first country to issue stamps for cheap
postage was Great Britain in 1830, An une
ased one is worth about $300.

Blocks of marble weighing fourteen tons
are being raised 340 feet to their positions in
the tower of the new City Hall building in
Philadelphia.
