P. E. Island Finauvces. 

Evidently the finances of the thriv- 

ing little Island across the straits, are 
not in such a state as to call for clam- 

orous congratulations. The annual 
report of the provincial auditor as sub- 

mitted to the legislature, clearly indi- 

cates tho position of the province. 
The receipts during the year were 

$233,977 and the expenditure $304, 
466, showing a deficit of £70,489. This 

deficit is largely due to the abrogation 

of the tax act and the extraordinary 

small pox and educational expendi- 

tures. Taking for granted that the 

efforts of the government were success- 

fal in baving $50,000 additional placed 

to the credit of the province at Ottawa 

the financial statement of the pro 

vince may be tabulated as follows :—

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ALDERSHOT BARRACKS GONE. 
These World-renowned Buildings 

almost totally Destroyed. 

The great permanent infantry barracks at 
Aldershot took fire on Wednesday last, Gth 
iost., which was so fanned by a gale of wind 
that the firemen and almost all the military 
could make no headway against it. Seven- 
eighths of the barracks were burned and the 
military are now encamped in tents. Alder- 
shot camp was an outcome of the scare in 
England about the state of the army during 
the time of the Crimean war, when it was 

felt that thirty-nine years of peace had allow- 
ed the army to fall into a bad stated of in- 
efficiency. A dreary waste on the confines 
of Surrey, Hants and Berks, called Aldershot 
heath was chosen, principally because of its 
proximity to leading lines of railway and to 
the south coast, on which to erect a perman- 
ent camp with barracks and huts instead of 
canvass tents, but in all else resembling a 
regular field camp. The heath was 7,063 
acres in area and its purchase price was about | 4 
£130,000. The camp was readv for the 
reception of the troops early in 1855 and was 
inaugurated in April of that year by a review 
at which the Queen was present, The primi- 
tive wooden huts have been gradually super- 
seded by brick barracks. The buildings, 
which are believed to be the finest in the 
Eapire, are divided into two portions—the 
infantry and artillery in the north camp and 
the cavalry in the south. Every provision is 
made for the comfort of the soldiers, who 
prize very highly the honor of being station- 
ed at Aldershot, much preferring it to any 
other barracks in Great Britain. Over £3,- 
000,000 were expended previous to 1872 on 
these barracks, and probably the same sum 
has been spent there since, 
The regiments stationed there at the begin- 

ning of the year were 1st and 20d Dragoons, 
10 Hussars, B. C. & H. batteries A brigade, 
Royal Horse Artillery, H. V. & W. batteries 
Ist brigade field artillery, D. & S. batteries

graph battalion of the same corps, and the A 
troop (pontoniers), 20d batt. 108th, Royal 
Ioniekilling Fusiliers, 20d batt. 89th Royal 
Irish Fusiliers, 20d batt. 25th King’s Own 
Borderers, 1st batt. 17th, 1st batt. 57th, 1st 

batt. Oth, 20d batt. Rifle Brigade, 2nd batt. 
76th and the 20d batt. 19th. 

THE NEW THAMES TUNNEL 
They are making & new tunnel under the 

Thames in England. From the published 
accounts it must be a remarkable bit of en- 
gineering work. The tunnel, or rather tun- 
nels, one for up the other for down traffic, 
starts from a point immediately above the 
Monument, crosses the road, passes down 
Swan lane and enters the river bed at the 
Swan pier, about fifty yards above London 
bridge. The principle on which the tunnel 
is built is described as that given by the 
Irishman for the manufacture of a gun—a 
hole is meade and iron put round it. A small 
heading is driven into the clay and supported 
by timbers, The ** shield,” an instrument 
somewhat like the cup of a telescope, is then 
set to work. Steel cutters are fixed about its 
outer edge and hydraulic pressure from with- 
in forces them onward. hen once a space 
has been bored a plate of iron attached to the 
shield covers it until another section of tun- 
nel is added. The cylinder is made up of 
circles, composed of six pieces with a key 
piece at the top. They are eighteen inches 
wide aud one inch thick, and are bolted to- 
gether by flanges. Ilach weighs about 4} 
cwt. The metal is cast iron, The tube fits 
the hole exactly, less the thickness of the 
iron plate, This hollow is filled with liquid 
lime, forced through a hole in the plate by 
pneumatic pressure and which very soon soli- 
dities. About ten feet can be driven in a 
day, and the Thames was tunnelled in six- 
teen weeks. The first Thames tunnel took 
eighteen years to complete—a very striking 
contrast. The cost of the new tunnel is ex- 
pected to be in the neighborhood of £200,000 
per mile, and the whole aair, it is thought, 
will be put into working order for £300,000. 
Hydraulic lifts will raise and lower passen- 
gers at the stations, The motive power will 

be an endless cable, working at the Elepbant 

and Castle end of the road. Trains of three 
or four carriageg will be rum, each provided 
with a driver and conductor. They will start 

every two or three minutes, No difficulty is 

anticipated with respect to ventilation. 
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British Warships at Caracas. 

Diplomatic Relations with Venezuela 

Severed. 

A despatch from Havana, dated 4th inst., 

says :—** Naws just received by the Spanish 
steamer * Villaverde,” from Venezuela, re- 

ports stirring times there. Three British 

men-of-war are in the harbor of Puerto Ca- 

bello, the port of Caracas, the Venezaelan 

capital. The British Minister has left the 

capital and is on board one of the warships, 
diplomatic relations between the British 

and Venezuelan Governments having been 

severed. The complications are due to the 

imprisonment of Fnglish sailors and citizens 

in 1883 without just causs, intermixed with 

the question of boundaries between British 

Guia~® gpd Venezuela.

822 tons, against 204,002 tons in 1876. 

Gabriel Dumont, the military genius of 
the Riel rebellion, who is now in St. Paul, 
say that Big Bear's son has written him 
from Sun River, Montana, asking his advice 
regarding an invasion of Canadian territory, 
The N. B. R. now have fifty locomotives 

all in good repair. They owned 13 snow- 
plows at the beginning of winter, since 
which some have been badly wrecked and 
otherwise damaged by collision with the 
the drifts. 

Mr, Harris of Providence, who is a loco- 
motive builder, has introduced a bill in the 
Rhode Island Legislature, providing that 
there shall be no fire on a passenger train, 
except in the locomotive, and no form of oil 
used for lightning. 

Acccording to the trade and navigation 
returns for 1886 the average tonnage of 
vessels built in Canada last year was only 37,- 
531 tons, against 57,486 tons in 1885, and 
70,287 tons in 1884, a decline of 35 and 47 
per cent respectively. 

Minneapolis millers have begun shipping 
their flour by boat to New Orleans. This is 
their only resource in view of the rail rates 
made compulsory by tke Inter-state Com- 
merce Law, If they cannot find a market by 
water, they must stop business. 
Mayor Stewart of Ottawa, President of the 

Canadian Anthracite Coal Company, reports 
that within a few days 1,500 tons of coal will 
be shipped from the company’s mines at 
Banff to San Francieco via Vancouver, B. C. 
Shipments at the rate of 500 tons daily will 
shortly be commenced to Winnipeg and will 
be continued until the company has a reserve 
stock of 10,000 tons in that city. 

The total Indian population in Canada is 
reported at 124,748, distributed as follows : 
In Ontario, 17,267 ; in Quebec, 12,286; in 
Nova Scotia, 2,138; in New Brunswick, 
1,679; in Prince Edward Island, 323; in 
Manitoba and the Northwest territories, 30, 
578; in the Peace river region, 2,038 ; in the 
Mackenzie river district, 8,000; in Eastern 
Rupert's Land, 7,000; in Labrador, 1,000;
