A SAVAGE ATTACK 

On the Salvation Army at Quebec. 

An Organized Gang Stone the Army 

and Assault Men and Women 

alike—Several Seriously 

Injured, 

The Salvation Army was savagely attack- 
ed at Qu-bec last Thursday night, by a 
howling mob of over two thousand roughs. 
The Army was celebrating the fifth anni- 
versary of the taking possession of Canada, 
nd a grand proc-ssion through the streets 
ad been organized. When the rough ele- 

ment in St- Rochs heard of this, an attacking 
party was hurriedly organized, and about 
dusk a yelling and howling mob might have 
been heard wending its wav to Upper Town, 
The army marched up to the Cape, down bs 
the Post Office and into Fubrique street. It 
was when passing in front of the Roman 
Catholic Basilica that the brutal attack took 
place. The cowardly gang were seen con- 
ferring together for & moment on Buade 
street, and then suddenly rushing down the 
old J=suit's property, they attacked the Army 
like a pack of fiends, wrenched the torches, 
banners, tambourines, ete., from the hands 
of the Salvationiste, and with their fists and 
feet, brutally assaulted the men, women and 
helpless girls composing the ranks. Volleys 
of stones and other missiles flew in every 
direction, and besides the grievous bodily in- 
jury that was thereby inflicted, both to mem- 
bers of the army and to several in the mob, 
large plate glass windows were smashed in 
the stores of Messrs. Simmons & Foulds, 
Glover & Fre, Watters & Co., and others. A 
large posse of constables were powerless to 
suppress the attack and to protect property, 
and the the Army were forced to fly for their 
lives and sek refuge in the Presbyterian 
church on Palaca street. About a dozen of 
the mals soldiers were badly cut sbout the 
face and head, and four of the women were 
also injured io a like manner. One soldier 
named. Lowe, had to bs conveyed to the Gene- 
al Hospital on a stretcher. He has several 
very deep cuts around the head, and he was 
delirious throughout the entire night, His 
medical attendant declare that recovery is 
doubtful. There was only one arrest made. 
that of a man named Wagner tis asserted 
that he acted as the ringleader of the mob.

THE ELECTRIC LIGHT. 
Its Cost at Woodstock. 

In reply to a letter addressed to him by 
Ald. Limerick of this city, Mayor Connell 
wrote the following letter regarding the cost 
of introducing and operating the electric light 
in Woodstock :— 

WoonsTtock, N, B, 
August 19¢h, 1887, 

ArtHUR LIMERICK Esq., 
Alderman of Fredericton, 

Dear Sir—In answer to your favor of the 
17th inst., | beg to say that the contract 

price of tha Woodstock Electric Light plant 

was $5,900. The plant includes 51 lamps, » 

dynamos and seven miles of wire, and all 

were put up in good running order and to our 
complete satisfaction. The 51 lamps are 

distributed as follows :—Thers are 34 store 

lights, 1 engine-room light, and 16 street 
lights, which latter are double. 
The cost of running the electric, including 

interest, is about $1.700 per annum. The 

light has proved a success, and has given 

general satisfaction. The revenue from the 

34 store lights at 20 cents per night is $2,040. 

You will see from the above that we have no 

taxation for lighting the town.
