The University Encenia and 
Public Schools Closing, 

Graduates, Prize Winners, and 
Honor Men. 

Another Collegiate year was formally 
closed at the University of New Brunswick, 
Thursday afternoon, when the Eoccenial ex- 
ercises attracted a large number of spectators. 
Dr. Harrison, president of the institution, 
occupied the chair, and beside him vn the 
latform were seated, Lieut.-Governor Sir 

Botaard Tilley, Rev. G. G. Roberts, Rev. 
Dr. Macrae, St. John, W, Orocket, Chief 
Superintendent of Education, Rev. C. H. 
Paisley, G. H. Lee, St. John, Dr. Coulthard, 
Principal Mullin of the Normal School. J. D. 
Hazen, Registrar, Havelock Coy, W. G. 
Gaunce, Hon. Mr. Harrison, Hon. Mr. 
Ritchie, “Hon. G. S. Turper, Wm. Wilson,

The report ssid the essay was one 
of high merit and well worthy of the prize, 
which fell to W, A, Kerr, of Chatham. Mr. 
Kerr read a portion of his essay, after which 
Prof. Bridges prese ated him with ths medal. 
In doing so he remarked that he hoped all 
medalists, and, indeed, all graduates, would 
join the Alumni society. Fraok A. Barber, 
of St. John, was presented with a chromatic 
microscope by Dr. Bailey, who congratulated 
bim warmly. Mr. Barber is a uephew of 
Hon. F. P. Thompson, M. L. C. 
The bandsome gold medal given for ma- 

terial science, was presented to W. A. Kerr, 
by Rev. Dr. Ritchie of New York, who made 
a neat and happy speech in doing so. He took 
it as a great favor, that coming from the 
United States, he should be asked to present, 
on bshalf of the Governor General of Canada, 
his medal, and he looked upon this incident 
as only the beginning of better things to 
come, of a closer bond of feeling between 
the two English speaking countries of Ame- 
rica. Solicitor General Ritchie, in « brief 
speech, presented the Lansdowne silver 
medal to John C. Fisher, of St. John, and

He would rejoice if its condition were ma- 
terially altered,and he held that this devolved 
upon its graduates, He instanced the ad- 
vancement of Dalhousie, Queen's, McGill's, 
and McMaster Hall, through their graduates 
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year a grand effort should be made, and 
$100,000 raised to advanca the interests of 
the University. The degree of M. A. was 
conferred upon James Lamont of Fredericton. 

George A. Huzhes next deliyered the vale- 
ictory for the class of '86, and Ald. Gaunce 
ollowed with the alumni oration. 
Dr. Harrison gave out the subjsct for the 

Douglas gold medal next year, which was 
selected by Sir Leonard Tilley, and is the 
relation between American Literature and 
Democracy.
