The election to fill the representa-
tion of Restigouche in the House of
Commons, made vacant by the lament-
ed death of Mr. Robert Moffatt, is to
be held on the 28th inst., nomination
on the 21st. The only candidate yet
in the field, is Mr. George Moffatt,
brother of the late member, who will
run as the Conservative nominee. It
is not likely that the Grits will put a
man in the field to face defeat, and
Mr. Moffatt’s return by acclamation
is almost certain. The report spread
by some of the Grit papers that Hon,
Mr. Adams was * fishing” for a nomi-
nation in Restigouche, is pronounced
a falsehood by the Advocate, which
says :—Mr. Adams went to the funeral
of the late Mr, Moffatt, and this last
act of respect for a departed friend, it
seems, served ouly to arouse suspicions
and ungenerous remarks from his ene-
mies. Mr. Adams never had any idea
of seeking to represent Restigouche.

{
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The Budget Speech.

Sir Charles Tupper, Minister of
Finance, delivered his first budget
speech in the House of Commous,
Thursday, and as might be expected,
it was a clever speech, clearly laying
the Dominion’s financial position be-
fore Parliament. Sir Charles startcd
out by complimenting the ability of
his predecessors in office, mentioning
particularly, Sir Leonard Tilley,
whose absence from Parliament he
said both political parties deplored.
He did not fail o remind Mr. Blake
and his party that by force of public
opinion they had been compelled to
swallow the National Policy. “Iam
relieved’” remarked Sir Charles, ¢ from
going into this question as one of ab-
stract political economy, by the state-
ment made by the hon. gentlemen
who leads her Majesty’s loyal Opposi-
tion with such dignified ability, since
the last session of this Parliamert, an-
nouncing his entire conversion to the
principles that we have so long main-
tained on this side of the house. 1
feel the time has come when we are
as one upon this great and important
question, and when the only issue can
be how best to carry out and make
that policy successful.” Sir Charles
then passed to a detailed review of
the financial situation. The late Fi-
nance Minister in his speech last ses-
sion, estimated that the total receipts
on account of the consolidated fund,
would amount to $33,550,000, but the
actual amount received was $33,177,-
090, showing that Mr. McLelan’s esti-
mate was almost literally verified, the
main decrease heing in excise, which
did not yield the amount estimated.
The cause of the decrease Sir Charles
put down to the general trade depres-
sion, and the stagnating effects of the
Northwest Rebellion, and the small-
pox epidemic in Montreal, the latter
for months haying laid that city un-
der quarantine, thus operating dis-
astrously on the whole trade of Can
ada, The total expenditure Mr. Me-
Lelan had estimated at $38,129,287,61,
which bhad by exceptional eircum-
stances been increased in the actual
amount expended to $39,011,612,26.
the difference being made up by
charges for the suppression of the re-
bellion, and the additional cost of the
mounted police. These expenditures
were unavoidable, and had to be met
hence the deficit of last year. Tak-
ing up the estimates for the current
year, Sir Charles Tupper pointed out
that the late Finance Minister had
estimated the revenue of $34,500,000,
but he (Sir Charles) asserted that
judging from the returns up to date,
the revenue in round numbers would
be $35,000,000. Turning to the ex-
penditure side of the statement Sir
Charles found the whole sum expend-
ed to the 30th of April last, has been
$25,985,548.30, from which, it is pro-
posed to deduct and charge to capital
$210,085.82 miscellaneous charges in
conuection with the Northwest rebel-
lion. The further chargeson the con-
solidated fund services will be: To
complete interest payments, $4,500,
000 ; sinking fund, $600,000 ; and for
miscellaneous services of all kinds and
description, $4,760,000. Itis probable,
therefore, that the expenditure may
be about £35,600,000, leaving an ap-
parent deficit at the end of the year
of $300,000.

