MADAWASKA LOCAL ELECTION, 

The Grounds upon which Theriault 
was awarded the Seat. 

(From the Woodstock Press.) 

A bye election for the local member took 
place on the 6th April. By returns from all 
the parishes, Mr. Nadeau had a majority of 
seven votes over Mr. Theriault, his opponent. 

On the 9th, (Declaration Day) on the opening 
of the ballot boxes, Mr. Theriault objected to 
the returns from St. Francis being received 

on account of the electors list being illegal. 
The Sheriff, acting on Mr. Therianlt’s objec- 

tions, rejected St. Francis returns, and de- 
clared Mr. Theriault elected. The facts of 
the case are the following :—When Mr. 
Nadeau or his friends asked to see the list 

of electors for St. Francis which was to be 

voted on, they wers shown a copy of the 
Revised List made up in 1885. The Sheriff 
and Secretary of the County both stated that 
the Revisors for St Francis had sent in no 
list for 1886. Mr, Nadeau saw the Revisore, 
and they positively stated they had mailed a 
Resvised List for 1886 to Mr. Balloch, and 

gave Mr. Nadeau a certified copy of the same. 
Mr. Nadeau, or his agent, gave the Sheriff 

the certified copy, and requested him to give 
it to his returning officer to use at the poll 
election day. After some objection, the 
Sheriff finally agreed to do 0, and gave such 

list signed by himself, and no other, to his 
returning officer, and such list was voted on. 

When the Sheriff was asked why he had sent 

such list to returning officer, he said he was 
forced to do so by Mr, Nadeau’s friends, and 
they had agreed to take all risks ; that he had 
since taken advice on the subject, and con- 
sidered that the list voted on was not the 
proper list, and would therefore reject the 
returns from St. Francie. The night of the 

election, after the ballot boxes had been re- 

tarned to the Sheriff, the box from St. Fran- 
cis was stolen out of the Sheriff's house and 

the thief bad got away with it three miles 
when he was overtaken and the box recovered. 
A peculiar feature of the case is that the 
reported thief is the sole witness in the bri- 
bery prosecution agaivst Mr. Costigan.
