Battle Between Bulls. 

There is a Lancaster in Kentucky, 
and from it some one writes to the St.

Agricultural Institute. 

In the Province of Munster, Ireland, 
the annual meeting of the Munster 
Dairy School has just been held, at 
which, in addition to the furtherance 
of dairy interests, it was proposed to 
add an Agricultural Institute for Mun- 
ster, to be established by charter. The 
proposed charter draft details of the 
objects desired, the principal of which 
are : — 

1. To afford the means of imparting 
a thoroughly practical and theoretical 
knowiedge of agricultural and dairy 
farming to sons and daughters of the 
farming class, and to all other persons 
who are desirous of receiving instruce 
tion in agriculture, forestry, veterin- 
ary science, and cognate subjects. 

2. To purchase, take, and ho!d land 
for the purposes of dairy, stock, and 
tillage farms, and also with the object 
of illustrating the management of 
peat bogs, the manufacture of peat 
fuel, litter, etc., the reclamation of 
land, and for any other purpose with- 
in the scope of the institute. 

3. To establish at the dairy farm a 
herd of pedigree milking cattle, with 
carefully kept records of the butter 
and milk yields of each animal, so as 
to illustrate the advantage to be de- 
rived from the intelligent selection of 
the best specimens of the type of ani- 
mals required, and to bring within the 
reach of working dairy farmers bulls 
calculated to get really good dairy 
cattle. Also, to maintain small herds 
of pigs of the most approved types, 
and a stock of good poultry, with the 
view of supplying specimens of each 
kind of stock to farmers at reasonable 
prices, and to establish at the dairy

Fall Care of Dairy Stock, 

There is no season of the year in 
which proper care of dairy or any 
other stock has a more telling effect 
than in the fall. Animals are liable 
to suffer from two sources. Qne is 
short, frostbitten and innutritious 
feed, and the other is cold rains and 
frosts, which often chill them to the 
marrow, not only reducing flesh, but | 
making them rheumatic and stiff. | 
Suffering from either source is a poor | 
preparation for going into winter | 
quarters. It weakens the system and | 
impairs the natural powers of resist- | 
ence of cold, which it would otherwise | 
have if properly nourished and shel- | 
tered during the changing tempera-| 
ture of the fall season. Men get out 
their thick clothing and overcoats 
long before the regular winter season

are apparently satisfied with two kinds 
of food may be found in the circum- 
stance that they seldom have an op- 
portunity to taste anything else. 
Especially is this true of horses that 
are continually kept in cities. Still 
most have observed that horses haye a 
liking for all kinds of food that are 
given to cattle and sheep. They are 
very fond of apples, cabbage, and 
nearly all sorts of garden vegetables. 
They are fond of sweet substances. 
They will eat the leaves of corn, 
sugar cane anc sorghum in preference 
to hay. In seme European countries 
where oats and hay are scarce, horses 
readily eat straw on which a small 
amount of molasses has been thrown. 
It is likely that horses would eat as 
many kinds of food as sheep and cattle 
do if they were allowed to follow the 
leadings of their own appetite. That 
they can be taught to eat a great 
variety of substances is certain. Car- 
rots have been more generally fed to 
horses than almost any kind of food 
except hay and oats. Horses soon be- 
come very fond of carrots and will not 
touch hay or oats when they are in 
the crib. Carrots are recommended 
for mares that are kept to raise colts, 
el 0 - GRD OC ein. 

Probably the mest frequent cause 
of lameness in horses is caused by 
contraction of the hoot or feet, and 
this is caused by neglect either in 
shoeing or caring for the feet. When 
we stop and consider that there is a 
certain per cent. of moisture in the 
structure of the hoof, we see the im- 
portance of supplying this need. The 
horse that stands on a dry floor week 
after week must suffer from dry feet 
and this means contractions. The 
hoof here becomes hard and unyield- 
ing and the horse lame. If the shoe- 
ing be neglected there will be an un- 
natural growth of the hoof, and that 
toe not in a natural manner bat clese- 
ly held by the iron band in a restrict- 
ed form. In fact the ills from which 
the poor horses so often suffer are 
very largely to be traced to neglect 
on the part of the owner. The horse 
was intended for ont door life on the 
ground where the feet would be kept 
soft and yielding. If we could keep 
closer to Nature's methods there 
would be fewer cripples and less cause 
for complaint. Let us apply a little 
common senso to our treatment of the 
horses. 

Every farmer in New Brunswick, 
with few exceptions, should keep 
enough poultry to pay his grocery 
bill, and this can be done without en- 
creaching too much on the regular 
farm work. Dy a little arrangement 
the hours can be divided so that the 
necessary time can be given tho poul. 
try without conflicting with other 
duties, The eggs and poultry should 
not only take care of the grocery ac- 
count, but provide a supply for the 
family. 

It pays to tame all the stock on the 
farm. Even the chickens will thrive 
better if they are not afraid of you. 
Almost every living thing will re 
spond to kindness, and if they never 
receive cruel treatment at your hands 
they will soon become accustomed to 
you.
