AN IMPORTANT ARRIVAL

The Government’s latest Stock pur-
chase reaches Fredericton,

A Superior lot of Animals,

The Government importation of horses and
sheep, purchased by Hon. Mr. McLellan in
Europe, arrived at Gibeson at 11 o’clock,
Thureday night, having made the run from
River du Loup in 16 hours via the Temis-
couata and N. B. Railway. Secretary of
Agriculture Lugrin, who accompanied the
stock from Quebec, says they left the latter
place at 5 o'clock on Wednesday afternoon,
and reached River du Loup at midnight, re-
maining there until the following morning,
He was much pleased with the Temiscouata
railway and says the stock did not suffer in
the least from the journey. The importation,
made in Eogland, Scotland and Fraace, con-
gists of one shire stallion and four mares;
two Percheron mares; one Clyde Stallion
and 14 mares—all two years old, except
one mare, three years old ; seven Leicester
rams; 15 Shropshire Down ewes, and 66
Shropshire Down rams. All the stock is in
prime condition, and is considered an excep-
tionally fine lot. An Ootario horse buyer
offered to purchase the mares from Mr. Lug-
rin at a considerable advance on the cost of
the same Janded at Quebec, and eaid the
order could not be duplicated for anything
like the same figures paid by Provincisl
Secretary McLellan, the quality of the ani-
mals beiog considered. Dr, McEachern, the
well known veterinary surgeon, pronounced
the mares & superior lot. He also said the
sheep were very choice. Mr. Lugrin says
this importatisn has excited great interest in
Quebec, and he has been requested by a num-
ber of gentlemen there to prepare a statement
of the New Brunswick government’s plan of
dealing vfitb the stock, with the view of
endeavoring to have a similar policy adopted
by the Quebec government.

SOCIETY IN TRADE.

Ladies of the highest birth and breediog,
women admitted everywhere in society, are
not above trading in millinery and female
knick-knacks, not because they are in any
necessity, but for the mere sake of doing
something fast and original. Spme get up
bonnet shops, others start millivery estab-
lisbments, old curiosity stores have attrac-
tions for otbers, and under fancy names, such
as Mme. Isabel or Mme Madeline or Mme.
Rosalie, they buy and sell and tout and bar-
ter without the slightest compunction or loss
of social caste, In some cases it is even
worée than that. The lady of fashion opens
& bonnet or millinery establishment on the
tirst floor ; her husband oecupies the ground
flat as a betting place, with telephone and
telegraph wires laid on to the first racing
clubs ; so that the women come to feast on
the millinery and to get into debt, and the
men spend the afternoon smoking cigars,
drioking brandies and sodas and gambling to
their heart’s content. Ladies of title and
fashion, who have got incomes of their own,
whose daugeters are well married to men
of wealth and position, who have no
pressing necessity to take up trade execept
to provide themselves with luxuries, take to
buying and selling merely to pass away the
time. They avoid the shop difficulty by
setting up their stores and exhibiting their
goods in the little back drawing room, to
which they invite as customers all their
friends and relatives, who look in for after-
noon tea. They employ their male friends
as agents ip the bonnet business, giving them
an understood commission, and they do not
hesitate to tout for customers at all the
dinner parties and dances and ** at homes” to
which they may be invited.—London Letter.
