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Mr. White's Death. 

A feeling of sincere and universal 

regret has possession of the minds of 

the people of Canada, irrespective of 

party, in consequence of the sudden 
death of Hon. Thomas White, M. P. 

for Cardwell, and Minister of the In- 

terior in the Dominion Government. 
Mr. White's illness lasted only & few 
days, and he has been called avay in 
the fall vigor of manhood, and in the 
full exercise of his great usefulness as 

a public man. Here in Frederictor, 
hundreds of people who heard the de- 
ceased gentleman] discussirs publis 
affairs a little over a year ago with 

that vigor and intelligeace of which 
he was a complete master, will trai; 
feel the almost irreparable loss tho 
country bas suffered by Mr. White's 
decease. He was a man who had 

~ sprung from the lower rounds of the 
ladder to a commanding position in 
the councils of his country, ani 

whether as a journalist, a citizen or a 

statesman, he was respected and re- 

vered for his great industry, ability, 
and integrity. Asa newspaper man 
of extended experience, Mr, White 
stood at the head of the profession in 
Canada, and as a statesman, his won- 

derful gifts were everywhere admit- 
ted ard admired. Calm in debate, hon- 

est in statement, exceedingly mindtul 

of the feelings of others, his most 

energetic speeches gave personal of- 

fence to none. He grasped the de- 
tails of his department, and controlled 
its acts with a wisdom that command- 
ed admiration, and in ‘he Cabinet, his 

council was foremost, as his voice was 
most influential in the debates of Par- 
liament. At Ottawa he was generally 
regarded as the certain successor to 

the,Conaervative leadership, when age 

or other causes laid aside Sir John 
Macdonald and Sir Charles Tupper. 
Mr. White was only fifty-eight years 
of age, and his political career may be 
said to have only fairly opened. 
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Fiery Peter Mitchell. 

Hon. Peter Mitchell, Northumber- 
land's representative in the House of 
Commons, affords a good deal of fun 
to the members of Parliament. The 
Hon. Peter was always credited with 
a lively temper, and while a member 
of the Assembly in this Province, is 
said tc have been the central figure in 
many legislative * scenes,” but it is in 
his old age, and in the wider arena of 
federal politics that the pugnacious 
Peter eclipses even himself. The Hon. 
Peter's temper has not been improved 
by his exclusion from the Cabinet; 
hence he kicks on the Government 
very often, and in his expressions of 
dissent, does not always use the 
choicest expressions. When the re- 
sult of the Commercial Union debate 
was announced in the Commons, Peter 
was very angry indeed, and when he 
left the chamber he was heard to ex- 
claim rather vehemently, “I'll give 
them h—— in the Herald to-morrow,” 
meaning the Moatreal Herald, of 
which he is proprietor. Peter got 
angry again Friday night in Parlia- 
ment, and was not less choice in his 
language. He asked the consideration 
of a bill be deferred, as he wanted to 
go to Montreal. Sir Hector Lange- 
vie, who was leading the House, said 
this was an unreasonable request as 
the session was advancing, and it was 
desirable to progress as rapidly as 
possible with legislation. Forthwith 
Peter commenced to storm and threat. 
ered to obstruct the bill if his wishes 
were not respected, Mr. Speaker left 
the chair, and then Mr. Mitchell cross- 
ed the floor and gesticulated in an ex- 
ceedingly rash manner to the Minis- 
ter of Public Works. He was very 
wrathy that the consideration of the 
Customs bill had not been postponed 
and said he could fight, and * by G—" 
he would. Sir Charles Tupper, who 
was standing near, quietly remarked 
that Mr. Mitchell made it impossible 
for the Government to accede to the 
request, owing to the impudent threat 
he had made. This fairly set Peter 
boiling, and he stamped and stormed 
about the floor, politely informing the 
members of the Government, “I don’t 
care a damn for you anyway,’ and 
with this choice observation he sallied 
off to dinner. The incident created 
both excitement and amusement. 
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Scott Act Defeats, 

