THE DEATH ROLL 
Rev. J. E. Reud’s Demise 

at Portland. 

Two Douglas Men Drowned in 

Aroostook Waters. 

PTE. KELLY OF THE R. S. OF IN- 
FANTRY, FIRES A FATAL SHOT. 

A St. John Youth finds a Watery 
Grave at Lincoln. 

Fred. McCabe's Fatal Plunge at the 
Railway Bridge. 

Hatheway Lint Bleeds to Death. 

A Week’s Startling Mortality. 

A succession of violent deaths in Frederic- 
ton and yicinity during the past week has 
engaged peoples’ minds, and breaks the record 
of mortality in these parts. Last week we 
chronicled the terrible fate of William Love 
of Boiestown through drink ; since then two 
young men of Douglas have been crowned 
from a drive in the Aroostook waters, a St. 
John man met bis death at the Lincoln 
Booms, Pte. Kelly of the R.S. of Infantry 
met a violent death, an employe on the 
new railway bridge lost his life by drowning 
in the river, and a young man up town bled 
to death, This is a sad record for one 
week in a small community, but to this must 
be added the demise of Rav. J. E. Reud who 
passed peacefully away in his own home 
Friday. The details of the week's mortality 
are given below. 

He Bled to Death. 

Monday afternoon, Hatheway Lint, son of 
Mrs. Charles Parsons who lives at the West 
End of Queen strest, commenced bleeding at 
the nose and nothing would stop it. Soon 
blood commenced to flow from the mouth 
also, and at 9 o'clock the same evening the 
poor fellow breathed his last. [ie was under 
twenty years of age, and in delicate health 
for sors time, : 

—_—— 

Wn. Roxborough’s Death, 
When spring operations sat the Lincoln 

Booms commenced the other day, & strong 
and popular young man came up from South 
Bay, St. John. to act as time keeper. He 
was William Roxborough, Jr.'s, son of the 
well known Orangeman, and had only passed 
his seventeenth year. The accident by which 
he met a watery grave, was a simple one, and 
occurred at 11 A. »., Friday. Hs and Fred. 
Wisely got eboard au old skiff to cross a 
sheet of dead water when the boat filled and 
sank. Both men were good swimmers and 
struck out for the shore a hundred yards dis- 
tant, Wisely gaining it in safety, but Rox- 
borough, when about half way, suddenly 
threw up his arms and sank to his death. 
His body was recovered two hours afterwards 
and sent to South Bay for interment. 

Drowned at Aroostook, 
Only meagre details of the drowning of 

McQuade Feeney, and Cole, three York 
County men in Aroostook waters last Wed. 
nesday, have been received, bat the facts are 
these : Five men were coming down the rapids 
water in a small boat on Wednesday, when 
they struck a wing jam, and their boat was 
upset. Three of the men, Alex. Feeney, 
Barney McQuade and Charles Cole, were 
drowned and the other two men reached the 
shore in an exhausted condition. Feeney 
and McQuade belonged to Nashwaaksis; 
Cole was a former resident of St, Marys, and 
haz a brother, Samual Cole, living at Marys- 
ville. He lately lived at Tobigue, where he 
leaves a wife and family. The other drowned 
men were unmarried. The two men rescued 
were Wm. Leek, brother of Mr. Rex Leek of 
this city, and Mr. Goodine, of French Vil- 
lage, Cole was an expert swimmer, None 
of the dead bodies have been recovered, Ths 
water is reported very swift at the spot where 
the unfortunats men lost their lives, and it is 
doubtful if their bodies will be recovered 
soon, McQuade is a son of Patrick McQuade 
who lives on the road leading from Kings- 
ley to Claudy Sattlement, Douglas, He was 
30 years old and unmarried. Feeney be- 
longed to the same locality. 

