FARM NOTES. 
Plant a few trees this spring. 
The chubby sow is always a poor 

breeder. 
There is now a market for quills 

plucked from the turkey. 
Prune any time the weather is fit 

and keep the knife sharp. 
Be sure and plant good seed pota- 

toes oven if the seed be costly, 
For fertilizing purposes there is no 

more valuable form of potash than 
wood ashes. 
Good roads are the most obvious 

marks of advanced civilization, and 
are essential to general prosperity. 
Did you ever try making an orna- 

mental hedge of sweet peas? Try it 
once and wo feel sure that you will be 
pleased. 

Clover will cover the ground and 
make a good show if sown thin, bat 
it will be finer and make better hay 
when thick. 

Try half a pint of kerosene in a 
quart of buttermilk, sponged over 
calves, colts, pigs or other stock to 
destroy lice, 

Itis a matter of surprise how few 
avail themselves of the discoveries of 
science in the use of fertilizers for 
their crops. 

Galvanized barb wire will last 
many years without rust or harm if 
only painted ; it requires frequent re. 
painting or it will rust. 
The Rural New Yorker after four 

years experience advises all whose 
potatoes are usually scabby, to sift 
sulpher flour over the seed pieces, 
The men who get through the most 

work are those who never seem to be 
busy, while those who have a morbid 
habit of being busy and never have a 
moment's leisure are the worst of time 
wasters, 

Get something to be proud of, then 
give it extra care. It will improve 
the stock, and the stock will improve 
you; in satisfaction of mind, in good 
temper, in hopefulness, and your bank 
account. 

In laying out your work for the 
season give the garden a liberal share 
of attention. It may not be labor 
which will bring great returns in 
money, but it is certain to do so in 
family health and comfort. 

Professor Fjord, of the Danish agri- 
cultural society, finds one pound of 
the sweot skim equal to two pounds 
of the buttermilk.” He also finds that 
8ix pounds of sweet skim milk are 
equal to one pound of rye or barley, 
Spring grain should be sown as 

soon as the ground is dry and can be 
worked. The farmer who waits for 
the ground to get in perfect condition 
is generally behind from the time 
that spring opens until winter comes. 
Sow more clover. Sow it with the 

spring grain where you do not intend 
to lay the field down for mowing. 
Clover will smother weeds that would 
otherwise mature their seeds with the 
grain and will make a good crop to 
plough in, 

There is perhaps not a nook or 
corner on the average farm but what 
may be used for some kind of a crop 
that will pay well for the raising, and 
the corners that now are eyesores and 
bugbears may be sources of income 
that are not exceeded by any other 
parts of the farm. 

It wood often pay ‘a farmer to cat 

his own expense if he could not get 
the municipality or his neighbors to 
help bim. There is altogether too 
much of the biting off one's nose to 
spite one's face policy about improve- 
ments in country roads. 
The Lewiston Journal of recent date 

quoted a real estate dealer of that city 
as haying over 300 Maine farms on 
his selling list. He thinks that Maine 
farmers are doing well, but that the 
old folks are dying off, and that the 
young people are going to the cities 
or to the West, rather than stay at 
home.

The restorative influence of plowing

Preventing Sore Shoulders, 

PREVENTION MUST BE BEGUN BEFORE 
HARD SPRING WORK, 

Sores on horses’ shoulders can be 
prevented. Galled shomdlers argue 
poor management of negligence. 
Prevention is easier than cure, and 
prevention wmust begin some weeks 
before hard spring work. 

It is one common fault of our farm 
management to allow the horse to be 
idle through the winter. It takes a 
smart horse to earn more in eight 
months than he consumes in twelve. 
More than one farmerallows his horses 
to take from him in winter what they 
gained for him in summer. Work 
could be found during winter for the 
horses that would at least pay for 
their keep ; and they would come to 
the spring work in much better con- 
dition for it—their shoulders tough- 
ened and their muscles hardened. 
The horse that remains idle most 

of the time during the winter must 
have its shoulders toughened in some 
way, else the first month of hard pull- 
ing will make galls. The best way 
to toughen the unused shoulders is to 
bathe them with strong salt water. 
This should be begun before spring 
work. Keep an old fruit can in the 
stable. Tie a rag around a stick throw 
a handful of salt in can, fill it with 
water, stir it till the salt is dissolved 
and then apply it with the stick ar- 
rangement. The work can be done in 
a few minutes, andshould be done each 
evening. 
This salt water bath should be kept 

