The News and Gossip of the Com- 
mercial Metropolis. 

( From our own Correspondent.) 

St. JoHN, January 9th, 1888. 
The beginning of 1888 will I believe Bee 

the beginning of a boom in St. Jobn. This 
conclusion is not hasty but the result of a 
long and intimate acquaintance with the 
business people and the affairs of the city, 
For the last year or more any observant per- 
son who moved daily along our public streets 
and took an interest in the present and future 
prospects of the city and people could not 
help noticing that citizens were disheartened 
and despondent. And when the great finan- 
cial blow of some months ago and successive 
heavy failures of large business houses are 
remembered, no one can deny that they had 
good reasons for taking a gloomy view of the 
city’s future. The financial funeral in the 
spring and the gloomy mourning of summer 
were followed in the fall by a cheerful resig- 
nation which I am glad to say has now given 
way to renewed hope and renewed interest in 
every day affairs. Men do not stalk along 
the street wearing that wearied look of per- 
plexity, the numerous owners of corrugated 
brows have disappeared and the blue rain 
prophet’s absence from the street corner may 
be accounted for by his presence in the coal 
hole. Everything appears brighter. The 
men and women of St, John wear a happier 
look, and a pleasant smile is the rule, the 
gloomy scowl the exception. Wholesale 
merchants inform me that their trade is bet- 
ter than it was, and retail dealers declare that 
the people consume more food, fuel and cloth- 
ing every day. Ivery body has a better idea 
of his own and his neighbors prospects and 
progress, aud all the talk I hear convinces me 
that the people think St. John is over the 
crisis ; that she is going ahead and
