dericton Wednesday morning last ‘on their
way to Newcastle were not very numerous.
The train left the Fredericton side of the
bridge at 6.30, but it was the usual starting
time before it left Gibson. It travelled along
at a lively rate through the Nashwaak valley,
past many a pleasant farm. Farmers were
to be seen, busy with their mowers in the
fields, but the hay crop looked light. The
occasional halts were short, as the train ex-
pected to reach Chatham at 12.30, which ex-
pectation was about realized, being only
about five minutes late. The passengers
who had not before travelled this road were
particularly struck by the smoothness of the
road, and were unanimous in yoting it an ex-
cellent line, A young man from the Portage
supplied the party with music and Mr, J.
W. Tabor the refreshments,

Doaktown waa reachad early, This is a
pleasant thriving little village. It is finely
situated in the valley of the S. W, Miramichi,
about 50 miles from Fredericton. A number
of visitors from both ends of the road make
their way here to spend a short time each
season. A well equipped hotel, kept by Mr,
J. Murrav, is one of the attractions of the
place. Blackville is another thriving yil-
lage by the way.

Chatham is reached at last, and oh! hor-
rors, only one coach to convey us to the boat,
This is quickly filled and the rest have to
tramp. Many are glad that they have an
accident policy placed upon their lives, as
they make their way over the rouzh plank
sidewalks with an occasional hole. The
town provided the hungry party with a good
dinner however. which placed them in a bat-
ter state of mind. The town will not com-
pare very favorably with Fredericton with
respect to cleanliness and general neatness,
Its trade appears to be good.

Kerosene
oil was ueed in both buildings to quicken the
flames, but they did not develop. Nobody
has been captured but the police are on the
alert. The firemen gave excellent evidence
Friday morning to cope with a fire.

At Gibson, Wedne:day night, during the
progress of the base ball social, William
White and a man named Webster got into
collision which ended in the latter receiving
some bad gashes in the face, hands and arms.
Webster laid information before the police
magistrate and White was brought up for
examination Saturday, Mr. J. H. Barry ap-
pearing for the prosecution, and Mr. J. A.
Vanwart for the prisoner. Webster, the
wounded man, was the first witness called.
His face was a hard looking sight, being bad-
ly disfigured and swollen by the knife
wounds, His left arm was bandaged from
the wrist to the elbow from wounds also in-
flicted by the knife. Heswore that on Wed-
nesday night last he started to go inside the
bazaar grounds to see & man., Hs met
White who refused him admittance. He
told White that he wanted to see & man,
He said he must see and he began forcing
his way to the entrance, White then struck
him in the mouth with a stice he had in his
hands and knocked him backwards in the
bushes.

EAVY LIFE INSURANCE.

Some New Yorkers who are Carry-
ing Large Risks.

(From the New York Graphic.)

The statement that John Wanamaker, of
Philadelphia, was carrying an insurance of
close upen two millions on his life, has arous-
ed a good deal of curiosity and discussion,
New Yorkers as a general thing are not so
well prepared financially for death in this
respect as the great Philadelphia merchant.
Still there are a good many who will cost the
lifs insurance companies a great deal of money
when they die., New York has but one man
in the $500,000 class—the Hon. Chauncey
M. Depew, Next comes George K. Ander-
son the millionaire tobacconist, with $375,-
000. Russel Sage won’t tell how much he
is insured for. Nobody seems to know
whether Jay Gould carries any life policies
or not. The Vanderbilts are not very well
represented on the books of the insurance
companies, unless the latter are also sworn to
secrecy. Cornelius Vanderbilt owns up to
ricks of $50,000; a mere bagatelle, as if a
man of ordinary wealth was to insare his life
for five cents. Isidor Cohnfivld, the Broad-
way feather dealer, carries $290,000, Cyrus
W, Field, the man of cables and elevated
railroads, and late proprietor of the Mail and
Express, is iveured for $250,000. F. W.
Devoe, head of a great paint concern, is along
with him. Pierre Lorillard, of the great
Jersey City tobacco firm, carries $255.000.
His brother Louis carries at least $100,000.
E. A. Moen, of barbed wire fame, is next in
order, with 225,000. None of the Wall
street leaders are very heavily insured, ac-
cording to the returns available., * Sam"”
Borrowe, Jim Kevene’s former broker and
right-hand man, who is himself an officer of
a great life insurance company, carries only
$76,000. Herbert C. Pell carries about as
wnch as anybody in the street—$212,000—
and W. E Lawton is close behind with
$200,000. H. Victor Newcombe, has poli-
cies amounting to $100,000, Percy R. Pyne
is insured for the same amount. 8. V.
White, is down for only $50,000. Jesse
Selizman, head of the great Jewish foreign
banking house, is also on the $50,000 list.
So is Colonel Joe Rieff. “Joe” Stoul carries
$81,000. Spencer Track is insured for $50,-
000, Lawson Valentine, the great varnish
manufacturer, whose handsome advertising
furniture adorns gratis nearly every office in
New York, carries $100,000. Dewitt C,
Wheeler, one of the Republican city bosses
is well heeled with $110,000. Newspaper
men are pretty well represented, Charles
A. Dana of the Sun, leads off with $120.000,
The Hon. Ben. Wood of the Daily News,
brother of the late lamented Fernando Wood,
is ipsured for $35,000. Horsce White of
the Evening Post carries $50,000. Theodore
N. Vil is insured for $125,000. Bishop
Potter carries $30,000, Henry V. Poor, the
