A very remarkable ball was given at the
Hotel Metropole, London, Friday night. It
was not only remarkable in size and lavish
expenditure, the cost being $40,000, but it
furthermore punctuated strongly the gradusl
rise of finanes in England over the old aris-
tocracy. It was given by Colonel John T.
North, familiarly known as the Nitrate King,
Oolonel North is a Yorkshire boy who went
out to South America soma twenty vears ago
énd saw an opportuvity. To-day he ia the
most talked of man in England. He is
worth from forty to sixty millions of doliars,
and lately has baen using his knowledge of
the stock market to better the fortunes of
certain well-known people. Lord Randolph
Churchill was the first to benefit from Col.
North’s power, and his profits are variously
named in the tens of thousands, IL.ord Ran-
dolph arranged a dinner lately, at which Col.
North met the Prince of Walss, and the re-
sult is that Wales was given 2000 shares in
a lata allotment of new stock, which now
stands at $35, making $350,000 for the heir
apparent. As the Prince has lately been
selling orf the stock at Sandringham on an
economical basis, the money is perhaps timely.

These circumstances and the extent to

acquired the language a determined «ffort
will be made to evargelize Bombay., Thess
“ Salvation” heroes and h-roiges have thrown
up all earthly affairs, and havs devoted them-
gelves heart and soul to their work. Thes
receive no wages, They live upon bread,
curry and rice, tea being their only luxury.
They wear the native dress, and go barefoot,
begging their curry and rice from door to
door, a course of sction, which they contend,
enables them to get at the paopls as in no
other way.
