We have now a Monday
Christmas for the third time within a
dozen years,

Political Crisis in Denmark.

——

O Monday of last week a crisis oc-
curred in the political history of Den-
mark, when a final debate was being
had in Parliament (Rigsdag) on the sup-
ply bill. The telegrams on the subject
represent the speeches as virulent and
abounding in personal recriminations.
The Select Committee to whom the bill
was referred had stricken out or largely
reduced every item demanded by the
Government, and had incorporated per-
sonal insults against several ministers.
The Radicals have a large majority in
the Chamber. The Government journ-
als advise the King to close the session,
which would be the third dissolution
since this agitation commenced, and pro-
vide for state expenses by means of pro-
visional grants under his signature in
council. The Radicals urge resistance
to the collection of taxes, if necessary
by force. The situation is ths most
critical one since 1848 ; indeed it is hard-
ly possible that it could be more ecriti-
cal.
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English News Itoms.

Dr. Begg, in opening a cookery School
at Edinburgh early in the present month
remarked that every young woman be-
fore marrying should be able to exhibit
a diploma that she was a good cook.

The Bristol magistrates have fined a
poultry dealer named Samuel Gay, 42s.
and costs, orin default sentenced him
to two months’ imprisonment, for kiss-
ing a young woman named Elizabeth
Court.

The London Telegraph publishes a
certificate from Messrs. Turquand,
Young, & Co., the eminent accountants,
showing that their circulation for 1876
has averaged 200,317 copies daily, the
largest circulation yet attained to by
that paper,

The fact that the German Government
have declined to take part in the French
International Exhibition of 1878 has not
induced the French Government to
abandon it. The British Government
will immediately issue a Royal Commis-
sion for the British section—H. R. H.
the Prince of Wales being its president.

Mr. Baker, late Colonel 10th Hus-
sars, has had considerable difficulty
with the Turkish authorities, who de-
sired that he should accept the post of
second in command of a cavalry 'regi-
ment under a Pasha, while Mr. Baker
not unnaturally considered himself en-
titled to a full regimental command.
Mr. Baker has returned to London,but
will shortly again proceed to the East.

Some modification i« ta he made in
the existing rules as to international
saluting courtesies. Aftera lengthened
correspondence, which has been con-
ducted between the British and the
majority of foreign Governments, res-
pecting the salutes to be accorded to
national standards and persons of dis-
tinction, a code of instructions will
shortly be issued, the tendency being to
cause a considerable reduction in the
occasions for saluting, and lessening of
the number of guns o be fired.

At a reception of ‘‘ Lady Tichborne
and her children” the other day, Mr.
Whalley, M. P., said he had presented
the House of Commons petitions signed
by 250,000 persons praying, not for the
velease of Sir Roger Tichborne, but for
a fair inquiry. The Lord Chief Justice
had said that the evidence had left a
doubt on his mind, and, since the trial,
procfs of the prisoner’s innocence had
been daily accumulating. Mr. Whalley
added that he would pledge his life and
fortune to the statement that the Tich.
borne family had known all “along that
the Claimant was Sir Roger Tichborne,
and that the judge ‘‘had acted most
foully.”

Schind the Curtain:
DESCRIPTION OF A STAGE.

A stage proves to be a very different
thing from what the popular eye, gazing
from pit or boxes, presumes it to be: A
great arch, a sloping floor, pierced here
and there with trap cellars below, regions
above grooves at each side, in which scehes
glide forward or back, rollers stretching
across, on which are cloths rolled up—
such is the popular ideal. But the stage
of one of the ‘“ grand” houses offers a very
different spectacle. There is neither floor
nor ceiling proper; but above there is a
number of light galleries running round in
tiers, while instead of a floor or stage, pro-
perly so called, there is a vast expanse of
open gratings, or cage work, one below
the other, the bars of which are parallel
with the seats of a pit.

The whole, therefore, is one **clear”
from top to bottom, resembling one of
those great engine houses which have iron
galleries and flying bridges all round. A
large stage looks imposing enough from
boxes, but few, perhaps, are aware that
below it, in a grand opera house, there is
a space of about the same height as the
stage; and above, more than twice that
extent. Thus the space devoted to per-
formance is really no more than a seventh
or eighth part of the unseen regions above
below and around it. The stage and the
floors below (in a large theatre there are
often four) thus appear like a series of
gridirons one beneath the other. This
has been found a feeessary. arrangement,
owing to the-great scenes stretching the
whole widthof the stage that must ascend
or descend and have a clear passage. As
these openings may be required at any
part of the stage, the only mode is to
make the entire stage an open frame, cov-
ered with panels, which can be drawn
away. A ‘‘trap” can thus be opened at
any spot, as one of these panels containing
the trap and its machinery can be inserted.
Few persons are aware of what is thé tra-
ditional and established engine of motion
in all great theatres, or how it is that
in some ambitious transformation scene a
huge iron frame, laden with fifty or sixty
figures, can be raised aloft. The agency
of windlasses and such mechanical powers
would entail a vast expenditure of human
stfngth, which indeed, it would be found
impossible to concentrate at a fixed point.
The motive power behind the scenes is
wonderfully simple and even scientific,
and has been in use without change for
more than a century and a half, It con-
sists in a permanent arrangement of great
balance weights always ready mounted,
and with which the object to be raised
can be readily connected.

A child could raise a ton weight toa
particular height if thecord passing over a
pulley be balanced by another ton weight.
Roof and basement, aloft and below, are
filled with enormous rollers, each furnished
with wheels something like that of a ship’s
rudder. To these are attached a series of
concentric drums, much like the cone-
shaped wheel upon which a watch chain is
wound, for the purpose of allowing cords
to be wound upon them. The balance
weights are hung in grooves next the walls
whilst the cords attached to them run up
to the roof, pass through pulleys, and are
then brought to the drums to which they
are attached.

When some slowly evolving transfor-
mation is in progress, to be crowned by
the ascent of some glorified frame stretch-
ing the whole width of thestage, on which
a number of ladies are bestowed, its ascent
is thus contrived : The weight of the ma-
chine and its burden is roughly found ; it
is then attached to the counter-poises,
the ropes in their course being made
to pass overthe drums of a windlass.
The men who lower it or raise it have,
therefore, only a few pounds’ weight to
deal with, and hence that smooth even
motion always to be seen in stage changes.
In fact the counterpoises being slightly
heavier, raise the machine itself, and have
