Mg. MUrCHIE said he rose to support
the Government and condemn the Opposi-
tion, and while doing so to advance reasons
for the course he took. His judgment in
the matter was based on his observations
since he had become a member of the
House. He had watched both parties, ob-
served the way in which each worked, ap-
proved of the conduct of the public business
by the Government, and must, therefore,
follow his judgment which was in favor of
the Government.
