Tae DoMiNicaNs 1N TRoOUBLE. —Advices
from San Domingo report the arrival of
three Dutch war ships to reclaim a Dutch
Brig which had been seized by the author-
ties of St. Domingo for carrying muni-
tions of war.

Tae EMPEROR OF GERMANY.—The Em-
peror’s distress in connection with the
discovery of widespread dissatisfaction in
the empire, does not give much hope of
his final recovery.

SHIPS AND MuNITIONS OF WAR.—The
question of American citizens furnishing
ships and munitions of war to Russia,
while that country and England are en-
gaged in serious controversy, was consider-
ed at a Cabinet Council, lately, and will
receive further attention next meeting.

Caxapa AT THE Paris ExHiBirioxN, —
The Canadian department at the Paris
Exhibition is said to be crowded from day
to day with visitors, and does much to
impresé them with the vastness of
Canadian territory and resources. It is in
fact, a practical immigration advertise-
ment, and in that light, will probably
repay the cost far better than any im-
migration scheme itself.

THE BANXK oF MONTREAL.—The annual
meeting of the Bank of Montreal was held
on the 3rd inst. The statement shewed
the profits for the year ending April 30th.,
1878, were $1,430,903, out of which a
dividend at the rate of 12 per cent. was
paid. The decrease in loans last year
was about $3,000,000 yet the net profits
were $242,000 in excess of those of the
previous year.

THE GERMAN LIBERALS AND THE Soc1A-
LISTS. —A despatch dated June 6th, states
that the National Zeitung, organ of the
Liberals, publishes a communication from
the Deputies who recently voted against
the anti-socialist law, explaining that they
did so because Hoedel’s attempt on the
Emperor’s life was an isolated act of a
miserable creature. Dr. Nobeling’s sys-
tematic arrangements, and his net-work
of communication, however, they say,
justify extraordinary measures to save
and heal the State.

Tre MicrorHONE. —The latestdiscovery
is the Microphone, an instrument for
magnifying sound recently introduced to
the notice of the Royal Society, London,

by Professor Hughes. It consists of a stick

of charcoal infiltrated with Mercury.—
This is inserted in a galvanic circuit and
exhibits amazing sensitiveness to even the
most delicate sounds, such as the stroking
of a Camel hair brush or the footsteps of a
fly. The discovery promises to have
numerous applications and will probably
prove a great boon to deaf people, who will
thus be enabled to hear a great deal more
than others not 3o afflicted.

OPENING OF THE QUEBEC LEGISLATURE. —
On the 5th inst at 3 o’clock, the Lieut.
Gov. of Quebec opened the first session of
the fourth Parliament in the Chamber of
the Legislative Council, at Quebec. His
Excellency’s speech chiefly dwelt on the
necessity of economy, in order that the
railways commenced might be tinished as
soon as possible. He said a bill would be
submitted transferring to the Commission-
ers of Public Works all the powers now
vested in the Railway Commissioners,
and also another bill for effecting a
change in the Legislature as regarded the
Legislative Counecil.

THE GOVERNOR GENERAL'S FAREWELL.
—On the afternoon of Thursday last,
Lord and Lady Dufferin bid farewell to
the citizens at Ottawa. At the City Hall,
which was superbly decorated for the oc-
casion, Mayor Bangs received their
Excellencies at the head of the Couneil,
and read an address, to which Lord Duf-
ferin replied. Several thousands of peo-
ple were present, and those presented,
shook hands with His Excellency. Un-
bounded enthusiasm greeted them on
their arrival and departure. The Premier
and members of the Ministry took leave
of their Excellencies at Rideau Hall
earlier.

ProFrrs oF MANUFACTURING IN THE
Usrtrep Srtares.—The Montreal Star
says :—‘ We have before us the blank
sheets of forty-eight ot the largest manu-
facturing corporations in New England,
which show that only seven out of the
number had paid dividends last year of
ten per cent. and upwards, while the
average rates of dividend of the whole
of the concerns was only 4% per cent. on a
total capital of sixty millions of dollars.
This cannot fairly be considered an exces-
sive rate of profit, not even when the
general depression and depreciation is con-
sidered.” And yet they have *‘ protec-
tion” in the New England States.

TerrIBLE COLLIERY EXPLOSION. —A de-
spatch dated London, June 7th says a
terrible colliery explosion has occured in
Evanswood pit colliery, six miles south of
Wigan. The first explorer descended the
shaft five minutes after the explosion and
others followed. Ten men were rescued
alive and sent to the surface when one
died almost immediately and the others
suffered much. Eight other men were alive
having taken refuge in a working of the

there were about 250 men in the pit.

A. T. Srewarr’s WoMeN's HoreL.—
The women of New York are angry at the
way in which A. T. Stewart’s Hotel, for
women is being managed by Judge Hilton,
so as virtually to exclude women from it
altogether. They bave had a meeting ;
a victim of the charity delivered an ad-
dress, and a series of resolutions was pass-
ed in which Judge Hilton is designated
as ‘‘ the most conspicuous fraud in the
history of American Charity.” Worse
than this a pledge has been very extensive-
ly signed by the women of New York
binding its signers not to buy dry goods
at ‘‘ Stewarts’s” for five years. This
is something that the thick-skinned Hil-
ton will feel more than resolutions passed
at indignation meetings.
