Dr. Tuck, addressing the Court, said 
"he appeared here as assisting the Coroner, 

who would take the law from him. He 

(Dr. Tuck) wouid take the responsibility 
calling what witnesses he thought 

proper. Having now nearly exhausted 

the call, he wished the defence to bring 
up any witnesses they had as soon as 

)esible. 
Mr. Gilbert agreed that Dr. Tuck was 

the law adviser of the Coroner, but con- 

tended that the Osbornes should be called. 
It was not fair to put the Osbornes to the 
expense of calling witnesses. They have 
no way to defend themselves, and the 

"Coroner should issue warrants for witness- 

es at the expense of the County. 
Dr. Tuck was not prepared to advise 

the Coroner that the County should be 

put to the expense of summoning witness- 
es for the defence. The prisoners were 

not on trial for their lives, and the Crown 

had summoned all the witnesses they 
thought could throw light on the inquiry.

do so. 
The counsel for defence here announced 

they had no more witnesses present and 
ron the court to adjourn over till Mon- 
aay. 

It was then suggested by Dr. Tuck that 
the prisoners’ counsel make affidavit that 
their witnesses refuse to come on summons 
when the court would issue warrants for 
their arrest. Adjourned at 3.30 till Mon. 
day morning.
