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to the farmers of Ontario, and I maintain
that the farmers of Ontario are of such a
quality that if this question were fairly
presented to them, and they did find that
the people of the Maritime Provinces who
have to import their bread pay more for
it, they would believe, and act on that
belief, that the trne national spirit re-
quires them to confirm no such taxation ;
that the spirit which divides Provinces
instead of uniting them, which creates the
feelinz in the Maritime Provinces that the
farmer of Ontario is raising the price of
wheat and flour to them, and putting the
money for it into his pocket, is not the
sprrit out of which you can make a nation;
that the cause of discord and dissatisfac-
tion should be removed, and that you
should be left to the operation of principles
of trade and commerce, so that the people
of those Provinces might be enabled to
buy their food where they can get it cheap-
est,  Dat for the paltry excuse of saying
ihat this is putting more money into our
pockets, we are ereating that spirit which
1au-t Le fatal if it grows to the national
feeling and brotherhood.
TXE QUESTION OF COMPENSATION.

Bat it is said, ‘- Oh. no, that is not so,
lecause you give them a compensation’
if you charge them more for your flour
You pay more tor your coal.” Now, look
st the difficulties you are at once launched
juto when you take such a position as
1hat. New Brunswick and Priuce Edward
~sland are not coal-producing Provinces at
uil.  This argument ot coal compensation,
:f it applies to any, applies to Nova Scotia
only, and leaves the others utterly un-
compensated. And what is the case with
-vova Scotia? There is not more coal
voming up than there was before the duty
vas imposed. You are, like sensible men,
buying coal where you can get it cheapest,
and notwithstanding the duty, you can
et it cheapest in the States, and so you
: re paying a large tax on your coal with-
out encouraging the Nova Scotia coal
DBut they say, *‘ That is no harm, a revenue
has to be obtained, and it may as well be
raised on coal as on anything else.”

Raised by a duty on one of the first
necessaries of life! Raised by a tax on
that which lights your bhearth fires!
Raised by a tax on that which feeds your
engines and your locomotives, aud the
motive power which keeps all your iu-
dustries in motion! Raised by a tax on
the people of this Province of Ontario,
where the rcckless destruction of our
forests threatens to make us dependent on
coal altogether? Raised, I say, upon that
which is of vital consequence now, and
must be of still more vital conscquence in
time to come. Bat supposing the tax on
coal had the effect of sending it into
Ontario, who would that trade benetit?
Why, a few mine-owners, who reside
principally in England, or”in other foreign
parts, would get a higher price for their
coal out of your pockets. I don’t know
how far that would permanently im-
prove their position. It would depend
very largely upon the questions how many
mines are capable of being opened, how
many would go into the trade, and how
zoon the prices would come down to a nor-
mal condition ? But supposing the profits
did continue good, I say the few mine-
owners who would obtain these protits and
the few hands who would be taken from
other labour and employed in this,are the
sole persons interested in this question,
while the prosperity of the Province of
Nova Scotia, or the masses of its people
would not be improved by this coal trade.
The practical effect of the coal tax is that
the people of Ontario are contributing a
tax on one of the prime necessaries of life
and one of the most important raw materi-

als.
AN ADDITIONAL TAX.

The tax has done no good, and the fact is
recognized, because we are told that we are
going to have the blessing of an additional
fifty cents a ton on coal. (Loud applause
and laughter.) We believe it is one effect
of the tariff, and it will be the carrying out
of a promise made to the people of Cape
Breton, that if the Government candidate
were elected the duty would be added.
This is done that you may be compelled to
use Nova Scotia coal instead of bringing it
from the United States. Some of our peo-
ple bless the National Policy for the cheap-
ness of coal which has marked this season
—(laughter) —but we all know that this is
an absurd claim. The cause of it simply
is that keen competition among the mine-
owners which has brought the price in the
United States lower than it has ever been
known before, and we in Canada have reap-
ed the benefit of it. Had it not been for

the tariff the cost of coal would have beenJ

about sixty cents a ton lower, fifty cents
being the duty per ton and the cost of en-
forcing the tariff making up about the dif-

ference. (Cheers).
