Fourth Annual Meeting of the Nor- 
thumberland County Teachers’ 

Institute. 

(Continned from first page.) 
History a great success, as it was full of 
imaginative eloquence and felicities of ex- 
pression, and so comprehensive in its grasp 
that it was sometimes followed even with 
difficulty by mature readers, and was quite 
beyond the capacity of children. This 
very fullness of material was an embarrass- 
ment, as the subject had to be worked out 
on several lines, which made the task of 
retaining it greater, though these lines all 
converged to Confederation ; but it was 
absurd to expect children to absorb all this, 
The book with all its comprehensiveness, 
eloquence and Lantinized diction, was about 
as unfitted tor children as Gibbons’ master- 
piece itself, and without deprecating the 
book, they could only complain of its 
unsuitability as a text book. If this book 
was used and time would allow, its con- 

tents should be imparted in a great mea- 
sure orally, slowly and with much reitera- 

tion. But a chain of events might he 

taken, as in Mr. Creed’'s useful digest in 

the Educational Circular, when the related 

facts might be grouped around this, and 
given to the pupils in a simple, direct and 
picturesque manner, but this was a labo- 

rious work almost beyond the teacher's 

energy or time ; the tendency now was to 

ask for too much oral work. They must 

which the children could extract the know.

based on the text-book. It was natural 
there should, at first, be some errors in so 

comprebensive a thing as a course of in- 

struction, which could only be perfected by 

degrees, and he trusted they would soon 
be provided with a suitable text-book by 

the able author of the present one, and 
that Canadian History would henceforth 

become an intensely interesting subject, 

the source of a loyal love for eur country 

and a patriotic zeal for her welfare.

The paper was generally approved 

of, and the enumerated defects of Archer's 

History as a text-book, fully concurred in, 

and enlarged upon. 

GEOGRAPHY. 

Miss Kate Lcggie, Tabusintae, read a 

paper on “Geography and first les- 

sons in Map drawing.” After defining 
the science as dealing with the physi- 
cal features, and conditions of the earth’s 

surface, she said that in describing 

these features it was necessary to note 

their position, and next to symbolize them 
by means of maps. The natural divisions 
of the subject were position, physical 
aspect and representation. The children 
must be led naturally from the examination 

of home scenes to those more remote, but 

in speaking of any physical feature, the 

first thing was position, which would in- 
volve a knowledge of the points of the 

compass. Miss Loggie having shewn how 

she would develope this idea of position in 
the pupils by means of the sun, said the 

next step would be map drawing on their 

slat®, which might commence with a map 

of the school room on a given scale, the 

pupils making measurements for them- 
selves, and drawing it on the floor, making 

the class observe that it could not be drawn 

the full size.

Mr. Sivewright had listened with much 
attention to Mr. McIntosh, but it was di- 

ficult to agree upon what was good order, 
| fectly acquainted with the ideas to be 
conveyed, aud the pupils to study the 

| sense of the passage. A few general re- 
| marks by the teacher, and also occasional 
| criticisms on the opinions of the pupils, 
would greatly tend to make the latter 
think about what they were reading, 
Next in importance was emphasis, in which 
was included any means by which the 
attention of the reader was drawn to the 
more important facts. This might be done 
by varying the force of pronunciation, or 
the speed of utterance, the end being to 
interpret the meaning of the passage read, 
and this was the end of all good reading, 
and was the soul of correct expression. If 
the sense and emphasis were attended to, 
the minor inflections and the accents would 
take care of themselves. Intricate rules 
respecting inflection and modulation only 
tended to confuse without ample study 
and practice, aud their teaching only dis- 
couraged children. [Mr. McCully here 
gave some illustrations of the variety of 
meanings which might be given by empha- 
sizing the different words in the sentence, 
‘*Saddle me the ass and they saddled 
him.” All words or phrases on which the 
seuse seems to hang should be emphasized, 
also, all words introducing essential facts, 
and all words conveying a new idea; re- 
petitions of an idea, and all sequences are 
unemphatic. After giving some further 
illustrations, Mr. McCully said that though 
repetitions were generally unemphatic, yet 
sometimes in cases of climax the force of 
expression was increased thereby, as 
** Again, again, again, and the havoc did 
uot slack.” Sometimes a transfer of ewmn- 
phasis was used in the case of repetitions 
to break the monotony asin “Half a league, 
half a league, half a league onward.” Su- 
perior quotations should be read slower ) 
and inferior ones faster than the normal 
rate ; words in parentheses when emotional 
or doctrinal should be read slower. Paren- 
theses were, however, often merely expla- 
natory clauses, which might be omitted 
without destroymng the sense. He had 
found it a good plan with a class in going 
over a reading lesson, to let the pupils 
underline what they considered as the 
words conveying the sense, and then to 
drill them in the proper emphasis. 

