It is a sore, called 

a ‘“‘ date mark,” because after it has 

hgaled,it leaves an indelible mark about 

the size and shape of a date. It 
generally makes its appearance upon the 

face, lasts a year, and then disappears. 
The cheek of nearly every man and 

woman in Bagdad shows the inevitable 

mark. Sometimes it settles upon the 

nose, and then the disfigurement is 

great ; sometimes on the eyelid, when 

blindness results. Strangers are attack- 

ed even after a brief residence ; but for- 

tunately, if they are adults, the sore is 

more apt to appear on the arm. In 
every case the attack runs its course for 

one year, and no treatment accelerates 

or retards it. Dr. Thom has examined 

the ulcer microscopically, and finds it 

to be composed of a fungoid growth.

The 
general prevalence of false notions of 
sanity he attributes to the fact that the 
greater mass of humanity is also insane, 
and quite unable to distinguish between 
good and evil. 

In 1881 the American Association for 
the advancement of science will meet 
at Cincinnati, and at Montreal in 1882. 
At the exhibition of fishing appliances 

which recently took place in Berlin, an 
electrical fishing apparatus attracted 
considerable attention. This consisted 
of a kind of small boat, worked by a 
screw, and capable of being directed to 
any required point in the water. On 
arriving at this point the boat anchors 
itself, and at the same moment a hook 
and line are projected. The boat con- 
tains a battery and an electro-magnetic 
apparatus which is set in action by the 
losing of the circuit, this being effected 
by the slightest pressure upon the hook 
produced by the fish in the act of tak- 
ing the bait. The circuit being thus 
closed, the fish is instantly hauled into 
the boat, a bell being rung at the same 
moment to signify that a capture has 
been made. The boat is then drawn to 
shore by means of a cord connecting it 
with the bank. 

After considerable investigation, Dr. 
Frankland concludes that the persist- 
ence of fogs in large cities is due to the 
fact that the minute particles of vapor 
become covered with an oily ccating 
from the smoke of the towns, evapora- 
tion of the fogs being thus greatly re- 
tarded. This is considered a satisfac- 
tory explanation of the nature of * dry 
fogs,” so often observed.
