The Provincial Parliamentary 
Building.

The News publishes the following in re- 
ference to the new Legislative Building at 
Fredericton, for which Wm. A. Lawlor, 
Esq., of Chatham, is the contractor. 
“Work is being pushed forward on the 

Provincial Building with alacrity. The 
building when finished, for design and 
general arrangement will scarce have an 
equal in the Province. In prospective, a 
brief sketch of the building may not be 
uninteresting. 
“The structure occupies nearly the 

same site as the old building, but covers 
considerably more ground and is much 
higher. Themeasurement across the front 
is 140 feet, and the depth of the building, 

including the portico in front, is 162 feet. 
The height from ground to main stone 

cornice is 48 feet, to the mansard roof 64 4 
feet, to top of central projection 75 feet, 

and to the top of the finule of dome 144 
feet. Beside the central, there are two 

corner projections, which extend some 4 
feet each out from the main wall. The 
height of the corner tower cornices, which 
are also of stone, is 68 feet, 83 feet to the 
roof. The portico in the centre, over the 
main entrance, is very pretty and im- 
posing in design, having a total width of 
21 feet, and standing out from the build- 
ing a distance of 11 feet. The columns, 
four in number, are of polished granite, 
1 foot 8 inches in diameter, standing on 
grey granite plinths, surmounted by stone 
urns, which add much to the effectiveness 
or the design. The grey granite steps 
from the ground, on three sides, are seven 
in number. Overhead is the iron cresting

Promoting Temperance in a Prac- 
tical Way. 

The New York Herald of 2nd inst. gives 
| the following report of the opening of a 
free ice water fountain in New York. : — 

Fi: 8% Free ice water by the Business Men’s 
| Society for the encouragement of moderas 
tion ” is the inscriptions placed over an ice 
water fountain that was publicly unveiled, 
yesterday, in the presence of several hun- 
dreds of persons of almost every condition 
of life. From this time henceforth ice 
water may be found flowing in abundance 
and given freely to all who desire so cold 
a drink at the first outer alcove, beyond 

the main entrance on the Park Row side of 

the General Post Office. The fountain has 
an attractive and neat appearance, is made 
of white pine wood, lined with galvanized 
iron, and has four silver-plated faucets, a 
copper-lined drop trough, a capacity of 
eight barrels, is 3 feet wide, 5 feet long an 
2 feet 8 inches high, and cost the donor 
Mr. F. B. Thurber, about $450. An at- 
tendant, and a special policeman will al- 
ways be in attendance, the one to ‘“ hand 
the drinks” and the other to take care of 
“the drunk and disorderly.” Arrange. 
ments were made yesterday for the public 
opening, which was announced to take 
place at five o'clock in the afternoon. A 
temporary platform was erected om the 
side of the fountain for the speakers, and 
the several orators were about to make 
their way to it when the clouds burst forth 
in a downpour of rain, and the gentlemen 
ran to the interior of the Post Office for 
shelter. As the storm threatened to be of 
long continuance it was decided that the 
ceremonies should proceed in the Post 
Office lobby. The platform was brought 
within the enclosed space, and on it im- 
mediately stepped Mr. F. P. Earle, the 
president of the society, who explained to 
the large crowd of persons, who Ly this 
time had blocked every doorway in the 
neighborhood, and had thronged the corri- 
dors immediately adjoining, the object for 
which the assembly had gathered. He 
said that the introduction of a pablic free 
ice water fountain was a novelty in the 
city, and he believed that it was the first 
that had been established in the United 
States. He then called upon Mr. Had- 
ley, the secretary of the Business Men’s 
Moderation Society, to speak. This gen- 
tleman stated that the object in placing 
the fountain in that neighborhood was to 
give to those who desired to obtain a glass 
of pure ice water an opportunity for get. 
ting what they wanted without price, and 
without any of the temptations that they 
would be subjected to if they were com- 
pelled to enter a saloon and ask for it. 

Mr. Charles McK. Leoser, the president 
of the Wine and Spirit Trade Society of 
America, next ascended the platform and 
was greeted with considerable applause
