Coun. Lawlor was satisfied that the 
Secretary hal earned the money, but he 

thought it was wrong if such a charge had 

been smuggled through the accounts here- 

tofore, as stated by Coun. Brown. He 

was willing that Newcastle should pay 

the money if it so desired, though, in 
Chatham, no charge for similar services 

had ever been made. 

Coun. Brown referred to the large 
amount of correspondence in reference to 

the purchase of the Steam Fire Engine and 
argued that his motion should be passed. 

Coun. Betts inquired if the Secy. wrote 
all the newspaper correspondence on the 
subject of the Steam Fire Engine. 

Coun. Jas. Brown's motion orderin 
that the charge be allowed in the F ire- 
wards’ accounts was adopted. 

A motion to adjourn was lost on 
casting vote of the Warden. 

Coun. Betts moved that whereas Con- 
stables perform their duties in a very un- 
satisfactory manner, an application be
