So 

ready is the camera to detect ink marks 

that a carte-de-visite enclosed in a letter 
may to the eye appear withont blemish, 

while a copy of it in the camera will pro- 

bably exhibit traces of writing across 

the face, where it has merely been in 

contact with the written page. 

Prof. Marsh recently read a paper 

treating the dimensions of the brain and 

spinal cord in some extinct reptiles. 

He considered that the cerebral part of 
the brzin in living mammals showed a 

decided increase as compared with the 

size of the extinct species. The early 

mammals had smooth brains, and in the 

later ones convolutions appeared. The 

brains of birds and reptiles followed the 

same law. A large specimen of an 

extinct animal from the Rocky Moun- 

tains, which measured thirty feet in 

length, had a brain cavity not much 
larger than that of a dog. There was, 

however, a large posterior cavity toward 

the spine. This suggests the idea that 

it is not the brain alone, but the whole 

nervous system, which may be the seat 

of mind.
