THE ““ STATION FARM,” Chatham, is one
of the best and most productive in the
County,and in many respects it is the best.
Up to the present time about 100 acres
have been brought under cultivation.
Forty-five of these are in one field of
clover, estimated at about 130 tons.
There are also about ten acres of clover in
another field, some ten acres oats, ten
acres of tares for green feed. besides pota-
toes and other root crops. There
are six young horses of good breeds, in-
ciuding Rysdiks, three milch cows and
half a dozen heifers, fowls, swine and
other stock. The barns, stables, waggon-
houses and other buildings are all first
class in material and design and the whole
place presents a very neat and thrifty ap-
pearance—quite different from what it
was three or four years ago. Mr. James
Anderson is 10 charge of the farm and ap-
pears to be doing excellent work.

Aquatic.

The proposed boat race to which we
alluded last week, came off at Newecastle
on Saturday evening between seven and
eight o’clock. It was expected that five
boats would participate in the contest,
but one of them was not to the fore at
the appointed time. The weather and
condition of the water were all that
could be desired, and the interest of the
people of Chatham and Newcastle,
Douglastown and Nelson, was manifested
by their presence in large numbers on the
wharves as well as on the steamers and
small craft, which gave quite a holiday ap.
pearance to the river. The course was
one of a little more than a mile and a
quarter, viz., from the lower line of the
Railway wharf to bueys off the lower
line of the lime kiln wharf, and back to
the upper line of the Public (R. R. Call’s)
wharf. The entries, as at first recorded,
and for which places were drawn, were as
follows :—

The building was erected by
Messrs. R. Mackenzie, R. P. B. Joyee, R.
R. Call, W. A. Park and J. W, Davidson,
who allow their friends to share in its
occupancy at a moderate charge. No
boating club has yet béen formed, but it is
probable that such organizations will soon
be established in both Newcastle and
Chatham. The Miramichi has no equal
on the continent as a boating river, as
there is generally a nice sailing breeze
during the day, calm and smooth water
every evening and a breeze again dur-
ing the night all through the sum-
mer season. The only wonder is
that there are not twenty pleasure and
exercise boats—both rowing and sailing
—for every one to be found onit. A
good beginning appears to have been mades
however, and it should be encouraged. —
There is talk of having a regatta some
time during the season, and there is every
enconragement for such an event. Sail-
ing, rowing, canoe, tub and other races
could be had in sufficient number to
afford an excellent day’s enjoyment, and
we commend the subject to the continued
attention of our friends who are leading
in aquatic matters.

Mr. Robert Brown, of Lower Newcastle,
informs us that last Saturday’s race was
not the first event of the kind on the
river, as he remembers two which took
place about forty years ago. The course
in one of them was from Beaubear’s
Island to a boat moored off the point on
which Ritchiz’s upper (the Park) mill
stands. Messrs. Brown and Tait, then
working in Joseph Russell’'s Shipyard,
were interested in this race, which was to
decide a bet between two boats’ crews.

Public Examination of the High
School.

The public examination of the High
School, which in the absence of Mr. C. D
G. Roberts, at Fredericton, has been for
some time in charge of Mr. Stratton, took
place on Friday morning Jast, in the High
School building The Trustee present
was G. A. Blair, Fsq., and among the
visitors were Messrs. Jas. Pierce, William
Kerr, and James McIntosh, with a num-
ber of ladies.

A number of maps were shown by the
pupils of various degrees of excellence,
while there were some that were far be.
yond the general average in execution and
accuracy. Thedrawing books also shewed
careful progress.

The school having been opened with the
usual exercises—

The Geography class was called for ex-
amination in the Geography of South
America, a map of South America being
drawn on the Black Board from memory
by Miss Ethel Benson. The class did
very fairly,

The 2u0d Reading Class read from the
5th Reader, The “* Siege of Torquilstone”
from Ivanhoe * The Sky Lark’ and the
“Siege of Quebec.” The class read well.

The pupils sang *“ Pulling hard against
the Stream.”

The Senior Latin Class were examined
in Grammar and also did some transla-
tions both from English into Latin and
vice versa, shewing for the time the cla s
bhad been engaged in this study, a fair pro-
ficiency.

The arithmetic class was next called,
Mr. Stratton stating that it was usual for
the girls and boys to take sides, the first
pupil solving a question to have two
marks, and the others 1 mark each. The
pupils were then examined in Simple In-
terest, Discount, Protit and Loss, Partner-
ship and some other subjects, up to the
application of Square Root. The respec
tive sides were led by E. Wallace and
Miss McLean. The McLean side scored,
42, aud the Wallace team 46, the boys in
this case, at least, having the best of it.

The 10th Grade called and ex
amined with regard the Play of
“Hamlet** which they had been studying
during the past term. They then read
the 1st Act. The pupils composing this
Class, were Misses E. Kerr, Ethel Benson,
E. Letson and Bessie Ullock who acquitt-
ed themselves very well in reading the
play. Miss Uliock recit:d “‘Polonions’
Advice to his son” very distinctly and
with good emphasis. Miss Benson then
gave ‘“‘Hamlet’s Soliloquy” with taste
though perhaps a little fast. After
some examination as to various phrases
and portions of the play, the class were
dismissed.

To the boys,he would
say that he would like to see a little less
vandalism round the school, and the
school premises better protected, as they
were now, he was ashamed to pass by
themi. It would be the duty of the
trustees during the ensuing vacation to
see that proper repairs were made, after
which he hoped they would take some
pride in preserving the neatness of their
school house and its surroundings.

Mr. Stratton said the pupils would as-
semble again in 6 weeks from the follow-
ing Monday, and he presumed they would
all be glad to see Mr. Roberts.
