The results of Pasteur’s further investie 
gations will be awaited with unusual 
interest, in the hope that they may lead 
to the pointing out of some means of 
alleviating the sufferings of humanity 
from this terrible disease, of the nature 
of which so little is thus far known.

The Cost of World's Exhibitions. 

A London paper publishes the following: 
: “Now that the Melbourne Exhibition 
18 over, people are counting the cost, and 
asking whether the game is worth the 
candle. Asa commercial speculation, of 
course, it is not, for no exhibition since 
that suggested by Prince Albert has result. 
ed in anything but loss. The exhibition 
of 1851 made a profit of £276,000, which 
was partly expended in land upon which 
tae South Kensington buildings are erect- 
ed. The Paris Exhibition of 1855 resulted 
in a loss of £872,000; that of London in 
1862 in a loss of £51,470 ; that of Paris in 
1867 in a loss of £379,265 ; that of Vienna 
in 1873 in a loss of rearly two millions 
sterling ; that of Philadelphia in 1876 in a 
loss of £837,256 ; that of Paris in 1878 ina 
loss of nearly a quarter of a million, ex- 
ceeded by that just closed at Melbourne, 
which cost £339,000, against only £50, - 
000 of receipts. No wonder the practical 
Yankees gave up their ‘“ World’s Fair.”

The Mace. 

albeit no longer an instrument in warfare. 
In all narratives of the the Crusades, 

mention is made of the mace—a powerful 

oaken staff, heavily weighted with irom, 
in the shape of a spiked metal ball, at one 
extremity—with which Richard the Lion- 
hearted used to crack the sculls of his 
enemies in battle. 

Long after Richard’s time, the mace, in 

a strong hand, was a destructive war. 

weapon, which none but very strong 
armor could resist. 

After the introduction of gunpowder 
into European war, in the early part of 
the fourteenth century, the mace fell into 

disuse as a weapon of battle. As a symbol 

of authority, however, {t continues in 

partial use, being borne before civil magis- 
trates, in some countries, as an emblem of 

power. 
In the British House of Commons, for a 

long time past, the custom has been, when 
the speaker enters, as presiding officer, to 

carry before him a richly-ornamented mace 
of silver gilt, and, until that official has 

taken his seat and the mace has been 

placed on the table before him, the House 

(as it is called) cannot proceed to business. 

Many of my readers will recollect, I 
doubt not, the historical passage, in the 
middle of the seventeenth century, when 

Oliver Cromwell, resolved to have his own 

way, entered the House of Commons, 
heading an armed force, and, calling on 
his followers to ‘‘ take away that bauble” 
(as he called the mace), thereby summarily 
dissolving the Long Parliament.

ported that his uncle—who, it was well- 
known, had lived to his hundredth year, 

and then died in consequence of an acci- 
dent—had bequeathed to him a certain
