(Cairo despatch to the London Times.) 

I have received from Arabi Pasha an 

Arabic letter, which he has requested me 

to forward to London. The following is 

an accurate translation of it :— 

To the Editor of the Times : 

SIR, —I have followed the advice of my 

counsel, Messrs. Broadley & Napier, for 

whose devotion and zeal I can never suffi 

ciently express my acknowledgments, and 

have pleaded to a charge of rebellion 

against the Khedive. The English Mins- 

ters have often proclaimed me to be a 
rebel, and I cannot expect that they will 

suddenly change their opinion ; nor, in 

deed is it possible for them to do so at the 
present I shall cheerfully pro- 

ceed to any place which England may be 
pleased to appoint for my residence, and 

remain there until the day comes, when 

it will be possible for England to modify 
her opinion concerning me. 

[ do not complain of my fate, nor of 

the sentence which has been pronounced 

against me, and which, at any rate, estab 

lishes my innocence of the charges of mas- 

moment.

people. I leave Egypt with perfect tran 

gquility and confideuce in the future, be 

political and religi. us principles. 

cause I know that England cannot any 

longer delay the reforms which we have 
struggled for. In a short time the Anglo- 
Freuch Control will be abolished ; Esypt 
will be no more in the hands of a myriad 

of foreign employes, filling every available 

post, to the exclusion of the Egyptians ; 

our native courts will be purified of 

abuses ; codes of law will be enacted, and, 

what is more important, carried out; a 

Chamber of Notables will be instituted, 

with a voiee and a right of interference in 

the affairs of the Egyptian people; the 

swarm of usurers in the villages will be 

driven out. The English people when 

they see all these things, will then be able 

to realize the fact that my rebellion had a 

very strong justification. 

The Son of an Egyptian fellah, I tried, 
to the best of my power, to secure all 

these good things for the dear country to 

which I belong, and which I love. My 
ill-fortune did not allow of my carrying 

out these objects. I hope the English 
people will complete the work which 1 
commenced. If England accomplishes the 
task, aud thus really gives Egypt to tle 
E:yptians, she will then make clear to 

the world the real aim and object of Arabi 
the relel. 

All the Egyptian people were with me, 

as I was with Egypt, the country I shal 

love forever. 1 hope E:ypt will not for- 
get we when England completes what 1 
tried to begin. I say it again, I do not 
complain of my fate. Iam even happy 

and contented with it, because I know 

my misfortunes have been the means of 

securing for Egypt the liberty and pros- 

perity which it deserves to enjoy. When 

En gland has carried out her good work 

she will, 1 feel certain, in her humanity 

and high sense of justice, permit me to 

return to my beloved conntry and see 

with my own eyes the result of her hum- 

ane and civilizing work before I die. 

I am grateful to Mr. Gladstone and to 

Lord Granville for their interposition on 
ny behalf; and for having saved me from 

so perilous a posit on. They will soon 
learn that I was no rebel when I set my 

self at the head of a people who wanted 
nothing but justice. I also thank Lord 
Dufferin and Sir Edward Malet for the 

kindness and genervsity they have shown 

me. I also owea debt of gratitude, which 

I can never repay, to my dearest friend, 

Mr. Blunt, who spared neither his efforts 

nor his money to assist me in the hour of 

distress and need; when my Egyptian 

friends of happier days had one and all 

forsaken me. I can never sufficiently ac- 

knowledge the noble and untiring efforts, 

and the zeal, loyalty and devotion of Mr. 

Broadley and Mr. Napier on my behalf, 

and on behalf of my fellow prisoners. 1 

thank the British people as I thank you, 

Sir, and the great English press, which 
was unanimous in demanding that I should 

have a fair trial. I thank those members 

of the British Parliament who have often 

and nobly spoken on my behalf, and I 
thank Sir Charles Wilson for the kind and 

vigilant care he has bestowed on me in the 
days of my captivity. 

I leave Egypt with the firm conviction 
that, as days pass by, the justice of our 

cause will hecome more and more appar- 

ent, and that England will never have 

cause to repent of tne generosity and hu. 

maunity she has displayed toward a man 

against whom she has fought.

Russian Thefts. 

CATALOGUES OF EMBEZZLEMENTS BY RUS-

list of the principal thefts and embezzle 

ments that have recently been committed 

in Russia, the trials concerning which are 

at present going on or have lately been 

concluded. First, mention is made of 

Mclnizky, who carried off 340,000 rubles 

from the great Foundling Hospital in 

Moscow, and who has just been sentenced 

to banishment to Siberia.

In Olessa a 
criminal process is to be instituted against 
a certain Matkowsky, who forged a certiti- 
cate of baptism for the purpose of getting 
unlawful possession of 1.000,000 rales.

