It is
by careful attention to all these points
that the ‘‘ Myrtle Navy” has been
brought to such perfection. The ftirm
who manufacture it have their own store-
bouses in Virginia, and from the time the
leaf leaves the planter’s hands untill it is
turned out of the factory, months after-
wards, in plugs, it is under the care of

their skilled and trusted employes.
