partially recognize the claims of one of the
most industrious and neglected classes in
the Dominion, will, in the belief of Sir
Leonard, serve Conservative interests in
the way they are usually served. The
mode of distributing the bounties, pro-
vided they are not retained in the care of
Sir Leonard, will be left for some time a
mystery, in order to awaken hopes that
cannot be fulfilled, which, in their turn,
will form a groundwork for promises made
to be broken. Individuals and localities
will look forward for their shares with
eyes of faith. Shore fishers and deep sea
fishers, salmon, cod, mackerel, etc., fishers,
owners of small boats and those of the
stately schooners, large and little export-
ers, all will trust in Providence and Sir
Leonard, not forgetting the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, for wealth for
which the only bait they will need will be
votes. Others will be inflamed with the
hopes of offices ; for these must be created.
Commissioners to enquire, inspectors to
report, paymasters to disburse, clerks to
ascertain the utmost limits of divisibility
of one hundred and fifty thousand dollars,
all these will seem, to the unskilled eye,
civil officers not to be dispensed with, and
whose commissions will be in the glft of
the present Ministers. Sir Leonard
thinks, as we have said, that here he
has found cheap, yet powerful, aids to
the Conservative canvass. He may save
the money, and yet get from its mere
mention all the benefits, more than all, in
fact, that could be reaped from its most
profligate expenditure.

From such a matter of Tory election
tactics, acting under the adviece of Sir
Johun, we differ only for one reason. ““We
do not despise the sagacity of the fisher-
men any more than we underrate their
integrity.” We think they are fully
aware that ‘‘soft words butter no par-
snips,” and remember that Ministers are
to be judged by their acts. Why has the
bounty grant (promise of it) been delayed?
No principle prevented Ministers from
giving it in reality at any time since they
came into office, for they have subsidized
other interests through the tariff with ex-
cessive liberality. They have taken from
the fishermen money to build up the
manufacturing and railway lords. They
have held in their possession funds to a
large part of which fisherman had at least
an equitable claim, yet only at this
eleventh hour do they pretend to proffer
them any position_of approach to equality
with their more favored fellow citizens,
Taken in connection with their years of
neglect of oppression, the attitude Minis-
ters now assume is positively insulting to
the fishermen. They, Dr. Tupper with
the rest, forgot them except when taxes
had to be imposed. Then they remem-
bered them with a vengeance. Their
flour, meal, Light, clothing, ropes, anchors,
sails, whatever entered into their use was
regarded as a fitting article to be made to
perform the arduous duty of filling the
monopolists’ pockets and adding to the
revenue. Now, they are half promised
one hundred and fifty thousand dollars
for one year from a treasury claimed to
contain millions of surplus, and they are
expected to be contented, and support
Ministers. The application of this salve,
it is supposed, will heal the past irritations
of years of all the fishermen of all the
Provinces.

Had Sir Leonard’s attention been more
engrossed by the condition .of the fisher-
men, and not been exclusively devoted to
a search for tall chimneys, he might have
been better acquainted with the way to
seek for votes in many quarters. He
would have found men depending for their
livelihood almost totally on an export
trade for which he was doing no good, to
wiich he was doing much harm, and
heard them wondering why he could not
have spared at least their bread in his
efforts for protection. He would have
felt their wrath that, for the sake of per-
sons with whom they had no dealings, the
cost of their living was ncreased in all
directions. A determination on his part
to put an end to this unfair discrimi-
nation, followed up by an immediate
abandonment of his protective policy,
might have disarmed their hostility. —
But he did not, will not give them fair
play. He will not win them now by a
favor paltry and doubtful.
