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Hzavy Failure.

PorrrLaNp, Me., Jan. 4.

J. Winslow Jones & Co., a packing firm
doing business in Portland and owning 15
corn factories and 5 lobsters factories in
Maine, and 14 lobster and salmmon factories
in the Provinces, have to-day failed for
$182,000. Attachments were served on
them last night at the instance of Boston
and New York parties.

Their assets two years ago when the
corporation was organized were $299.000.
To this had besn added 8 new factories
during the past year at a cost of $50,000.
A remote cause of the failure is the fact
that Jones has been doing business with
little movable capital, having put all his
earnings 1n new factories. The immediate
cause is that the company built new fac-
tories during the past year expecting a
heavy yield of corn. They have on hand
at least $20,000 worth of empty cans.
They are indebted to farmers all over the
State, who will lose a large part of it.
Their other indebtedness is largely in New
York and Boston. The creditors include
some of the most responsible Portland
firms, but none for heavy amounts. The
total indebtedness is $92,600 in accounts
aund $90,000 in business paper. The latter
13 wholly unsecured.

J. Winslow Jounes & Co. were incorporated
in England in 1880 with a capital of $500, -
000. They bought the canuing business
from Mr. Jones, giving him $217,000 for
his factories, ete. Mr. Jones was manager
of the business in America ; Mr. Rath-
burne Bacon conducted the business in
England.

Ba. Boys’ Work.

A despatch of 6th inst. from Oskaloosa,
[owa, says that on the previous day a
uumber of boys were amusing themselves

near a magazine about half a mile north of
the public square and a few hundred yards
They
were seen to shoot at the building from a
short distance and then go up to see the
result. They afterwards fired another
shot, and then came the explosion. The
body of one lad was found fifty yards
down the hill, his clothing nearly gone,
the back portion of his head carried away.
and his body otherwise horribly mangled.
Another was blown through a wire fence,
one hundred yards away, and fearfully
torn. Another was found in a creek one
hundred and fifty yards away, with his
head almest completely gone. The boys
had been warned to quit. The damage to
the city is very great. Most of the
houses in the north part of Oskaloosa are
badly wrecked. Doors, windows and
wood work are broken. Stables are com-
pletely wre ked, chimneys toppled and
fleces cracked from top to bottom. The
wreck of plate glass on the principal
streets of the city is nearly complete and
cannot be covered by $30,000.
