—The community was 
shocked on Tuesday morning with the 
news that Capt. Michaelsen of the Nor- 
wegian bark “Ogcar IL” lying at Douglas- 
town and consigned to Messrs. R. A. & J.

LAND SALE. —The ‘‘Loban property,” 

which had been opened up by running a 
street through it from Water Street south. 
wardly up over the hill west of the Convent 
grounds, was offered for sale in building 

lots and larger blocks on Tuesday last by 
Mr. Wyse. The attendance was not very 
good nor the conduct of the sale very sat- 

isfactory owing to the vendors themselves 
bidding against intending purchasers re- 

peatedly on the same lots, instead of put- 
ting on upset prices and leaving the bid- 
ding to bona fide competitors. Some thir- 
teen lots were sold at an average for the 
town lots of a little over £100 each and 
about $50 an acre for the pasture lots. —

Methodist Missionary Meeting. 

The annual Missionary Meeting of the 
Methodist Church at Chatham was held 
on Tuesday evening, the 24th Oct. Not- 
withstanding a dark, rainy night, a respec- 
table number of people attended. The 
proceedings opened with singing, after 
which Rev. R. W. Weddall offered prayer. 
Geo. Whittaker, Esq., presided. On 
being called upon, the Rev. D. Chapman 
(pastor) said he regretted that he had not 
a report to read, as it had not been print- 
ed up to that moment, but he would 
present a few facts concerning the work 
of the Missionary Society of the Church. 
The field which the agents of the Society 
occupied was a large one, extending from 
Alaska in the West to Newfoundland in 
the east. Within this territory were 
found different peoples, hence the work 
was necessarily divided into different 
branches. They had their domestic mis- 
sions, including the poorer circuits of the 
conferences and to the settlers of the 
the North West. They sent missionaries 
to the Indians of Ontario, Quebec, British 
Columbia, and the North West Territory. 
They had also, in the Dominion, 
French, German and Chinese missions. 
The foreign work of the Society 
was confined to two places, namely,— 
Bermuda and Japan. The income of the 
Society during the past year amounted to 
over $150,009, being $20,000 in excess of 

the preceding year. Of this amount the 
Conference of New Brunswick and Prince 
Edward Island raised $5,026.35. The 
Miramichi district contributed towards 
this sum $338. The monies had been 
equitably disbursed. Last year, they, as a 
Conference received $6,734.50 or over 
$1700 more than they had paid in, The 
speaker understood that, this year the 
grants to the N. B. Conference was large- 
ly in excess of last year, in view of which 
fact, he asked for more liberal contribu- 
tions. 

Suitable addresses on the subject of 
missions were delivered by the Revds, 
Thos. Hicks and R. W. Weddall, A. B., 
and a collection taken up at the close, 
amounted to $13.

what progress is being made toward the 
erection of the much talked-of skating 
rink. There is certainly but little time 
to spare, the winter is fast approaching 
and much valuable time will be lost if the 
Rink is nct ready for flooding when the 
first hard frost comes. 
We shall all be glad to hear of the rapid 

progress of the work. Yours truly,

[‘“A Skaters” enquiry and apparent 
anxiety on the subject of the Rink fairly 
represent the feeling of a large number of 
ladies and gentlemen in Chatham, and we 
are glad to be in a position to assure them 
that all possible progress is being made 
towards securing the construction of the 
rink as early as possible in the coming 
skating season. A contract was made 
some time since for the building of a 
reservoir from which an adequate water- 
supply might be obtained. That work is 
now in progress. The reservoir is con- 
structed and about ove half of the pipes 
are laid. Another contract has been made 
for the levelling of the site of the rink and 
that work is progressing satisfactorily. 
The Directors are holding a meeting as we 
80 to press to decide upon which one of 
several plans they will adopt. The pros- 
pect is that the work will go on promptly, 
having due regard to the fact that a little 
delay, which, to some, seems unnecessary, 
may prevent both loss, inconvenience and 
dissatisfaction hereafter. The building 
to be erected is a large one and the means 
at the Directors’ disposal not large. 
Bearing in mind that they are acting for 
others they feel justified in proceeding 
with caution, even at the risk of being 
criticised adversely and causing some im- 
patience to be manifested by those who, 
intheir anxiety to see the work pushed for- 
ward rapidly, may not realise how many 
things there are to be done before the ac- 
tual building of the proposed structure may 
be commenced. The contracts now let 
will be completed in a few days and then 
the greund will be ready for the builders, 
By that time the rink will also be con- 
tracted for, so that no unnecessary delay 
will have taken place. ** A Skater” will, 
therefore, in all probability, have an 
opportunity to skate in the rink about as 
soon as the winter season has fairly set in.

