Two FisHErRMEN RESCUED AT SEA.— 

Capt. Cuneron, of the brig Annie, of 

Maitland, at Quebec, from Jamaica, with 

a cargo of sugar, tor Montreal, reports 

that on the 27th of September, during a 

gale of wind, he picked up two fishermen 

pamed McGinnis, of Prince kdward Is- 

land, 180 miles from shore. They had 
been endeavoring to cross from Miramichi 
to Prince Edward Island. — Halifax Chron- 

icle. 

The Montreal Witness says,—*‘On the 

24th of last month they had bggn mackerel 
fish ng a few miles from Mimivnegash, a 

fishing settlement about eighteen miles 
south of North Cape. The fish were, 

however, scarce and on the 24th they put 
into Mimiegash and took on board some 

pssengers for Chatham, on the Miramichi 
river, the month of which is about forty 

miles from Mimiuegash, across the Strait. 

After landing their passengers and pur- 
chasing supplies they sct out on the return 
trip.

When they reached the mouth of 

storm broke over them from the S. W,, 

and rag-d so violently that they were 

“obliged to put before it and were carried 

out into the Gulf. When the fog cleared 

away they were far out of sight of land, 

with a tremendous sea runuing and the 

waves breaking over the boat continually. 

Fortunately their vessel was a strongly 

built and seaworthy craft of twenty-eight 

feet keel, o- else she would not have lived 

long in the heavy sea. The mainsail also 

was blown iway and the little crew just 

managed to keep the boat afloat by dint 

of continual bailing night and day. For 

three days and nights they drifted help- 

lessly before the storm which raged with- 

out intermission. Their only provisions 

were cold salt pork and biscuits, and the 

exposure and anxiety were beginning to 

rapidly tell upon them, when a sail was 

sighted. At this time they were about 

200 miles to the north-east of Prince Ed. 
ward Island, in mid-gulf and drifting 

rapidly out to sea. The signals of dis. 

tress were at once seen by the brigantine 
aud she bore down to their assistance.”
