Op:ning of th> Chatham Skatirg
Rink.

—_——

The new Chatham Skating Rink was
pened on Tuesday evening by a Carnival,
which was one of the most suceessful ever
held in the Province. It 1s about three
reeks since skaters have been admitted to
h« Rk and there have been two band
aights. but tne formal opening was dcfor-
«d unt 1 Tuesday, as the building was not
ulficient'y near completion before that
t'me to admit of the ante-rooms being
made comtort. ble, or the windows and
doors properly closed,

The building, which is located on the
coraer of St. John and Church Streets,
15 a credit to Chatham. The ice area is
130x60 feet, which is surrounded by a
continnous promenade 9 feet wide, The
cover ng over the ice area cousists of a
clear arch ot 6) ft. span, which is 30 ft.
nigh ia the centre from the level of the
promenade and about 31 ft. 6 in. from the
This arched roof runs the whole
ength of the building—including the end
promenades—-without support or ob truc-
tion of any kind, and is surmounted by a
fult length *“‘“monitor” top  which has
louvred ventilating sides, and glass sky-
I'¢hts for lighting the 1iuk from the top.
Che side promenades are covered by =
lean-to, the framing of wLich is substanti-
ally kueeld overhead to assist in supporting
the muin arches.  Theie is a gallery sixty
feet long and n'ne feet wide at each end,
gained 1y two fl ghts of stairs each. The
wain  arches—s Xteen in  number -are
built of inch boards seven inches wide
ane' twelve boa ds thick, which were bent
to form on moulding blocks and nailed and
*piked to shape befme being raised.
These main arches, which are ten feet
apart from ceuties, have purlins placed
across them to which the roof boards are
vailed up aud down. The lean-to 100fs
aud that of the monitor are shi gled and
the main roof is to be covered with naint-
el canvas.  The sides are lighted by day
by twenty-two windows on the ground or
promenade oor aud six in the sceond tier,
two of which—one in the centre of each
end—are triplet and circular headed. The
main front, on Church street, is built out
12 feet from the line of the lean-to for a
length of 50 feet, the centre being brought
out 3 feet further for a length of about 15
feet and presenting a two-storied front,
with gable to the street, flanked by the
one-storey  dressing rooms covered with
hip-roofs—the whole givinga solid and
sightly appearance to the Rink. The
main entrance doors vpen outwards and
the doors b tween the vestibule and
promenade s~ing hoth ways, while there
is a door m the Sr. Jobn Street front huny
on rollers at the t p, which is ea-ily and
realily o,»;nedand i~ capable of letting out
1000 pecple in leas than five minutes. The
lighting is by four se's of gas j:ts depen-
dent from the centre fourteen feet above
the ice, each set having ten barners, while
the band halcony, vestibule and dressing
rooms are a'so Ighted with gas,

An eighty feet tlag-staff is plac:d at the
front and oue at each end of the main rink
—the latter rising about thirty feet above
the mon t r.

For size, beauty and convenience the
Chath i Rink is second only to that of
St Job +, while n any have exp essed the
opinion that it is more su table tor skating
because of the absence of any c.ntral
obstru. tion—the band-balc ny being over
the main entrance and leading off f om a
comfortable room used exclusively by the
mus:. ians ard d recters.

CARE ANXD Usg oF BeLTs.—In lacing a
belt, always b -gin at the centre, keep the
ends exactiy in line, and lace both sides
with equal tightness.

Use thin but
strong laces. Belts should never be oiled
except when they become hard and dry.
and even then the oil should be u-ed very
sparingly.  Oil not only r1ots the leather,
by its own decomposition, but also causes
the belt to stretch. In oiling or greasing
a belt use only a pure thin oil. A thick
pasty oil is not god.  Such ol will soon
enter upon a proe: 83 of decomposition and
rot the belt.
