Is it true ? 

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance. 
Sir, —The Secretary of the Alms House 

Commissoners, in his letter published in 

the last ADVANCE, intimates that it does 

not pay to raise potatoes on the Alms 
House farm, when they can be bought at 

the wharves for 50 and 60 cts a barrel. 
He also says that the supplies furnished 
by himself to the Alms House are so fur- 
nished at a commission of from one to 
five per cent over cost. I have not seen 
the accounts—as the Commissoners do 

not publish them for the information of 
those who pay the bills-——, but I am told 
that potatoes are charged at eighty cents 
and a dollar a barrel in those accounts, 
Ishall be glad to learn that this statement 
is incorrect and hope to find it so by the 
Secretary’s next letter. Perhaps, how- 
ever, he does not furnish the potatoes and 
fish, but leaves that branch of the eleem- 

osynary commissariat to his Chatham 
associate Commissioner, who may not be | 
contented with the small commissions 

named. I have always believed both gen- 
tlemen to be thoroughly honest, but if one 
of them buys potatoes at fifty and sixty 
cents a barrel and charges the Alms House 
a dollar a barrel for them and the other 

seeks to make the public believe that the 
supplies are furnished at from one to five 
per cent over cost, it is suggestive of ways 
that are dark and an illustration of the no- 
minal public benefit of having a virtuous 
Secretary who has a ““‘wicked partner,” 
An alderman of Fredericton recently lost 

his election by crookedness in cordwood 
transactions and I should like to know 
whether a potatoe scandal is to be de- 
veloped in connection with our Alms 
House. Charging eighty cents or one dol- 
lar for potatoes which cost only fifty or 
sixty cents leaves a profit of more than

is, have the Chitham Commissioners, or
