The Ottawa Free Press says that the
original of Macdonnell’s letter contains
the word ‘“‘gent” which so shocked his
gentility, and every other word that has
been published, and it urges Sir Charles
to prosecute the proprietors of the 7ribune
who are responsible men, if he can prove
that the letter attributed to him is, in-
deed, a forgery. But itsays :—

But we have not the remotest hope of
his doing anything of the kind. becaunse
he probably apprghends that the letter
might turn out to be genuine after all,
“Thus conscinee does make cowards of us all ;

And thus the native hue of resolution
Is sicklied o’er with th: pale cast of thought.”

But is it within the region of probabili-
ty that anyone would have the unheard-
of andacity to forge such a letter, when
the forgery could be so easily proved ?
We do not think it possible. At any rate
the original is said to be on hand and ready
for production. Let but Sir Charles
Tupper take the proper course to vindi-
cate himself. Indeed, he ought to do so.
Should he not, his inaction will be accept-
ted as an admission of the correctness of
the letter. The organs may shout forgery
as much and as long as they like, the let-
ter will stand as genuine until it is
proved otherwise. The public will have
little confidence in the breed who merely
deny but dare not proceed to proof.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT,

The Order of the day—the Budget—was
next taken up. Hon. Mr. Elder, Provin-
cial Secretary, said-——

The Finance Minister of New Bruns-
wick, when making a statement of this
kind, had only a modest duty to perform.
He did not dea! with large sums of money
wnd financial devices such as tariffs, ete.
Oue might every day, meet merchants,
manufacturers, and other business men
whose transactions dwarfed those of the
Government ; but the proper administra-
tion of affairs nevertheless affected the
well being of a great many people and the
honor of the Province. It breught with
it a corresponding degree of responsibility.
Fhe questions uppermost in their minds
were what is the exact state of the debt
of the Province —funded and floating.
Che question was t'ie more asked, because
even intelligent men, usel to figures, got
lost in the mysteries of the Receiver Gen-
eral’s account anl payments by warrant
and check. Sympathizing with the desire
of the public for information on that point,
he would give as full an explanation as
possible. Taking the balance on haud
with which the Province euntered Confed-
eration, giving the receipts and payments
every year since then, and coming down
to the last balance shown on the Receiver
General’s avcounts, it appeared that at the
end of October, 1868, we had a balance to
the credit of the Province of $213,073,
aud on the 3lst Dec. next we will have a
valauce of loating debt against us of $265,-
808. The total tunded and floating debt
was not burdensome to a Province having
such public works and resources as New
Brunswick had, but every dollar pad in
interest was so much withdrawn from the
public services of the country. Hence no
debt should be incurred but when also-
lutely necessary. The Province, with its
seventeen million acres of land, and over
seven millions of which was ungranted,
could grapple with such a debt. The city
of 8t. John owed about three million dol-
lars. The floating debt which had to be
provided for at Confederation was $1,163,-
322 (sic), yet it should be our policy to
reduce the debt by retrenchmeit and
economy and not acd to it, and it was to
stimulate that feeling on the part of hon-
orable members and secure their sympa-
thy and co-operation that the Govern-
ment were willing to cut down the salaries
of some members of the Government and
other heads of departments, and make
other economical arrangements. The
Secretary discussed at great lemgth the
question as to the best disposition of the
fl .ating debt. Should it be carriad over
frn year to year by borrowing from the
Dominion Government or from the baunks,
orbe funded? He strongly disapproved
of the Government being either so placed
as to have to borrow or defer payments
due for schools, roads, bridges, etc. He
recommended the funding of the debt,
with limitations as to a low rate of inter-
est. When we got the $150,000 due on
Eastern Extension and had our other just
claims met by the Dominion Government,
we could easily pay off so much. He
affirmed that until that just debt of $150,-
000 was paid,- the Finance Minister of
Canada would have a spectre in his closet.
He then reviewed sthe estimates and ex-
penditures, noticing each at length, and
showing if the floating debt were funded
and the revenue and expenditure placed
fairly against each other, there would be
a surplus of $20,000 or $30,000 in 1884.
tle next reviewed the public services
| and made suggestions for their improve-
| ment, including that of agriculture, agri-

] cultural societies, the settlement of public
| lands, exploration, conservation of forests,
etec. He claimed the Province should
| have its share of the emigration money
l spent by Canada, and depicted the advan-
| tages of New Brunswick as a home for
! settlers. On the subject of railways, the
| Government would ecarry out in good
' faith the existing Acts, or modifications of
them, but was averse to increasing the
' railway burdens of the Piovince. He
| promised to look into education and other
| public services, and to make recommenda-
| tions. He favored the publication of
school text books in the Province, and
desired a beginning in that direction to be
made. He expressed much regret that
the Government had not been able to
include grants for philanthropic purposes,
as well as in aid of printing the historical
' archives, or of art and science, or the
' soeiety for preventing cruelty to animals;
but he hoped in another year to do some-
| thing for some of these objects. Iln con-
| cluding, he drew a bright picture of the
' prospects of New Bruuswick, and said he
' did not see why, under an intelligent,
' honest and patriotic management of its
- affairs, and an enlightened development
' of its best and varied resources, New
Brunswick should not take a foremost
place in the noble arch of coufederated
Provinces which spans the broad conti-
nent and eonnects the Atlantic with the
| Pacific. The secretary concluded amid
| hearty cheers.

]
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MR. LANDRY EX PROVINCIAL SECRETARY.

Mr. Landry said hc hesitated to rise,
because he expected to hear more than he
had heard. He expected something of a
- more startling character, and accordingly
. expressed himself astonished at the Secre-
' tary’s address. He ceuld not see how
" any light had been thrown on the subject
by his balance sheet, which, if he (Landry)
had not greatly misunderstood, the figures
were considerably in error. In taking up
' the statement of receipts and expenditures

since 1868 to the present, he passed over
| antil 1879, of which period he knew more
about. At that year he claimed the bal
ance standing against the Province was
$48,000 instead of $89,000. He claimed
no Government counld carry on affairs
without issuing checks for small matters
instead of warrants, and the account of
these is known as the suspense account.
He dared any man on the tluor of the
House to assert that the late administra-

tion had concealed anything. He quoted
