RENT NORTEERN RAILWATY.
Formal Opening of the Read.

ANOTHER FEEDER FOR THE I, C. RAILWAY.

[““ Telegraph” Special Report.]
Ricuisucro, Nov. 8.
This usually quiet and sedate village
has been in a fever heat of excitement for
the past few days, which culminated yes-
terday with the formal opening of the
Kent Northern Railway. Usually only
the sterner sex are interested in such
events, but in this instance the ladies
were, perhaps, even more exercised than
the men, as the opening -ceremonies in-
cluded, in addition to a trip over the road,
a grand ball in the evening, to which all
the fair ones of the village, besides many
from Moncton and other towns near by,
had been invited. For days the opening
of the road and the possibilities arising
out of it have been the chief subject of
conversation among the men of Kent,
while the ball and the preparations which
ladies deem essential when such an impor-
tant social event is on the tapis, were dis-
cussed among the gentler sex. And now
that both events are passed, and both
have proved equall¥ successful, the village
resounds with praise of Mr.John C.Brown
and those who assisted him in the opening
of the Kent Northern Railway, and if half
of the good wishes expressed for the
future of the road come to pass, it will be
the most successful railway in the Prov-
ince.
THE KENT NOREHERN HAS AN EVENTFUL
HISTORY,
and although it has only just been com-
pleted, it is now nearly nine years since it
was first talked of and the start made
towards building it. Like most other
short lines, and some long ones, too, it
owes its existence largely to Government
aid, and was probably first heard of in the
Lobster Act of 1874, wben the Govern-
ment was authorized to subsidize a line of
railway from Richibucto to some point on
the Intercolonial Railway, in the parish of
Weldford. Mr. Henry O'Leary was then
one of the representatives at Kent at the
Local Legislature, and was largely instru-
mental in obtaining the subsidy of $5,000
per mile as provided under the Aect.
Enterprising men in Richibucto and
Kingston saw at once the advantages such
a line of railway would be to both places,
and became fully alive to the importanse
of securing the railway. It was not,
however, until December 26, 1874, that
any active steps were taken to organize a
company to build the road. Indeed the
question of the best route was still a mat-
ter of doubt in the minds of many. To
set at rest all matters of doubt and secure
an expression of opinion from citizens gen-
erally regarding the feasibility of a rail-
road, a public meeting was held in the
Court House, at Richibucto, on that day
pursuant to a notice published in one of
the local papers in the vicinity. Among
those present on that occasion were
Messrs. O. McInerney, Z. Phinney, J. C.
Ross, J. A. James, R. Hutchinson, Jacob
Ferguson, Henry O’Leary and
others. Mr. Hutchinson was selected to
fill the chair and Mr. J. D. Phinney sec-
retary of the meeting. The views ex-
pressed being favorable to the building of
the road, it was resolved to open a stock
list to form a company without further
delay. This was done, and the list was
largely signed by those present. Follow-
ing the public gathering came a meeting

of those who had affixed their names to
the stock list, and they proceeded at once
to

ORGANIZE A COMPANY,

lecling for the first directors Messrs,
Henry Livingston, Henry G’Leary, Robert
Hutchinson, J. A. James, John C. Brown.
J. D. Sowerby and Martin Flanigan, Mr.
J. D. Phinney acting as secretary-trea-
surer. Subsequently Mr. Henry Living-
ston was elected chairmam of the com-
pany. Mr. Brown, at the same meeting,
submitted a contract to survey the road,
which was recieved forconsideration by
the directors, who reported in favor of the
acceptance of the propositon, December
29. Thus far everything had moved along
most harmoniously and had other things
progressed as quickly as did the survey,
the road would long ago have been opened
to the public. On February 6, 1875 an-
other meeting of the company was held
and Mr. Brown, who had completed the
survey, submitted plans of the route, mak-
ing at the same time an offer to build the
road for the company. The route at first
located is that finally adopted, with but a
few changes. The company, after due
consideration, accepted Mr. Brown’s offer
and entered into a contract with him to
build the road. Up to this time no con.
tract had been made with the Goverment,
but on the assurances of individual mem

bers that the route which was the best
available would be acceptable to the Gover-
ment Mr. Brown commenced pushing out
the line and making other preparations
of the grading to be commenced on the
opening up of spring.

