[HE ALMS HOUSE 

Coun. Campbell objected to a motion 
for the appointment of the usual Alms 
House Committee, on the ground that the 
Council had no control over the Alms 
House management. Ludlow, he said, 
was, practically, without a Commissioner, 
as the Government's appointee for that 
Parish had not attended the Commission- 
ers’ meetings for years. 

Coun. Adams said the Council had pow- 
er to order or alter the Alms House assess- 
ment on each Parish, or refuse to orde 

such assessment, and Councillors had op- 
portunity to criticise the assessment 
required by the Board. It was, therefore, 
proper that the Committee should be ap- 
pointed. 

Coun. Sullivan favored the appointment 
of the Committee, and the usual audit of 
the Alms House accounts in the interest 
of the several parishes. 
Coun. Bamford desired to know whether 

the Council had the power to appoint the 
Committee asked for specially given to it 
by law, 
Coun. Cameron favored the appointinent 

of the committee in the interest of the 
several parishes, 

The motion for the Committee passed, 
and it was appointed as follows, — 

Couns. Loggie, Fish, 
Adams, 

Adjourned till 2 p, m., ‘“ Warden's 
time.” 

TUESDAY AFTERNOON SESSION, 
On re-assembling of Council, Coun. 

Campbell moved the following resolution: 

REPORTING PROCEEDINGS, 

Whereas, the representatives of the press 
who are in attendance reporting at the 
Council are deserving of some recompense 
for their services, and in order that the 
doings of the Council may receive proper 
publicity— 

Resolved, That a committee of three be 
appointed to confer with newspaper pro- 
prietors concerning the probable cost of 
providing each householder in the County 
with a copy of their report, and to report 
to the Council at 12 o'clock to-morrow. 

This matter was discussed for some time, 
the mover of the resolution leading off with 
some flattering references to the press of 
the County, which seemed to be a mixture 

of ““taffly” and fact, interspersed with 
ironic references to the ‘largest circula- 
tion” claims of the respective papers. He 
said York Council paid for baving its 
proceedings reported in one of the Freder- 
icton papers, and he urged the Northum- 
berland Council to follow its example. 
Coun. Adams thought the well known 

and customary enterprise of the local pa- 
pers would furnish the people of the 
County with the necessary report. He 

endeavored to assist in finding it, but had 
been unsuccessful. 

Coun. Tozer explained that ex-Warden 
Park was under the impression he had 
given the Bond to the late ex-Councillor 
Bourne, but it could not be found among 
that gentleman’s papers. 
The Warden and Couns. Tozer and 

Freeze were appointed a Committees to 
wait on Mr. Park and endeavor to find 
the bond. 

Council adjourned until 10 a. m., 
neaday. 

WEDNESDAY, JAN. 161th. 
Council met pursuant to adjournment. 
The minutes of yesterday’s meeting were 

read and approved, and the Council ad- 
journed until 12.30 for committee work. 
On reassembling at 12.30— 

SECRETARY-TREASURER’S BOND. 

Coun. Tozer, from the Committee ap- 
pointed to ascertain, if possible, where the 
Secretary-Treasurer’s bond is, reported 
that, npon interviewing ex-Warden Park, 

they 1 re informed that he had given the 
bond + °x-Warden Lawler, his successor 

in office. 

The report was received and the Com- 
mittee directed to telegraph Mr. Lawler 
on the subject and report to-morrow, 

Coun. Loggie, from the Committee on 
the reporting and publication of Council's 
proceedings, reported that they had re- 
ceived an offer from the publishers of the 
ApvaNce and Advocate—the only papers 

represented at the Council—as follows,— 

that the two papers would report and pub- 
lish the business done by the Council, 

together with a synopsis of the discussions 
thereon, and an exhibit of the County Ac. 

counts in detail, or as might be required 

by the Council or a committee thereof 
appointed for the purpose,at the rate of $5 
per ‘‘breveir leaded” column of 24 inches., 
said rate to cover the work of reporting 
and publishing in both papers. 

Coun. Loggie said that when the Com. 
mitte received its instructions the repre- 

sentatives of the Apvance and Advocate 
were the only press reporters present and 

their offer was all that was obtainable 
under the resolution. The World's editor 
was, he observed, present, and could, no 
doubt, speak for himself. Coun. Loggie 
continued, referring to the desirability of 
a report of Council proceedings, and es- 
pecially a full exhibit of the accounts be- 
ing given to the ratepayers of the County. 
The report being received— 

Coun. Adams urged that the offer was 
not a businesslike one, as the Council 
should know exactly what the cost of the 
proposed report was to be. He thought 
the World might be added to the report at 
the rate of $2.50 per column additional, 
and then it would be seen whether the 
scheme would be approved off by the 
Council. 

Councillor Saunders said the report 
now being given by the papers was quite 
a good one and satisfactory. It would be 
better to go along as at present, without 
incurring additional expense. 

Coun. Cameron said the people requir. 
ed more information than they received 
in reference to the disposal of the public 
moneys and would not object to paying 

reasonably for it. 

Coun. Sullivan argued that the people 
generally did not need the information, as
