In Memoriam.

*“ The Memory of the Just is Blessed.”

I desire, with the utmost brevity, to
place on record a sketch of the eminently
pious life of the. late Mrs. Alexander
Marshall, which terminated at Clifton
Place, Chatham, N. B., on Tuesday, 11th
March, 1884, aged 76 years.

She was the daughter of John Crocket,
Esq., of Middle River, Pictou, N. S, He
emigrated from Dunifries, Scotland, in the
year 1773. Her mother’s name was John-
son, and her father came from one of the
New England States and settled in Truro,
N. 8., in 1761. Elizabeth Crocket was
born at Middle River, Pictou, on the 22nd
March, 1808, and married to Alexander
Marshall, at Pictou, on the 27th Deec.,
1826. They celebrated their Golden Wed-
ding in Chatham, on the 27th’ Dec., 1876.
Mr. and Mrs. Marshall became members
of the Presbyterian Ciurch in 1827, and
she remained an active and consistent
member of this Communion till the day of
her death. They came to Miramichi 48
years ago, and ever since that time have
been identified with St. John’s Church
congregation.

Mrs. Marshall’s parents were devout
Presbyterians ; and her first religious im-
pressions were thus received under the
most auspicious circumstauces, in a godly
home. Among other traits of character,
we may allude to her habitual spiritual-
mindedness ; her conversation and bearing
indicated the habit of intimate communion
with God, and evincing an extensive ac-
quaintance with the teachings of His Word
and the operations of His Grace. Her
christian generosity was prompt, discrim-
inating and ample, according fully with
the wishes, and sustained by the example,
of her devoted husband.

Nor ought her love to the ministers of
Christ to be passed over. In her house
they ever found a hearty welcome and a

benignant smile ; and for their personal
and domestic comfort she was deeply con-
cerned. Her spirit was naturally buoyant
and elastic; and the language of praise and
thanksgiving was frequently on her lips.
Few persons could more appropriately ex-
claim with David, “I will bless the Lord
at all times ; His praise shall continually
be in my mouth.” ‘“My cup runneth
over,”

Her last affliction was somewhat pro-
tracted, but her faith never faltered. Her
conversation and spirit indicated a mind
calmly resting on the covenant of redeem-
ing love, and fully matared for the glory
of the heavenly =state. In one of my last
mterviews with her, when the powers of
nature were well.nigh exhausted, and life
was ebbing oat apace, after I had remind-
ed her of the unfailing fidelity of her
Covenant-God, and the stability of the
““ Rock of Ages,” she replied, emphatical-
ly, “Oyes! Oyes!” And to another
dear friend, who expressed the desire that
God would deal as kindly with her in the
solemn hour, she said, clasping her hands,
“ Well, trust and pray!” When the ques-
tion was put to her, whether she found
Jesus precious? she summoned all her
remaining energy and replied in the affirm-
ative, assuring us she was waiting for the
coming of the Lord.

She had long dwelt in the border-land,
and on the banks of the deep-flowing river
which “ divides that heavenly land from
ours, ” and her passage through it at last
was gentle. May the same spiritual reli-
gion be continued from age to age, until
““He shall come to be glorified in His
saints, and to be admired in all them that
believe !” Let us not sorrow then for the
departed good. They have passed into
higher realms and diviner scenes. They
are in their Father's house—*‘ they are
with the Lord.” They have entered into
rest—their heavens have no cloud—their
balmy gales no storm. Let us rejoice in
the thought that our loved ones are gather-
ing home. Yes—

“They’re gathering homeward from every land,
One by one, one by one:
As thoir weary feet touch theshining strand,
Yes, one by one.
Their brows are enclosed iu a golden crown,
Their travel-stained garments are all laid down,
And clothed in while raiment they rest in the mead
Where the Lamb doth love His saints to lead.

Before they rest they pass through the strife,
One by one, one by one:

Thro' the waters of death they enter life,
Yes, one by one.

To some are the floods of the river still,

As they ford on their way to the heavenly hill;

To others the waves run fiercely and wild,

Yet they reach the home of the undefiled.

Yes, one by one.
We can hear the noise and dash of the stream,
Now and again through our life’s deep dream ;

On the 1item of Great Roads and Bridges,
1 Hon. Mr. Ryan, who is one of the least
talkative men in the House, save, per-
haps, Mr. Hetherington, made a very
clear and concise statement as to this de-
partment of the public service. Then he
replied to some statement of Mr. Haning-
ton with regard to repairs made on the
College bridge at Memramcook, work hav-
' ing been done there by some one’s order,
but for which the Government will not
admit responsibility- The matter will
come up again,

Mr. Blair replied to some criticism of
Mr. Hanington respecting the proposed
action of the Government in regard toa
bridge across the river at Fredericton.
Mr Blair intimated that the Government

be built for at least sixty thousand dol
lars, including, I believe, the gunard piers.
He announced that the Government
would ask the House to find fifty thous-
and dollars for this work, in addition to
the $250,000 of floating debt, and he ex-
pressed the undesirability of having a
passenger aad a railway bridge in com-
mon, He said that when a railway
bridge is needed there is no doubt that
the great railways interested can build it,
He emphatically expressed his belief that
the bridge could be constructed for the
sum named.

