Heavy Losses in Cattle.

Mr. Hague, of the Merchants’ Bank,
recently stated that : *“ The export cat-
tle trade, though constantly increasing in
amount, is proving a very treacherous one
to those who conduct it. It is subject to
heavy fluctuations, and rapid alternations
of gains and losses.” This is especially true
of the first shipments from Montreal this
season, some of which resulted in losses of
from $15 to $22 per head, and upon on®
lot the returns per account sales exhibited
a loss to the shippers of over $30 per head
of cattle. The causes leading to such dis.
astrous losses were the high prices paid in
the country by shippers, along with ex-
cessive ocean freights, and the deprecia-
tion of values in the British market. Many
of the cattle exported this spring had been
previously contracted at prices costing 7c.
to 74c. per lb. live weight, placed on board
steamer here, which added to a £4 freight
rate, and a heavy decline in the price of
cattle when the shipments arrived on the
other side, were factors, sufficiently de-
structive to the interests of Canadian ex-
porters, to cause the severe reverses above
alluded to. Many of the sales in the
West are purely speculative {transactiens,
contracts being frequently made . months
before the cattle are shipped.—Montreal
“Paper,
