Claim for Breach of Contract. 

(Liverpool Journal of Commerce.) 

In the Court of Appeal, on Saturday, 

before the Master of the Roils and Lords 

Justice Cotton and Lindley, the case of 

Vaughan and others vs. Campbell, 
Heally & Co., was heard: It was an ap- 
peal by the defendants from a judgment 
of Mr. Justice Day at the trial of the 

action at Liverpool* The plaintiffs were 

the owners of the Liverpool ship Row- 

land Hill, and the defendants are a firm 

of merchants carrying on business in 

London. On the 11th of May, 1883, the 

defendants chartered the Rowland Hill 

to proceed to Portland, Oregon, to carry 

a cargo. Theship was to be ready to 
receive the cargo on the 31st of October 

at sundown. She reached Portland 

upon the 30th of October, having gone 
there in ballast. On the 31st the defen- 

dants’ agents refused to load her, alleging 
that as she had still 300 tons of ballast on 

board at sundown and was not lined, as 

there had been no investigation and certi- 

ficate by their surveyor, the ship was not 

ready for loading at the specified time. 

The plaintifts alleged that the Rowland 
Hill had no more ballast on board than 

| was necessary for a floating ship, that she 

could not be lined until they knew what 

| sort of cargo was going to be put on board, 

| and they denied that there was any cus- 

tom of the port under which the certificate 

of the surveyor was necessary. They 

claimed damages £1,947. Mr. Justice 

Day gave judgment for the plaintiffs, the 

damages being assessed at £1,500, and 
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against this claim on the defendants now 
appealed, 

Mr. Gully, Q. C., and Mr. Barnes ap- 
peared fer the appellants, and Mr. Big- 
ham, Q. C., and Mr. French,Q. C., for the 
respondents. 

Their Lordships affirmed the decision 
of the learned judge, and dismissed the 
appeal,