As to the probabilities for the year
commencing 1st July next, which are
purely a matter of estimate, the Gov-
ernment believe that if the present
stato of trade continues, and they see
no reason from present appearances
of any diminution, and taking into ac-
count the changes in the tariff, the
revenue from Customs will amount in
round numbers to %22,500,000. He
was informed by the Commissioner of
Inland Revenue that, after close cal-
culation, the result next near from
excise will be a revenue of $6,400,000
From miscellaneous revenues, includ-
ing post office, railway, interest on in-

vestments and all other incomes, it is
safe to assume that the amount realiz-
ed will probably be $7,500,000, mak-
ing in all an estimated revenue during
1887 88 of $36,400,000. The expendi-
ture Sir Charles estimated at an in-
crease of $1,724,474 03, over that of
last year. He stated the net debt
of Cavada to be $225.105,961 08, an
increase of $149,377,31971, since
1867, which is made up of increased
grants 10 the Provinces of $30,743,-
392.69; Dominion lands chargeable
to capital to the same date, 2,566,
689.36 ; Eatern Extension railway,
$1,286,551.68; Intercolonial, $31,226,-
348.15 ; Canals, $32,132,280.73; Mis-
cellaneous Public Works, in which are
incinded the public and departmental
buildings, Ottawa, the KEsquimault
Graving dock, the land and cable tele-
graph lines and the harbors at Cape
Tormentine and Port Arthur, $2,947,-
723.65; the Northwest Territories,
cost and organization, $2,920,000;
Pacific railway, $60,804,430.61, to
which shouid ba added the amount of
debt cancelled by retarn of lands,
$10,189,521.33, or, in all for the Paci-|
fic railway, $71,053,951.94: Prince
Edward Island railway, $212,286.27;
Short Line railway, $184,801.83. In
addition various railways have receiv-
ed subsidies in accordance with the
several acts passed by the Dominion
Parliament to the extent of $3,312,-
494. From this it will be seen that
in addition to making due provision
for all ordinary expenditure, in addi-
tion to building custom houses, post
offices and other public buildings
throughout the Dominion, in addition
to providing for an efficient lighthouse
spstem, Canada has paid for the seve- |
ral capital charges since Confedera-
tion the large sum of $33,915,265,05
beyond the increase in the net debt.
Or if we take these figures in another
way and exclude from the debt, $149,-
377,319.71, the several allowances to
the provinces, $30,743,392 69, :and
taking the balance, $118,633,927 02,
as for public works only, it will be
found that for the three large services
before mentioned, namely the Pacific
railway, the Intercolonial railway and
the Canals, the cost has been 8134,
412,580.82 or $15,778,653.80 more

'than the whole net debt exclusive of

the allowances to the provinces.

At the close of the budget speech
Sir Charles annoanced the tariff
changes, which are chiefly made in|
the interests of the iron indastry.
The duty is taken off anthracite coal,
whick will reduce its cost at least

fifty cents per tonm, and additional

duties are levied on various articles
of hardware, pig iron, ete., all with a
view to developing the great iron in-

dustry of the Dominion, and encour- |
aging ita manufaeture at home.

HALDIMAND.

Dr. Montague Defends His Right
to the Seat,

For which Mr, Wesley Colter Vainly
Contested Two Elections.