The friends of the Scott Act met 
with a severe reverse in Ontario last 
Thursday, when in nine counties, the 
law was repealed by majorities vary- 
ing from 150 to 2,500. In all these 
constituencies the act had been adopt- 
ed by large majorities, but a complete 
revulsion of public feeling seems to 
have grown up against the law, and 
these Ontario counties appear to be 
more eager to get rid of the Scott Act 
than they were to adopt it. Various 
causes are [assigned for this crushing 
defeat, The Toronto Globe blames the 
Dominion Government, the Toronto 
Empire lays it to the door of the Mow- 
att administration, but most people 
believe the electors concluded that the 
Act was not doing the work for which 
it was designed, and hence its romain- 
ing in force while not in operation, was 
a farce and delusion. The first county 
to repeal the Act was Halton, Ontario, 
a few months ago, and the liquor 
dealers and license party were so en- 
couraged by the result of that election, 
that they forced the fighting in al- 
most every county under the Act in 
Oatario. However, the success of the 
Antis in Thursday's elections does not 
seem to have discouraged Mr. Jamie- 
son, the recognized prohibition leader 
in Parliament. When interviewed 
Friday, he pointed out that the Scott 
Act in the first instance was not what 
the Temperance party asked for or 
wanted. In 1875, at the Montreal con- 
yention, they passed a resolution ask- 
ing the Mackenzie Government to 
pass a law under which a popular vote 
or plebiscite could be had on the ques- 
tion. The Government refused on the 
ground that there was no constitu: 

tional precedent for the course: sug- 
gested, but they offered the Scott Act 
as a local option. Of late years the 
Scott Act had been advocated largely 

for the purpose of educating the peo- 

ple on the question, and secondly for 
the purpose of testing publie senti- 
ment, He had always held that ihe 

Scott Act was not a fair test of pro- 
hibition sentiment, because it only 
prohibited the sale of intoxicating 
liquor, and what the temperance party 
wanted was to get rid of the traffic as 
regards importation and manufacture.

His manner is very genial, and in 
conversation animated. Mr. Hawke 
came to Canada about twelve years 

ago, and has had a wide and useful 

experience on the press, having served 

as managing news editor of the To- 
ronto Globe, Ottawa correspondent for 
that paper and the St. John Telegraph, 
and editor of the Ottawa Free Press, 
having filled the last position just pre- 
vious to his assuming control of the 
Transcript. Like our own Capt. Crop- 
ley, Mr. Hawke graduated from the 
printer’s case, and in additien to that 
is an expert stenographer, Although 
a uncompromising Grit, Mr. Hawke 
can recognize worth in his journalistic 
opponents, and yields homage to those 
who have made journalism a stepping 
stone to higher honors and position, a 
fact exemplified in his letter to the 
late Hon, Thomas White, on ‘the lat- 
ters elevation to a Cabinet office, which 
letter called forth a very cordial reply 
from the deceased minister, who al. 
though frequently the subject of at- 
tack from Mr. Hawke's facile pen, 
highly valued the latter's personal 
friendship. If Mr. Hawke is con- 
demned to imprisonment as a result of 
his attack on the Supreme Court, we 
have no doubt but that the favorable 
impression he has made on his fellow 
journalists in this city, will be the 
means of rendering his enforced resi- 
dence there as free from monotony as 
possible. 

The Dominion Subsidy. 

The Ottawa correspondent of the 
Montreal Gazette, evidently writing 
with authority, says that the policy 
of economy which the Government 
has sought with considerable success 
to apply for some months past is like- 
ly to have a new exemplification, it 
having been decided to grant no fur- 
ther railway subsidies at present. 
There is a desire, says the writer, to 
keep down the public expenditure to 
the lowest possible point consistent 
with efficient service in the various 
branches, and to call a halt to the 

debt incurment. No additions of con- 
sequence will be made to the liabili- 
ties of the country that can be avoid- 
ed, and it is felt that a termination of 
railway subsidies will make a good be- 
ginning in the way of retrenchment. 
The several provinces have been fairly 
well provided for in the way of rail- 
way aid, and until the projected and 
subsidized lines are built or the vote 
lapses by reason of failure to carry 
out the work, no further grants of a 
general character need be looked for. 
The Farusr has been asked if this 

decision of the Government will apply 
to the Fredericton and Woodstock 
Railway, twenty miles of which has 
not yet been subsidized. We think 
not, if the Gazette's information can 
be relied on. The policy of the Gov- 
ernment evidently only refers to en- 
tirely new enterprises, and not to lines 
of railways that have already been 
granted subsidies in part. 