A Second Fatality at the Rail- 
way Bridge, 

Two deaths have occurred at the New 
Railway Bridge since its inception. A young 
man named Cantwell was struck by falling 
timber last winter and almost instantly killed, 
and Monday night another workman, Fred. 
McOabe, met his death there by drowning. 
Both fatalitiss wers entirely accidental. 
McCabe was employed as a painter, and when 
the men knocked off work Monday night, he 
tock a boat to scull across to bis bearding 
house at Gibson, the others walking around 
by the highway bridge. The unfortunate 
man had only gone a few yards when his oar 
elipped from its place and he went headlong 
overboard into the water, He roge to the 
surface twice and shouted for assistance, but 
none was near enough, and the third time he 
went down to his tomb. In the meantime a 
boat put off from the tug Lilly Glasier, but 
It was too late. The news of the tragedy 
soon spread around town apd g¢rowds of 
people wers atiragted to the scene, A grap- 
pling party under the direction of Mr. M. H. 
Hasler, superintendent of the bridge, searched 
two hours for McCabe's hody and renewed it 
yesterday morning, but without avail. The 
deceased was a native of Port Hastings, Cape 
Breton, N. 8., and for the past year was em- 
ployed on the Northern & Western Railway. 
He was about twenty-three years old. 

A Fatal Shot at the Barracks. 
Michael Kelly was a native of Fredericton. 

who juined the Royal &chool of Infantry here 
eboitly after its organization acd continued in 
the force till the day of his death, He was a 
son of the late Jeremiah Kelly, who died 21 
years ago, and was well known and generally 
popular among his friends. He was a printer 
by trade aud worked for several years in the 
Royal Gazette office. [is greatest fault was 
intemperance, but for the past two years he 
corquered his appetite, and lived a good life. 
Two weeks ago, however, Kelly went to St. 
John and fell to drinking again, Oa his re- 
turn home hs was suffering from nervous 
prostration, and went into hospital, from 
which he was discharged last Friday, appar- 
ently in good health, mentally and physically. 
Sunday he was on the street in the early 
evening and returned to barracks at 7 o'clock. 
Two hours later the deed that hurled him into 
eternity, Waa committed, and he lay in the 
hospital expectorating his life’s blood. When 
Kelly entered bis room at 7 o'clock he told 
Corpl. Patterson and Pte. Purchase, who oc- 
cupied the same room with him, that he 
wanted to go out again, being then in his 
stocking feet. His gomrades remonstrated 
with bi and asked him to put on his shoes. 
Kelly replied that he would never need shoes 
again. Fatterson would not allow the de- 
ceased to go out alone, and he then said he 
would £0 to bed, but the men thiokiog his 
actions and words were rather strange deter- 
mined to take him to the hospital. This 
they did, but Sergt. Cochran was out and 
they brought Kelly back to his room. They 
then retired to the veranda to talk over what was best to do, leaving Kelly lying on his back in bis cot. Patterson apprehensive 
of something wrong, stepped to the window 
commandizg a view of Kelly and in less than 
8 winute saw Kelly turn on’ his left side and rae his right arm. The report of a revolver 
rang out and Kelly's career was closed by his 
own hand. Patterson and purchasa ran in 
sounded the alarmy and the wounded A 
was borne to the hospital. The smoking 
ievoiver, a 52 calibre Smith & Weeson was 
found behind the bed. He had deliberately 
bared his breast end aimed at his heart. 
Surgeon Brown was on hand at once and Dr. 
Frank M. Brown and Dr. Currie soon joined 
him at the dying man’s side, but he was too 
far gone for earthly assistance to be of any 
use. Rey, Father McDevitt was called and 

i 

administered spiritual comfort. To him the 
unfortunate man was able to speak, and while 
yet conscious, he admitted to Dr. Frank 
Brown that he fired the shot himself and 
enquired both of the doctor and Adjt. Young 
if there was any hope of saving his life. 
When asked his motive for the deed he only 
sadly shook his head. Kelly lingered till 
3.30 A. m., Monday, and died without evinc- 
ing great suffering, An inquest was held on 
the body in the hospital Monday afternoon 
before Coroner Currie, M. D., with a jury 
consisting of Samuel Owen, John Owens, J. 
H. Smith, Georges A. Cliff, James Roberts, 
William Anderson, J. A. Thompson, and the 
witnesses examined were Hospital Sergt. 
Cochran, Corp. Patterson, Pte. Purchase, 
Dr. Frank M. Brown, end Dr. T, Clowes 
Brown. Surgeon Brown who had made 
an autopsy of the body eaid he found 
the fatal bullet embedded in the muscles of 
the back, having pierced the lung and broken 
a back rib. It had entered the left breast 
near the nipple and just grazed the heart. 
The bullet was battered almost out of shape. 
The evidence of all tha witnesses showed 
that Kelly wag perfectly cobar when he com- 
mitted the deed, and that he was laboring 
under temporary insanity, The verdict of 
the jury was in accordance with the evidence. 
Kelly was 25 years old. His remains were 
interred at 7.30 A. M., yesterday with fall 
military honors. The firing party was in 
command of Sgt, Macdonald and the cortege 
headed by the Band playing the Dead March 
in Saul, moved from the Barracks to St. 
Dunstan’s church where services were eaid, 
and thence to the Roman Catholic cemetery 
where the remains were interred. 