up after horses are put to the plough. 
As tho harness is removed in the even- 
ing wash the shoulders clean with 
clear water and then apply the salt 
water. The horses will enjoy it much. 
It cools and eases their feverish, tired 
shoulders. There is nothing else so 
good a preventive of galled shoulders. 
An ill fitting collar will produce 

galls as soon as the horse is put at 
hard work. Harness is too careless- 
ly selected and fitted ; often it is not 
fitted atall. Among horses’ shoulders 

| there is as great diversity of shape as 
among men’s noses. Whenever a col- 
lar is got for a horse the horse should 
be brought to the store that the col- 
lar may be fitted. Make the merchant 
bring out every collar he has if neces- 
sary to get a fit, and if a fit cannot be 
got otherwise have the collar altered. 
This can be done by making a slit 
along the groove wherein the hames 
fit, opposite the spot on the face of the 
collar which is too prominent. 
Through the slit enough of the pack- 
ing can be removed and a few blows 
on the face of the collar will then re- 
duce the prominence. Next, the col- 
lar must be fitted to the hames or the 
hames to the collar. The latter is the 
better when it can be done without 
waking the hames too weak. The 
bames should be shaved down until 
they fit close to the collar at every 
point. 
Throwing the collar into water and 

oiling it is utter silliness, but keeping 
it well oiled is a good preventive of 
galls, The oil keeps the leather soft 
and pliable, hence it is not apt to 
chafe the flesh, and is more inclined to 
adapt itself to the shoulder. For oil- 
ing harness there is nothing else so 
good as a mixture of two parts pure 
neatsfoot oil and one part beef tallow. 
The collar should be cleaned of 
‘sweat and dirt each morsing, A dirty 
‘collar chafes. For cleaning, a dull 
knife for taking off the rough, and a 
cloth for the finish are good. Many 
collars have one side harder than the 
other; observe this and reject such 
collars always. 
Humane feelings aside, it is well to 

avoid galled shoulders. The horse 
with whole shoulders does more and 
better work. Ho starts quicker, pulls 
harder and more steadily, and dees 
not give up so soon in a tight place. 
More, a sore shoulder seriously affects 
the health of the animal. The pain 
affects its nervous system and lessens 
digestion and assimilation. The effect 
is of the same nature, though perhaps 
not so great, as like pain would have 
upon you.— Country Gentleman. 
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To Teach a Colt to Back.

It can generally be accom- change. 
plished by a few lessons with the 
Bonaparte bridle, which consists of a 
small strong cord not much larger 

| than a common lead pencil, attached 
to tho lower jaw and kept in place by 
passing it over tho neck just back of 
the ears. Take a piece of small 
(clothes line some ten or twelve foot 
long. Tie a knot near one end, and 
draw it close so that it will not slip. 
About ten or twelve inches back of 
that tie a loose knot. Pass ihe end 
of tho rope containing the first kaot 
back through the loose one and draw 
it close. This will form a small loop, 
which should be passed around the 
lower juw, and over the tongue into 
the mouth like a bit. 

Stand on the near side of the colt. 
Pass the free end of the cord up the 
off side of his face over his neck just 
back of the ears, down the near side 
of the jowls and through the loop at- 
tached to his jaw. Draw it moderate. 
ly tight and fasten with a bow knot, 
so as to keop the loop from slipping 
from the jaw. This is g very power- 
ful bridle, and the one who applies it 
should be eareful to avoid all harsh-

It may take several 
lessons to accomplish this, but by 
persevering gently the object will 
soon be accomplished. 