Miss Parker, Newcastle, thought the 
paper was somewhat contradictory, as in 
the first part the use of rules was depreca- 
ted. and in the latter part a number of 

rules were given. 

Mr. McCully said he had tried to give 

principles, and then added some rules for 

guidance, he did not believe in rules, how- 
ever, without-understanding principles. 

Mr. William Sivewright read a short 

paper on the ‘“ Art of reading and speak- 
ing gracefully” in which he ingeniously ar- 
gued that defective reading was not natu- 

ral, for we spoke best always when we 

were in earnest. Very important matters 
were distinct articulation, and the right 

pitch and management of the voice. The 
( great aim was to get the pupils to read 

naturally, and he thought that the news- 
papers of the day might be brought to 

school, and read as a variation from the 

regular class book, and that if children 

could read a newspaper paragraph well, it 

would please their parents, as they would 

see, they could read other things besides 

the text book. 

Mr. Roberts differed from Mr. Sive- 

on newspaper reading, as he 
thought, reading a number of disconnect 
ed items weakened the memory. 

Mr. Sivewright thought that children 
who read newspapers had a quicker per- 

ception, and he did not coincide with the 

opinion that they injured the memory. 

Mr. Huestis, said it was an open question 

as to what kind of papers should be used, 
as some were deleterious. He approved 
of Mr. McCulley’s paper, but thought 

distinct articulation important. He had 

also found considerable difficulty in teach- 
ing the right pronunciation of the vowel 
U as it had varied at different times, 

Miss O. Parker thought there was some- 
thing in reading newspapers in schools, but 

she said a dramatic style was to be avoid- 
might next be indicated by lines, and a 

representation®f the room thus completed. 

The blackboard could then be used for a | 

similar purpose, and lastly the pupils | 
might use their slates, and afterwards | 

other maps of larger areas might follow. 

After this, the idea of a bird.eye view of a | 
portion of country might be introduced. 
A map of the province might next be taken, | 

after which the various parts of the world 

might be considered, in which a globe 
would be found useful. The division of 

land into continents, and water into oceans, 

etc., would follow, and then the general 

features of different countries. The study 
of the Geography of the Dominion of 
Canada would finally prepare the pupils for 
the text-book. The definitions could be 

acquired as needed, and the ideas of lati- 
tude and longitude could be inculeated by 
means of lines drawn on a ball. Previous 

to a lesson in the text-book, the pupils 
might be shewn a map of the country they 
were about to study, and thus master its 

general features. They might then draw 
each day a map of that part of the country 
they were engaged with, and lastly a clean 

full map when the subject was reviewed, 

Narratives from books of travels and 
historical facts by the teacher should also 

supplement the text book. 

In the discussion which followed, Miss 

Loggie’s method met with much commen- 

dation and approval as a thoroughly prac- 
sical one for those who had young children 

to teach. A defect in the text-book was 

also noted in which Staffa was described 

as a small island west of Bute, whereas, 

it was west of Mull. 

Miss Olivia Parker (Newcastle)by means 

of a class of small children gave illustra- 
tions in connection with ** Reading, Wall 
Cards, Evolviag®oands, and Word-build- 

ing.” She began a preliminary conversa- 
tion with the object of getting her class to 

repeat *‘ the cat has four paws,” which 

was then written on the black-board and 
repeated several times by the class. She 
then selected the word “‘ cat” and took its 

elementary sounds to illustrate the pho- 
netic method of word building. For ex- 

ample taking the letters a t and prefixing 

up new words, such as rat, mat, etc. 