The conclu- 
son arrived at by th: Mo ¢/w paper 13 
t iat Siberia has no terrors that are suffi- 
cient to check the mania for frauds and 
embezzlements in Russia, and to anybody 
who has been in Siberia it seems strange 
that the idea could ever have prevailed 
that simple banishment thither is a s:vere 
punishment at all. There is to-day a 
sentenced Russian bank cashier living ia 
Comsk, who, being a cultured and intel. 
lectual man, really enjoys a very promi- 
nent position in his place of exile, and 
his crime, that of taking about a 
million rubles out of the bank 
funds, is almost entirely forgotten. Of 
course to live well in banishment in Si- 
beria the embezzler must have put some. 
thing by in a dry place for such an even- 
taality, and if he is willing to bide the 
temporary inconvenience of being under 
police supervision in a town that, beyond 
its distance from civilization, has nothing 
particularly disagreeable about it, he will 
in due time get his reward. He may re- 
turn to Russia after the lapse of his term 
of exile, or if he made enough out of his 
transactions he will prefer to live in 
Paris or Nice or some other resort, 
and ‘therc enjoy the fruits of his 

\ former delinquencies, and which, having 
suffered pnumishment therefor, in due time 
h= thinks that he has fully earned. Sach 
crimes have in the past been urdoubtedly 
punished most leniently, and sterver 
measures will in all probability soon be 
a lopted.

The kind of Pigs to Raise. 

A correspondent of the Toronto Globe 
writes as follows, — 

In your issue of 3rd February last you 
published a statement from me showing 
that the profit made on feeding fourteen 
fall and two spring pigs in 1881 was 
3162 67. I now give you a statement of 
the feeding of nineteen spring and three 
fall pigs during the season just past : — 
fovalSs of Shue pile. tc 0 aad $70 00 
To 2 tons, 650 1bs chop, at $26.............

years it is evident :— 
Ist. That there is a good profit in feed- 

ing hogs, even at the high price of grain 
in Ontario. As although in these two 
years the price of pork has been high, the 
price of grain has beenalso proportionately 
high, and after receiving the market price 
for the grain consumed a net profit of 5 
per cent, is surely very good. This has 
been the result this year, when nearly all 
spring pigs were fed off, but it comes far 
short of the protit, 86 per cent, made last 
year, when nearly all fall pigs were fed. 

20d. That fall pigs are more profitable 
than spring pigs. In my last year's state- 
ment I showed that the pork cost 3c per 
Ib., while this year, with spring pigs 
chiefly, it has cost 4 8-10¢ per lb. As 
many farmers keeping but a few spring 
pigs on buttermilk and house slops are of 
the opinion that no profit can be made on 
pigs in any way, the foregoing statements 
carefully kept, ought to be conclusive 
proof to them of their error. I venture, 
however, to say from actual experience 
that pork cannot be made either from 
Suffolk or any grade of hogs at 3c, per 
Ib. I have never accomplished it except 

with pure Berks. In my former letter I 
deprecated the tendency of farmers in this 
nighbourhood to go into Suffulks in pre- 
ference to Berkshires, and am glad now to 
learn that many are retracing their steps, 
having found that the Suffulk does not 
mike either as much or as good pork as 

the Berk. 
My practice is to winter the young pigs 

on about eight bushels ot pe.s each, feed 
two bushels each on the clover pasture, 
then on the stubble. and feed off with 
eight bushels more. and with this 1 can 
make three hundred pounds of pork from 
a Berkshire, but from no other breed. 

No more Grog for Cunard Sailors. 

(New York Times.) 

The antiquated practice of serving out 
stated portious of grog to seamen on ocean 
vessels has almost entirely gone out of 
fashion on the large passenger steamships 
which traverse the seas. Of late years 
the use of liquor by the seamen on board 
ship has been prohibited on most of the 
ocean steamships, except where it was 
specially prescribed by physicians. Oat- 
meal water is usually given to sailors in 
the Summer and hot coffee iu the Winter. 
The Cunard Steamship Line has, uutil 
very recently, clucg to the old custom of 
serving grog. The seamen on the Cunard 
steamers were permitted to have one glsss 
of grog each day while at sea, and two 
glasses each day while in port. 2 short 
time ago, however, the Church of England 
Temperance Society prevailed upon the 
Directors of the Cunard Company to issue 
orders discontinuing the serving of grog 
on their steamers. Capt. Rigby, of the

a Times reporter, **The Cunard Line has 
been the ouly line that 1 know of that 
has served grog to its seamen during the 
past few years. Its recent prohibitory 
action places all of the large ocean s'eam- 
ship lines in the same category.”