The result being announced three cheers 

were given for the successful candidates 
and three and three for the uusuccessful 
one. 

Mr. Flanagan briefly thanked the elec- 
tors and said he would do all in his power 
to serve the important parish which had 
given him so handsome a vote, 

Mr. Loggie, in returning thanks, said 
he was a trembling candidate a year ago 
and being returned by a handsome major- 
ity, he had thanked the ratepayers and 
promised to do all he could to represent 
the parish faithfully. He had endeavored 
to fultil that promise and was returned 
again this year. He would again thank 
his fellow-citizens and again say he would 
do his best to discharge his duties faith- 
fully. He was mindful of the fact that 
many reforms were needed but it would 
detain the meeting too long for him to 
enumerate them, so he would only say he 

the best interests of those who had given 
him the large vote by which he was re- 
turned. 
Mr. Adams said it was the first time he 

had occasion to come before the ratepay- 
ers as a defeated candidate, but as one 
who had come to the parish only a year or 
80 ago he was prond of his vote under the 
circumstances. His opponents had fought 
him fairly and won like men and he had 
no word to say against them. When he 
had lived in Chatham and become as well 
known as he was in Newcastle parish, he 
was not afraid but he would be elected. 
As it was, he realised that he had little 
chance of being elected when the two men 
who were against him were in the field. 
Mr. Loggie’s vote was a large one, while 
Mr. Flanagan's was deserved, for he was a 
good citizen and would make a good Coun- 
cillor. He would say this, however, that 
had he been elected he would have done 
his duty as faithfully as the two success- 
ful men could possibly do theirs—caring 
for no man—but as he had been set aside 
he would gracefully accept the verdict. 
A vote of thanks to the chairman, Mr. 

Thos. Gaynor, was then passed and the 
meeting quietly dispersed, after waiting 
a short time to hear Mr. Patrick Connell 
of the Back Lots, address the councillors- 
elect on their duties. Mr. Connell is a 
Nestor and Polonius rolled into one and 
but for his age would, no doubt, be a vig- 
orous candidate for municipal honors,

Chatham Driving Park. 

The Directors of Chatham Driving 

Park were very fortunate in deciding to 
bring on the postponed opening races 
on Friday last, as the weather, 
though decidedly autumn-like in tem- 
perature was fine, bringing nearly a 
thousand spectators together to wit- 
ness the first afternoon’s sport. The 
arrangements inside of the Park as 
well as at the gates were all that could be 
desired, the occasion being characterized 
by good order and fair play all round 
The first event was called at two o'clock. 
The Judges’ stand was occupied by A. 

Girvan, Esq, of Kingston, Kent and 
Messrs. LL. J. Tweedie and D. G. Smith, 
of Chatham, as Judges, Chas. Sargent, Esq., 
of Chatham Head as timer, and Mr. Peter 
Turner of Chatham as clerk. D. T. 
Johnstone, Esq., was Distance Judge and 
Ernest Hutchison and Arthur Johnston, 
Esqs., Patrol Judges. 

THE 3 MINUTE RACE 

was mile heats, best three in five and 
embraced six entries and four starters, 
viz.—D. Desmond's ‘‘ Fanny,” of Chat- 
ham; Dr. Jenkins’ ** Birdie,” of Charlotte. 
town, P. E. IL; Bunting's *‘ Polly Per- 
kins” of Rustico, P. E. I.; and Wm. 
Muirhead’ Jr's “Charley.” Mr. Desmond, 
though considerably over weight, drove 
his own mare, Mr. C. J. Wescott drove 
‘“ Birdie,” Mr. O’Brien, “Polly Perkins,” 
and Mr. Jas. Carter sat behind ‘‘Chariey.” 
The positions at the start were, ** Birdie,” 
pole, with Charlie,” “Polly” and 
“Fanny” next in the order named. There 
was about the usual delay in scoring and 
after five trials the horses were scored by 
“Fanny” and went away quite evenly to- 
gether, “Folly” broke pretty badly and 
was encouraged by her driver in making 
a run or two, ‘“to save distance,” 
as he claimed, 20 was not dealt with rigid- 
ly. “Birdie” had the lead on the last 
turn of the mile, but “Fanny” collared 
her very handsomely just after swinging 
into the home stretch and passed under 
the wire with a nice lead, winning the 
heat in 3.05, ‘‘Birdie” second, “Charley” 
third and “Polly” last. This fine perfor- 
mance by a local horse put the spectators 
in excellent humor and Mr. Desmond was 
heartily cheered, while even those interest- 
ed in the second and other horses admired 
the plucky manner in which the heat was 
won. 

THE 2.40 RACE 

was next called, it being necessary to 
“sandwich” on account of the afternoon 
being short. This race was mile heats, 
best three in five.