THE GRADING WAS BEGUN

-.and continued for some time, uantil a con-

siaerable portion of the road was ready
for thevails. But a few months after the
contract had-been entered into between
Mr. Brown and the Kent Northern Com-
pany, another routée was proposed running
along the shore, taking\in Buctouche and
tapping the Intercolonial at Shediac.
The distance between Richibucto and
Shediac is 40 miles and there were engine
eering difficulties in the way which-rould
have made the road a very expensive ow®

to build, and it was finally dropped, but .

notwithstanding this it certainly helped
to retard the work on the Kent Northern.
Mr. Brown, however, was not the man to
stop at trifles of this kind, but vigorously
pushed forward the building of the road
in spite of all manuner of difficulties which
at times appeared insurmountable. Scarce-
ly had the Shore Line been forgotten be.
fore ancther project was set on foot by
Mr. McDonald, C. E., who favored Weld-
ford as the terminus of the road, instead
of the point 9 miles above it, where Kent
Junction now stands. Petitions were
sent to the Government in favor of the
new route and, as under the Act,the ter-
minus was to be at a point in Weldford
Parish, and both places named being in
that parish the Government asked to hear
Mr. Brown’s side of the story, which was
accordingly set forth. Up to this time
the comtract with the Government had
never been signed, and all the work done
was at the risk of the contractor. It
appears that the Intercolonial Railway
authorities were expected to loan the rails
necessary for the road from the stock of
old rails on hand. The stock, however,
being short at the time Hon. Alex. Mac-
kenzie loaned 60 per cent. of the total
amount required, but a letter was obtain-
ed from Mr. Brydges stating that the re-
maining 40 per cent. would be supplied as
soon as they were lifted from the Interco-
lonial. This proposition the Local Gov-
ernment refused to accept, requiring that
the Dominion Government should guaran-
tee the loan of all the rails required.
The Government had then under their
consideration

THE TWO SURVEYS,

the one made by Mr. Brown and the
other by Mr. McDonald, and to set at
rest all doubts in their own minds, Hon.
Messrs. Perley, Hanington and Landry
examined both routes and on the report of
their engineer declared themselves in
favor of Mr. Brown’s route. This settled
the route difficulty, and but that of rails
continued to be the cause of delay down
toj the final fgrant handed over to the
cOmpany last summer, and laid ready for
travel a little over a month ago. A
sketch of the difficulties met with in
building the Ken% Northern would make
an interesting volume were it ever pub-
lished, but it is very unlikely that Mr.
Brown will make any -publication now
that the road is completed and everything
working most satisfactorily. Although
commenced in 1874 it was along in 1879
before the company received from the
Government the necessary assurance that
the rails for the entire length of the road
would be furnished. Armed with this
important document the delegation from
the company, who had gone to Ottawa,

‘urned home and on presentation of
t :s arrangement the Local Government
signed the contract on March 29th, 1879,
just about five years from the time the
first work was done on the railway. To
all outward appearance the roadjwas well-
nigh completed, track laying being by all
means the hardest part of the work. In
May, 1879, a memorandum from the De-
partment of Railways was received author-
izing the company to receive six miles of
rails. Only about three miles were
then received, but this was laid as found in

of the secretary to the Board of Directors.

This report was submitted in May, 1880.

It states that the Local Government,

after they had granted the subsidy anda

portion of the road had been constructed

and the remainder was partly finished,

that one of their engineers would have o
examine the route, and it would have to
be approved of by the Government before
any payments could be made on the sub-

sidy. Mr. Buck, C. E. was accordingly
seut over the route for the Government,

and the company appointed Mr. W, J.

Crosdale to assist him. Mr. Buck’s re-
port as to the location, progress and excel-
lence of the work, was made to the Gov-
ernment with all possible speed, and was
highly satisfactory to the company. On
August 14, 1879, the Government ap-
proved of Mr. Brown’s survey and formal-
ly adopted it, only a few minor changes
having been made.. In the same year
the company received on account of their
subsidy $32,000, and in February of the
following year $16,000 more were also
paid over to the company. The work at
this time was in a very forward state, all
the sleepers, culverts and masonry being
well under way, most everything now
being done excepting the track laying.

The grading, which was done under the
direction of fifteen practical foremen, was
excellent. The side drainage is of the
best description and culverts under the
track keep the water from accumulating
to too great a depth. Very little progress
was made with track laying during the
summer of 1881, the greater part of the
time being spent on the station buildings,
masonry and bridges. On June 16th 500
tons of rails were received and laid down.
I'his carried the end of the track to Molus
River, where temporary buildings had to
be erected for the accommodation of en-
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