This morning private members had bus-
iness in their own hands, and half a doz-
en bills passed through committee, with
very little discussion.

On the bill to amend the act incorporat-
ing the Wiggins Male Orphan Institution,
Mr. Park innocently enquired if the wea-
ther prophet was concerned in this, and if
the prevailing storm was thus accounted
for.

Mr. Wheten perpetrated the dreadful
enquiry weather this was a joke.

There was quite a discussion over a bill
to enable the County Council of Charlotte
to hold but one session a year. The
special reason is that the mileage is very
large, Councillors having to come from
the Island. It was said that the measure
would save the country $500 a year. All
of the members from that County led by
Mr. Hibbard favored the bill. Even Mr.
Speaker spoke on it. Mr. McLeod, how-
ever, thought that a general law like that
establishing municipal councils, ought not
to be amended on every trifling demand,
and he thought as a general rule the
councils should meet twicee a year. Sub-
sequently he modified this so as to say
the Charlotte case might be an exception.

The Attorney General in part at least
agreed with Mr. McLeod’s view. The
general law ought not to be amended in a
special case, but he was willing to pass a
general law giving power to all the coun-
cils to pass a by-law to meet semi-annually
and this would meet the case of Charlotte,
and would not encumber the statute book
with special acts. Mr. Burchill, Mr.
Gillespie, Mr. Palmer, Dr. Black, Mr.Me-
Adam, Mr. Hanington, Mr. Colter, Mr.
Thompson, and, possibly cthers, spoke,
with the resul: that Mr. Hibbard with-
drew the bill on the assurance that the
Government would introduce an optional
general measure,

Mr. Ellis brought forward his motion in
regard to the printing of school books in
the Province, and he asked the Attorney
General to allow the motion to be so
enlarged as to enable all the information
in the possession of the Government or
the Educational Department to be laid on
the table of the House,

The motion was seconded by Mr.
Speaker and both mover and seconder
spoke briefly, urging that if the books
could be printed in the Province a foreign
copy right out not to keep the works out
of the hands of our own printers and
publishers,

The Attorney General promised to
bring down everything in the possession
of the Government, although the enlarged
resolution asked for more than there was.
He promised that the new school bistory
which, it is understood, Mr. Archer is
preparing, shoudd be offered to the local
publishers, and added that the Govern-
ment would o everything that it was
possible to do to meet the views of the
printers. The House, which was very
thin, adjourned until Monday at ten
o’clock.

Marcu 17th.

Hon. Mr. McLellan submitted several
returns asked for, among them a copy of
the memorial presented by the Typograph-
ical Union, and correspondence between
the Educational Department and some
publishers relative to the printing of the
School Books in this Province.

Some business of # routine nature was
transacted.

Mr, McManus gave notice for copies of
papers referring to the claim of one
Robert Ellis for arrears due him o¢n
account of certain lumber seizures made
by him in 1873.

In rcply to a motion of Mr. Park for
the names of purchasers at the last anuual
sale of Crown lands, the number of miles
sold, and the payment and mode thereof,
Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the information
would be furnished.

In reply to a motion of Mr. Park for
all papers and correspondence relating to
the payment of $171 to one Joseph Chap-
lin, Hon, Mr. Blair said the information
would be furnished in accordance with
the notice.

In supply to-day there was a long dis-
cussion over the Public Works grant,
chiefly on the subject of the Memramcook
and Fredericton bridges, in which Mr.
Blair charged the leader of the opposition,
Mr. Wetmore, with endeavoring to defeat
the bridge.

Mr. Burchill said there were other
bridges in the county besides the Freder-
icton one. He would like to call the
attention of the Government to the fact
that a bridge of not less importance to
Northumberland than the Fredericton
one was to York was needed on the South-
west Miramichi. The country was thick-
ly settled, and a bridge there connecting
the great roads would be a great boon to
the people.

Hon. Mr. Ryan said the last speaker
had so impressed him during the past
summer with the importance of having a
bridge at the place that he felt himself
committed to building one. Referring to
the condition ‘n which the late Govern-
ment had left affairs in his Department,
he said there was still due on old claims
the sum of $9,800, besides Commissions.