The Haldimand election matter, in which
many York County people are interested be-
cause the defeated Grit candidate Mr. Wes-
ley Colter is a native of this county, was
brought before the House of Commons the
other day by Mr, Casey moving for copies of
the returns. Mr, Casey in making his motion
detailed the circumstances of the election
and charged that the judge before whom the
re-count took place bad beem unduly influ-
enced by Senator MacCallum and other Con-
servatives in reversing his decision and re-
turning Dr. Montague. There was also
another circumstance, and that was that the
judge, from his habits, was easily influenced.
Dr. Montague made a reply of some length,
and proved himself to be a very graceful and
fluent speaker. He said he thought it was
not in good taste to bring before the House a
matter which was in the courts. He thought
the reason for this being done was chagrin
on the part of Liberals at losing a county
which for the last hslf century had been in
the Reform line. He had been attacked as
doing something indecent in taking bis seat
in parliament, but he bad nothing to conceal
or regret in his action prior to or since the
election It would require more, he eaid,
than the ravings of a disappointed candidate
to discredit himself or bis friends. He,or
they, had not taken one single illegal or im-
proper step to bring about the result arrived
at, and he felt confident the courts would
vindicate the acts of Judge Upper. He
wished to state in his place, as a member of
the house, that in connection with the re-
count not one single irregular or improper
step had been taken by him to bring about
the result of his own return. He repudiated
with indignation the aspersion cast upopi
Senator McCallum by Mr, Casey, in basely
insinuating that he had improperly influenced
the county judge. He had thought that Mr.
Casey was a gentleman, and above making
such a base insinuation. He had no desire
for any other, and he bad the testimony of
the Reform organizer that a purer election
never took place in Haldimand, He was
content to await the decision of the superior
courts and, if necessary to appeal again.to
the people.

Interview the Premier and urge Re-
cognition of their Services.

Sir Jobn Macdonald, in replying to the
delegation that waited on him the other day
to urge recognition of the services of the
Fenian raid veterians, said : —* Gentlemen, [
am pleased to see you here to-day. I have
listened with pleasure to the gble and soldier
like manner in which you claim as soldiers of
1866-70 have been presented to ty colleague
and myself. As regards 1837-38, mentioned
by one gentleman here to-day, we caniot go
go far back as that, though possibly if we did
[ might have something to say,as I have
a keen recollection of carrying a musket my-
self. I am glad that circumstances have
changed very much since '66-70, regarding
the rewards due to volunteers and soldiers
who do their duty promptly, and that both
the Imperial Government and our own recog-
nize the great importance of showing their
appreciation of services willingly rendered ;
hence the prowptityde evinced in decorating
with medals those troops who were called
into service in 1885. Regarding some recog-
pition for those who served so well during
1866-70, I do not see why it cannot be done.
[ am glad that the land grant has not been
too strongly pressed, as I fear that is out of
the question. You have expressed yourself
like true soldiers, and as Her Majasty is the
| ¢ fountain of honor,’ and you would doubtless
prefer a medal with her physiongnomy, etc.,
thereon, it will therefore be my duty to bring
the matter at once before my coljeagues.
We shall then communicate with the Im-
perial (Government, asking their sanction to
decorate you with a medal somewhat similar
to those issued to the North West volunteers.
Failing to receive this sanction, it will then
be a matter for us to decide how far we can
' ourselves recognize the great servica you
rendesed 8¢ that time by decorating you with
some recognition which yon can all hand
down to posterity. My ' colieague, Sir
Adolphe, will have this matter more immedi-
ately under his care, and I have no doubt he
zwil} do anything possible to carry out your
| wishes! ;

Sir A. P. Caron said :—“ [ am greatly in-
terested jn this matter, and with Sir Joha
am pleased to see you here to-day. I shall do
everythisg in wmy power to ohtain the regog-
nition asked for. In reading over Iately the
events of twenty years ago we coniat be
otherwise than struck with the importance
of the events of that time, as related to our
present position in Canada. The matter in
which your duties were performed créated a
wide feeling of admiratioii. 7 here are some
difficulties in the way of carrying out tbe re-
cognition which you deserve, but I hall at
once communicate with the Imperial authori-
ties and do my utmost to obtain for you what
you so much dgserve.”

A TEST VOTE,

An Analysis of the Commons Divi-
sion on the Deputy Speakership.

There was nothing like the excitement in
the House of Commons over the division on
the deputy speakership guestion that there
was on the first test of the strength of the
parties, and yet it was the first vote of confi-
dence. Sir John’s call to the House to vote
down the motion to abolish the office, had
made it a motion of want of confidence, and
for the first time singe the elections the two
parties measyred their strength on a straight
vote.