A SCOTT ACT WATERLOO. 
The Measure Repealed in Nine On- 

tario Counties. 

The Scott Act suffered a serious defeat in 
Ontario Thursday. Petitions for repeal were 
voted upon in nine counties and the majority 
waa for repeal in every case. The Act was 
sdopted in these counties three years ago by 
overwhelming majorities and after a full vote 
had been polled. "The change in public senti- 
ment is certainly very great and explanations 
will be awaited with considerable interest. 
The following comparison will show the ma- 
jorities by which the Act was adopted three 
years ago and the majorities by which it was 
repealed yesterday :—

The FARMER regrets to chronicle the sud- 
den death of Mr. James H. Ganong, ex-Mayor 
of St. Stephen, which occurred at his home 
Saturday afternoon. He leaves a widow and 
six children, the eldest of whom, Mr. W. F. 
Ganong, was married at Boston only a few 
days ago to Miss Murray Carman of this city. 

The Montreal Gazette says that the Sixth 
Fusileers of that city, are arranging for a 
visit to St. John, N. B., some time during 
the summer, probably on Dominion day. The 
corps would undoubtedly be right royally re- 
ceived by the St. John people, and their visit 
would be an event of great interest in mili- 
tary and other circles. 

Since the death of the Emperor of Ger- 
many, the oldest sovereign in Europe is Leo 
XIII, 79 years old ; next comes the King of 
Holland, 71 years ; then the Queen of Eng- 
land and the King of Denmark, 69 years;

67 years. The youngest sovereign. is the 
King of Spain, Alphonso XIII, who is but 
two years old. 

Senator Thibadeau of Montreal is justly 
indignant at the New York Herald having 
published a despatch from Montreal to the 
effect that it was his daughter who eloped 
with an ex-policeman some time sgo. The 
hon. gentleman states with a great deal of 
force that his two daughters are aged 9 and 
11 years, and it is not likely that such notions 
would ever enter their youthful heads.

It is said that 
Gowdy struck Mr. Pense, when a clinch 
ensued, and after the combatants had rolled 
on the road for some minutes they were 
separated. 

The Ottawa correspondent of the Toronto 
Mail thus compares the orators Laurier and 
Chapleau. The two statesmen, stand in the 
front rank as parliamentary speakers, The 
one is famous for his choice language, the 
elegance of his periods, the gracefulness of 
his delivery. The other is peculiar for his 
silvery voice, his dramatic attitudes, his per- 
suasive manner. What the one lacks the 
other possesses. Laurier is mild in voice, 
but thers Chapleau is strong. He is timid in 
utterance where Chapleau is bold. Chapleau, 
on the other hand, is inclined to be verbose, 
where Laurier is exceedingly careful in the 
use of words, and loose in the construction of 
his English sentences, while Laurier is as 
accurate as mortal man can be. Chapleau’s 
oratory sounds better than it reads ; Laurier’s 
reads better than it sounds. Were the ex- 
cellencies of the two men possessed by any 
one speaker, we should have in the fortunate 
owner of such talent an orator without a peer.

progress and achievements and to furnish the 
Government information as to their educa- 
tional and industrial status, 

Manitoba farmers are goiog more largely 
into barley growing, A malting firm a: De- 
troit used between thirty and forty thousand 
bushels of Manitoba barley last season, and 
they report that the yield of ale from this 
barley is much greater than any other used 
by them, It is very hard and bright. The 
total crop of the province last year was esti- 
mated at two million bushels, 
The impression prevails in London that 

the annexation of the Penhryn islands in the 
Pacific, indicates that the Pacific survey, 
which always regarded the annexation as es- 
sential to establish the practicability of a 
Pacific cable, is to be undertaken. Apart 
from the commercial value of the cable it 
will serve to bring several British naval sta- 
tions within touch of each other. 