Rev. J. E. Reud’s Death, 
The news of the death of this estimable 

gentleman will be heard with sincere regret 
throughout York County where he was so 
well and favorably known, and among the 
Baptists throughout the Maritime Provinces 
among whom he was especially popular. It 
was only last November that the Rav. gen- 
tleman removed from Keswick to Portland 
after fifteen years of suceessful labor in York 
Connty both in the pulpit and on the temper- 
ance platform, Personally ths deceased 
gentleman was esteemed by all classes, his 
bright genial nature and witty conversational 
powers rendering him most companionabls. 
Rev. Mr. Reud saw much of the world dur- 
a varied experience. [Ie was born at Lubec, 
50 years ago. His father was 8 sea captain, 
a pesition which every coastman souzht and 
but few obtained in those days. When he 
was eight years old his father was drowned, 
Eight vears later he began work in a saw 
mill. One day while at his post a balt came 
off a portion of the machinery, and Mr. Reud, 
in his efforts to replacs it, had his arm taken 
off. This loss prevented him of cour:e from 
engaging in similar work a second time, and 
after his recovery he concluded to follow the 
vocation of his father, and went to sea. 
Before he was 21 years of age, he was mate 
of a steamer plying between Boston and 
Galvestan, Texas, a success which was con- 
sidered phenomenal then. He held this 
position for some years, when he saw an 
opportunity to better himself on land, in a 
cotton mill in Galveston. He remained 
there for some time, when he came north 
again studied for some time, and took charge 
of a school in Grand Manan. There he was 
converted and afterwards studied for the 
ministry. He married in this province and 
bas been stationed in several places, his last 
charge being at Portland, St. John, where he 
became as popular as he was at Keswick. 
His illness has extended aver many weeks, 
Possessed of a hearty and rugged constitu- 
tion, the doctors were unable at first to de= 
termine the cause of his troubles. The dis- 
ease was, however, found to be cancer in the 
head for which their could be nothing done. 
The disease had been growing for some 
years, He suffered littls or no pain during 
the whole of bis sickness, Mr, Reud had 
just entered upon his 51st year. He leaves 
behind kim a widow and five children, for 
whom much sympathy will bo felt. The 
funeral of the deceased gentleman took place 
Monday. The serviges at the house in Port 
land were conducted by the !'ev. Mr. Hart- 
ley. The procession from the house to the 
railway depot was a very lengthy one. Near- 
ly all of Mr. Reud’s congregation, by whom 
he was greatly beloyed, turned out, and many 
prominent citizens of St, John and Portland 
were in the ranks. The members of Alex- 
andra Temple of Honor and Temperance, of 
which society deceased was an active and 
earnest worker, and many of the order of 
Foresters, with which association he was 
also connected, walked in line in front of 
the hearse. A great many of the personal 
friends of the deceased accompanied the re- 
mains to Keswick, to see them deposited in 
their final resting place. The pall bearers 
wera Isaac Stevens, David Logan, Thomas 
Granville, John Wallace, [sasc Tower and 
George Bagnell. The remains arrived here 
by the early morning train from St. John 
and were met st the staticn hy Victoria 
Lodge of Odd Fellows of which he was a 
member, Headed by the Fredericton Brass 
Band and followed by a large number of 
citizens among whom wers Hon. A. G. Blair, 
Hon. F. P. Thompson, Rey, Dr. McLeod and 
Rev. A. J. Mowatt, they marched to St. 
Marys where a special train bore them to 
Keswick, Mr. Reud’s former homes and the 
scene of his labors for many years, Here Leo 
was buried, the services being conducted by 
Rev. Mr. Hartley and the Odd Fellows. 
The following is a copy of the record and