It is a good idea to have a few 
apples, potatoes, oats or lumps of 
sugar in the pocket to give the colt 
while patting him, after he has obey- 
ed a command. They are much more 
effective than whips or clubs. After 
he has become somewhat proficient in 
walking backward out of the harness 
apply that and give him a few lessons. 
Then put him in the shafts and gradu- 
ally to throw his weight into the 
breeching. Mr. J. R. Farnum of 
Waltham, who has bandled and 
studied horses all his life, has owned 
such trotters as Commonwealth (2:22), 
has bred Eddie Wilkes (22:9), and 
several other fast ones, says that his 
method of teaching a colt to back is 
to stand him with his head toward a 
barn door or gate, then open it gently 
and ewing it toward him, at the same 
time repeating the command to back. 
As the door approaches his face he 
will step back to avoid being struck, 
and after a few repetitions will step 
back at the word without waiting for 
the door or gate. A eolt should 
never be driven under a shed or into 
a corner where it is necessary to back 
him in order to get him out, until he 
has been thoroughly educated in the 
art of backing, for if a few attempts 
to back him out of such a place prove 
failures, the habit of refusing will 
become chronic, and can be overcome 
only with great difficulty. Take 
plenty of time to give him his lessons 
otherwise the truth of the old adage, 
‘“the more haste, the less speed,” will 
be apparent.

PEAS. 

The pea is very hardy, and will en- 
dure a great amount of cold, either in 
or above the ground, and as we all 
want green peas as early in the sea- 
son as possible they should be put in 
the ground as soon as it can be got 
ready. The earliest varieties are 
mostly small, round, smooth and hardy 
the tallest not growing more than 
from two to three feet in height. 
Very nearly as early, however, are 
some dwarf, sweet, wrinkled varieties 
of the highest excellence. By sowing 
at the same time two or three of the 
earliest, and the same number of the 
latest, yarieties, as soon as practicable 
in the spring, a continuous supply may 
be had for two months or more with 
but one sowing. 
The seed pea is not injured by the 

freezing of soil a few inches in depth 
after it is sown, nor are the plants 
burt after they come up by frosts or 
even a few inches of snow. In pre- 
paring the ground for peas, the drills 
should be opened a little deeper than 
it is desirable for the peas to be cover- 
ed with earth, and should either have 
a liberal supply of well-rotted manure 
scattered along them, or an amount of 
superphosphate not less than 400 or 
300 pounds to the acre, In a very 
ary season the manure néually gives 
the best results, because of it holding 
a certain amount of moisture, but in 
other seasons or upon a very wet soil 
the phosphate will give equally good 
results, and is much easier applied. 
The peas should he covered about 

two inches in depth, and when so 
covered the drill should be two or 
three inches below the level of the 
soil, to give opportunity for raking 
more earth in among them and cover- 
ing the roots deeper after they have 
appeared above ground. In this wa 
the early germination due to shallow 
planting, and the protection from 
drought which belongs to the deep 
planting, will be combined. 
Where economy of land is an object 

spaces may be left between the rows 
sufficient to admit the setting of 
tomato, cauliflower or late cabbages 
between the rows, shortly before the 
peas are ready for picking, so that 
they may follow as a second crop 
after the pea harvest is over. Others 
leave spaces in the rows or cut them 
out afterwards so as to plant fall or 
Winter squashes, the peas being out 
of the way beforo the squash vines 
begin to run over the ground. In 
fact, in very early peas the vines may 
be pulled and removed in season to 
allow the planting or sowing of any 
one of the several crops after the vines 
have been removed. 
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Care of Milch Cows. 

When cows are first turned to grass 
in the spring, if feed is abundant, 
they ought to be allowed in the pas- 
ture but a fow hours each day for 
several days, in a word—the change of 
food should be gradual. Carlessness 
on this really important point has re- 
salted often in serious consequences. 
To the oft repeated question, *“ Shall 

grain be fed to cows in summer ?" 
the general answer is, *“ No, not if the 
animals have an abundance of good 
grass.” The most natural, and at the 
same time healthful, food for milch 
cows in summer is the green grass of 
a good pasture. When shorts and 
brans are obtainable at cheap rates 
and grass begins to fall, these may be 
used to excellent effect in supplement- 
ing the grass. Mingled with hay and 
fed to cows, the wilk gives a larger 
percentage of cream, while the quan- 
tity of milk is also increased. 

It often happens that when cows 
are giving an extra quantity of milk 
they incline to become thin and weak. 
This condition should be prevented by 
the judicious uso of concentrated food. 
The strength and condition of the 
animal must be kept up at all times 
for best results. 
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Farmers who complain that their 
business does not pay are either the 
shiftless ones who expect good crops 
from little labor and poor attention to 
stock, or those who are trying to make 
one occupation support two, or else 
those who are following the same rou- 
tine as thoir fathers and grandfathers 
did before them,