The children, who were froma Miss Alex- 

ander’s Department, then read in a man- 

the sounds of different consonants, she built | 

led. 

Mr. Duke agreed with Mr. Huestis in 

regard to the difficulty of teaching the 

sound of the vowel U. He had found it 
very difficult to break bad habitsin read- 

ing generally. If the teacher wad a good 

reader, he should set aside a portion of time 

to read to the children. He had found 

it advisable to divide a class into two parts 

' and to give the pupils long pieces to read. 

No rules could be stated, as the matter 

must be modified by circumstances, but 

each child must receive attention, as gen- 

eral remarks would not answer. 
The Vice-President thought that it was 

rather difficult to select text books for 

children, but if newspapers were introdu- | 
ced into schools, who was to select the 

reading matter? He thought that this 
point should be guarded if possible. 

GOOD ORDER IN SCHOOLS, 

Mr. D. McIntosh read a paper on good 
order in schools, and how to secure it.” 

He said many teachers attended these In- 

stitutes and never contributed anything 

to them, but he had contributed to all. 

The subject he proposed to discuss was 

one in which teachers were much interest _ 

ed, although it received very little atten. 

tion, but unless order was preserved in 

schools, no work could be done. In cities, 

towns and counties, communities were 

governed by certain rules and laws, and 
some kind of government must exist in 

schools. What constituted good order ?— 
A school might be apparently free from 

noise and other indications of disorder, 

and yet not an orderly school in the real 
sense of the word. England took for her 

guide the word of God, and no individual 

man could govern others who had not 
learned to govern himself, and to do so 

he must be a christian man. True, some 

men who were irreligious managed to 
control others, but the irreligious man re- 

pelled while the christian drew others 

towards him. The teacher must be a 

christian. He spoke of the concilliatory 
manner in which the Quakers under Penn 

had treated the Indians, and the excellent 

result which followed, as contrasted with 

those where harsh measures had been used. 

So a child if treated harshly would shrink 

away, but if the teacher gained his affec- 

tions the result would be the contrary.

TEACHERS AND TEXT BOOKS. 
Mr. F. A. McCully B. A., “said they | 

were all aware of the resolution which had 

been passed at Fredericton some time age, 
relative to teachers having a voice in the 
selection of text-books, by sending dele- 

gates to consult with the Board of Educa- 

tion. Dr. Rand at tirst thought that reso- 

lution was a breach of etiquette, but it 

was fought for and finally passed by the 
Educational Institute. He would there- 
fore move : — 

Whereas it is deemed expedient in the 
opinion of Northumberlaud County 
Teachers’ Institute, that teachers who are 
conversant with the requirements of text- 
hooks, should have a voice in the selection 
of text-books, therefore, resolved that the 
Northumberland County T'eacher’s Insti- 
tute endorses the resolution passed by the 
Educational Institute, 1880, suggesting 
that the Board of Education take into con 
sideration, a plan of selecting a certain 
number of practical teachers who should 
consult with the board concerning the 
adoption of text-books. 

In moving the resolution, Mr. McCully 

} 
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said he thought there were no persons so 

capable of judging in this matter as teach 

ers, and it was, therefore, deserving of | 

their earnest consideration. 

Mr. Roberts seconded the resolution, as 

it was a very important matter. He had | 
an impression that some teachers thought, | 
that the course they had adopted inclined 
to rebellion, but this was not the case. 

The matter was first brought up in the 

Westmoreland Co. Institute, when Dr. 

Rand wrote condemning it, as improper. 
Some of the members of the Westmoreland 

Institute were afterwards present at the 

Educational Iustitute at Fredericton, when 

Dr. Rand permitted the consideration of 

the subject and Mr. Creed who is closely 
connected with Dr. Rand, officially, spoke 
in favour of appointing teachers to consult 

with the Board. The point made against 

it was, that it had been tried in Ontario 

and failed as the teachers could not agree 

among themselves. In this province * 
was proposed that a body of teachers should 
be chosen, whose, suggestions would be 

considered by the Board of Education. 