This is the season of the year when in 
house cleaning and renovating the homs, the 
papering of rooms is in order. In doing this 
great care should be taken to remove sll the 
old “paper. It will cost something, but it 
will pay ; indeed, it is a dangerous practice to 
let it remain on, as it is said typhoid and 
other fevers, throat troubles, and the begin- 
nings of other diseases are directly traceable 
to this neglect, in letting the old paper re- 
main on the walls,

Great Britain has added three of the Poly- 
nesian islands, Christmass, Penbryn and Fan- 
ning, to her possessions, For size nome of 
these islands are important, it is their posi- 
tion which gives them their value, hey 
lie in the direct route taken by vessels be- 
tween British Columbia and New Zealand, 
and will form convenient coaling stations in 
the mid-Pacific. Christmass is about three 
degrees north of the Equator, Fanning five 
and Penrhyn nine degrees sonth of the Equa- 
tor, They are the only possessions of Great 
Britain west of the Fiji group, until America 
is reached. 

The mighty and resistless power of the 
Falls of Niagara is no langer to go to waste 
but is to be utilized for the promotion of 
man’s industrial enterprises. In 1886 a com- 
pany was incorporated in the state of New 
York to consummate this end, and enough 
money has been subscribed to justify the 
necessary work of construction being com- 
menced. The scheme is to utilize the force 
of the Niagara River by constructing a tun- 
nel from the water level below the falls, about 
200 feet under the high bank of the river and 
extending it parallel with the shore of the 
river for nearly two miles, at a depth of 100 
fest below the surface of the earth and at a 
distance of 400 feet from the pavigable water 
of the river, with which it will be connected 
by means of conduits or laters! tunnels, The 
conduits are to lead to wells sunk to the tun- 
nel, and in these wells will be placed turbine 
wheels which will be operated by the weight 
of water in the welle. The estimated capa- 
city of the tunnel will give 119,000 horse 
power, which is greater than all the other 
water power of the United States combined. 
The cost of construction is put at $3,000,000. 
Both Cleveland and Buffalo will uge the 
power in lighting the streets by electricity,

THE REAPER DEATH 

Claims a Cabinet Minister, 

LAMENTED DECEASE OF HON, 
THOMAS WHITE, 

A Touching Scene in Parliament. 

Hoo. Thomas White, M. P. for Cardwell, 
Ontario, and Minister of the Interior in the 
Dominion Government, died at Ottawa at 
at 10 o'clock Saturday night, after only a 
weeks illness. “It would be difficult,” says 
an Ottawa despatch of Sunday, * to exagger- 
ate the profound sensation produced among 
sll classes and parties at the espital when it 
was announced yesterday that Dr. Howard, 
who had been summoned from Montreal to 
the bedside of Hon. Thomas White, had de- 
clared his case hopeless, and when shortly 
after 10 o'clock in the evening it was an- 
nounced that the honorable gentleman had 
breathed his last, the whole city seemed im- 
pressed with a great sorrow. It is safe to 
say that no man in Canada occupying as pro- 
minent a position as the deceased minister, 
and as active for so long a time in political 
contests, had so few enemies. Publicly and 
privately he was alike popular and respected, 
and his death is most emphatically a public 
bereavement. Whatever the immediate 
cause of his death, about which there ap- 
pears to be some difference of opinion, it is 
unanimously conceded in Ottawa that the 
deceased minister was literally killed by hard 
work. The department over which he pre- 
sided requires the greatest amount of labor 
of any department in the Government, the 
correspondence alone involving the reading 
and writing of about two thousand letters a 
day. It has already killed two deputy heads, 
and Mr. Burgess, the present deputy, has 
more than once had to give up work through 
sheer exbaustion. Mr, White took charge of 
the department at a time when it was being 
seriously ‘criticised, and devoted his whole 
attention to regaining for it the full confi- 
dence of the country, That he succeeded 
does not not admit of doubt, but he did eo at 
the sacrifice of his health, which for some 
time was noticeably failing. 