Mr. Huestis said Mr. Roberts had 

seconded the resolution barring the pre- 
liminary remarks, but he would second 

both. He was a member of the Westmor 

land Co. Institute on the occasion referred 

to, and he felt trampled on, as it was 

rather a shame that they as teachers were 

not allowed to give an opinion on anything. 

He thought that those who worked in finer 

material than marble, ought to have some 

voice as to the tools they worked with. 

In Ontario they had the public schools and 

separate schools, but bere they were on 
one common basis, and they had a right to 

say they did not want any great Mogul to | 

coerce them. (Laughter.) 

Mr. Roberts said that in his former re- 

marks, he had merely endeavored to re- 

move a false impression, as Di. Rand him- 

self had discussed the matter with them at 

Fredericton, and after the first two sessions 

was far more agreeably disposed towards 

it. 
Mr. Huestis said he had no wish to 

rebel, but Mr. Roberts said that Dr. Rand 

“allowed them to discuss.” 

Mr. Mc('ully said the Provincial Insti- 

tute might discuss the matter, but not the 
County, the object of their resolution was 

merely to endorse one which had already 

been passed. 

Mr. D. McIntosh said Dr. Rand had 

tried to stifle the matter at Fredericton, 

and failed ; he thought it their duty to 
look out for themselves and the interest of 
their pupils. 

Miss Parker thought that teachers 
should be consulted also when changes 

were made in text-becks; she referred to 
the additions to the First Royal Reader. 
The Vice President pointed ont that in 

the amended curriculum, the work had 

been very largely changed, and in many 
instances reduced. This was the result 
of the Board being bound to consult its 
own interest. Of this he gave several ex- 
amples. For himself he wanted to reason 
before he rebelled. The Board must listen 
to suggestions in the interest of the cause 
which they protect. 

Mr. Moir said that Dr. Rand, had once 
stated that ‘‘the teacher was the text- 
book.” They would have to keep the 
curriculum in hand and work it out. 

Mr. Roberts said the idea was that 
delegates from each County Institute 
should act with the Board of Education. 
The resolution was passed. 

FEES. 
Mr. McCully said in the matter of mem- 

bers fees, that 25 cents would be sufficient 

in future, as they had $25 on hand, and 

they had bought a chemical apparatus 

that should have been presented to the 
Iustitute in accordance with a letter he 

had received from Mr. Oakes, and it 

would henceforth be in charge of Mr.

NOTICE TO 

JUSTICES OF THE PEACE. 
Extract from Loca! Swmmary Convictions Aet, Chap. 

62 of Consolidatde Statutes of New Brunswick: 

Sec. 41—Every Justice of the Peace, shall make 
to the County Council, of the County of which he 
isa Justice, an annual return in writing, under 
his hand and solemn declaration; stating whether 
or not any convictions have been by or before him 
during the twelve months previous, and if any, 
the name or names of the prosecutor or prosecu- 
tors; and the name or names of the defendant or 
defendants, the nature of the charge, date of con- 
viction, amsunt of fine or penalty imposed and re- 
ceived, and the date of receiving and the nanner of 
disposing of the same, together with such ex- 
planatory notes as may be necessary. 

Sec. 42--Every such annual return shall be filed 
in the office of the County Secretary, on or before 
the jirst day of the first semi-annual meeting 
in each year; and ‘such returns shall be 
made up to the Tuesday next preceding such 
meeting, and the same shall be submitted by the 
County Treasurer to the Council. 

Sec. 43--It shall be the duty of the County 
Secretary to have blank forms of the returns re- quired by the Chapters printed at the expense of | 
the Coyyeil, an1 supply the same, gratis, to any 
Justice, on application therefor. : 

Sec. 44—Any Justice of the Peace neglecting or 
refusing to make any such return, shall be subject 
to a penalty of not less than five dollars, nor ex- 
ceeding twenty dollars, for each act of neglect or 
refusal, (and the ommission to make a return of 
such conviction, shall for the purposes of this 
Chapter, coustitute a separate act of neglect or 
refusal) to be recorded before any Justice of the 
Peace for the County in which the penalty may 
have been on record in the name of the County 
Treasurer .