THE NEWS IN PARLIAMENT, 

Ooe of the most affecting scenes ever wit- 
nessed in the Canadian parliament took place 
on assembling of the House of Commons 
Monday afternoon. Sir John Macdonald 
rose to move the adjournment of the House, 
but so overcome was he with emotion, that he 
was unable to say a word, and after standing 
silent for more than a minute, sank into his 
chair sobbing and crying like a child, Sir 
Hector Langevin then rose and moved that 
in view of the death of Hon. Thomas White 
the House adjourn and stand adjourned until 
Wednesday afternoon. He referred briefly 
to the immense loss the Government, the 
House and and the whole country has sus- 
tained in Mr. White's death, and paid a high 
tribute to the deceased gentleman’s ability 
snd uabanity, his clearness of perception as 
well as his remarkable industry and careful- 
ness. No man was ever more emphatically 
a martyr to public life than Thomas White, 
Hon. Mr. Laurier seconded the motion in a 
brief but eloquent address, in which he re- 
ferred in touching terms to the sympathy the 
House felt with the venerable Premier in the 
loss of an able lieutenant and warm-heart 
personal friend. After a short speech from 
Mr. Brown of Hamilton, who referred to his 
life-long acquaintance and friendship with 
the late Minister of the Interior, the motion 
was declared carried and the House adjourn- 
ed. During the speeches a large number of 
members on both sides of the House were 
moved tears, and old members say they never 
saw the House so generally and powerfully 
impressed over the death of a fellow member. 

MR, WHITE'S CAREER - 

Hon. Thomas White was born at Montreal 
in 1830, where his father who had emigrated 
to this country from County Westmeath, 
Ireland, in 1826, carried on business for 
many years as a leather merchant, He re- 
ceived his education at the Montreal high 
school. Mr. White was for some time reeve 
of Peterboro and served in that town and 
aleo in Hamilton as a member of the gram- 
mar school boards. He was a representative 
for a number of years of the Montreal board 
or trade in the Dominion board ; was a mem- 
ber for three years of the executive council of 
the Dominion board and for five years repre- 
sented that body at the National board of 
trade of the United States. Mr. White 
founded the Peterboro Review in 1853, ac- 
quired the Hamilton Spectator in 1865, and 
in 1870 secured the ownership of the Mon- 
treal Gazette, of all of which journals he was 
the chief editor. He was first returned to 
parliament in the general election of 1878 
for Cardwell, but prior to that suffered four 
defeats, being an unsuccessful candidate for 
South Wentworth in 1867 for the legislative 
assembly of Ontario; for the commons in 
Prescott, Ootario, in 1874, and for Montreal 
West in 1875 and again in 1876, The aggre- 
gate of majorities against him in the first 
three elections was only sixteen, 

THE INTERMENT, 

The funeral of Hon, Thomas White took 
place at Montreal yesterday, a special train 
conveying members of parliament, members 
of press gallery, and a number of the civil 
service, from Ottawa to be present on the 
occasion. The special funeral train bearing 
the remains of the late Minister and 174 
members of the commons and senate arrived 
from Ottawa at 1.30 p. m. The station was 
draped and the streets lined with people to 
pay the last tribute to the dead minister, 
After service in St. George’s church, the cor- 
tege, which was nearly a mile in length, pro- 
ceeded to Mount Royal cemetery. All the 
cabinet ministers except Sir John MacDonald, 
Sir Hector Langevin and Sir Adolph Caron, 
were present. The premier acted as pall- 
bearer at Ottawa but felt unequal to the fa- 
tigue of going to Montreal. All the flags in 
the city are at half mast, and tokens of 
mourning are general on all sides. 

A Toronto Clergyman’s Trouble. 
oo me, 

Rev. B. Longley; Resigns his 
Pastorate, 

[Toronto Globe, Friday, ] 

For some weeks past it has been a matter 
of rumor that trouble existed between Rev. 
Benjamin Longley, pastor of the Queen 
street Methodist church, and his congrega- 
tion, These rumors reached a climax yes- 
terday, when it was stated that he had re- 
signed. Public report accuses him of acting 
indiscreetly toward a lady who had been 
under his pastoral charge, and the following 
circumstances are alleged as evidence. He 
meets his class each Thursday afternoon in 
the parlor of the church, and, after fulfilling 
this duty three weeks ago yesterday, he took 
the young lady against whom the onus of 
the charge lies, into an adjoining room and, 
locking the door, remained with her for 
about an hour, On the following Tuesday 
he engaged # private room in a ‘city hotel, 
registered under and assumed name, and re- 
mained with the same lady there upwarde of 
two hours, Suspicions having been aroused 
among the girl's relatives as to her conduct, 
it is alleged that a detective was employed 
to wateh her, with the results aboye outlined. 
Rev. Mr. Longley, the subject of the 

scandal, was seen yesterdsy afternoon by a 
Globe reporter. He was not inclined to talk, 
but when questioned as to the truth of the 
damaging rumors afloat concerning him, he 
said :—I have stated already in the most 
emphatic way that there was nothing crimi- 
nal either done or attempted, aad mot only 
that, but as a matter of fact the whole drift 
of the conversation was the proper advising 
of the girl for her own good.” Rey. Mr. 
Longley admits the two alleged interviews 
with the young lady in the church and at the 
hotel, and, while he indignantly denies any 
improper motives or objects in connection 
with them, be says that consideration for the 
young lady debars him from giving a full 
explanation at present. It is the Rev, gen- 
tleman’s present intention to make an affi- 
davit within a short time explaining entirely 
the entire transaction from first to last 
Asked whether it was true that he had re- 
signed his position, the Rev. gentleman re- 
plied that he had done so. “ Under the 
circumstances,” said he, * any one will under- 
stand thet I could not continue my work 
there,” 

(Toronto Globe, Saturday.) 
MR. LONGLEY LEAVES TOWN, 

The only fresh development in the unfor- 
tunate scandal with which the name of Rev. 
B. Longley, pastor of the Queen street 
Methodist church, is mixed up, is the fact 
that Rev. Mr. Longley left Toronto at 7 A. 
M. yesterday and is now at Niagara Falls, on 
the American side. 

Mrs. Longley was asked by a Globe repre- 
sentative if she expected her husband to ree 
turn, and she replicd that she “ thought he 
had no intention of coming back.” 

Rev. Dr. Potts was spoken of last eyering 
and stated that early next week be will mest | 

the officials of the church and arrange for 
pastoral work until the close of the present 
conference year. ‘ Asa matter of fact,” said 
the doctor, *“ I have no official knowledge of 
anything in regard to Mr. Longley except the 
fact that he has sent me his resignation. We 
all thought highly of him, and if I had been 
asked to name any one likely to err on that 
line the last man I would have thought of 
would have been Benjamin Longley.” The 
fact of Mr. Longley having resigned his pas- 
torate will not, he said, in the least interfere 
with the discipline of the Church being car- 
ried out against him, The history of the 

religious body in Canada, but although he 
was ready to protect Mr. Longley, if he was 
innocent, he must insist upon the discipline 
being carried out. 

THE MEETING AT THE HOTEL. 

It has transpired that the hotel at which 
the second interview between Rev. Mr. Long- 
ley and the young woman involved with him 
in the scandal took place, was the Albion. It 
is remembered now by several of the attend- 
ants that he corresponds with a visitor to 
the hotel on April 8rd, who came in com- 
pany with a young woman and registered 
himself as “ E. Shorey, Bolton.” It was 
about two o'clock in the afternoon, and they 
were shown to a room on the third flat. No. 
30. Detective Matt. Howie, who had been 
engaged to work up the case, followed them 
into the hotel, of course unobserved by them, 
and on their being shown to the room asked 
the chambermaid to keep sn eye on them. 
The two remained in this room with locked 
door until five o'clock, when they came out 
together and walked down to the first lard- 
ing. Here they separated, the * lady ” leav- 
ing the hotel alone, followed by a detective, 
whilst another detective looked after Mr. 
Longley, who remained for a time in one of 
the sittingrooms. Another interview is said 
to have taken place at Markham, 

Dr. W. W. Ogden, a prominent member 
and official of the Queen street Methodist 
church, said to a Globe reporter last evening 
in reference to the scandal: “ I have the ful- 
lest possible knowledge of the whole affair. 
have heard both sides and know more about 
the matter than any other third party, and I 
eay most positively that I know of nothing 
of a criminal nature in the relations between 
the Rev. Mr. Longley and the young lady.” 
(Mr. Longley was principal of the Sackville 
Male Academy in 1878, and is said to be a 
relative of Attorney General Longley of 
Halifax.—FARMER.]
