The funeral of Sister Mary Winifred,
whose death from a complaint which she
contracted while nursing a patient at St.
Joseph’s Hospital, took place yesterday
| morning. The body, which was ina

handsome casket almost hidden beneath

flowers, and which was preceded by
floral emblems of great beauty, was fol-
owed to the Cathedral on View street by

a numerous concour*e. At the Cathedral

the casket was placed on a catafalque near

the altar rail. The church was filled.

Many of those present had benefited

by the good offices of the deceased Sis-

ter and their presence manifested the
. sincere sorrow they felt at her untimely
;taking away. The sacred edifice was
| draped and festooned in crape, but the
| sombre effect was relieved by wreaths
| and bouquets of cheice tlowers near the
Ealtar rails. The remains were received
| by His Grace Archbishop Seghers, as-
| sisted by Rev. Fathers Jonckau, Hynen,

Mandart and Von Nevel and a number of
| acolytes. The archbishop baving been

invested with the robesof his high office
proceeded to celebrate a solemn requiem
mass, after which his grace ascended the
pulpit and delivered the following slo-
quent and affecting sermon, which was
listened to with marked atteamtion by the
numerous congregat’ -

His Grace, after iciciing geuerally te
the subject of death said,—

Had the young woman whose mortal
frame is here befo - 12 been the wife of a
husband, she m ndeed, haves done
good in the ver tricted circie of a
limited usefulness; .ui by being a virgin
she belonged, not to a small family, but
to the Church and she became the friend
of the poor, the nurse of the infirm and
the comfoit of those in misery. Yes,
beloved brethren, she chose to be one of
those virgins ‘“‘who follow the Lamb
withersoever he goeth;” (Apoc. XIV. 4)—
one of those virgins ‘‘ that think on the
things of the Lord, that they may be holy
both in body and in seul.” (L Cor., VII,
34). Born in Ireland forty years ago, a
native of Cork, Sister Mary Winifred
jomned that glorious retinue of Irish vir-
gins, the pride of the Caurch and the love
of the divine Lamb. Ireland has given
an immense number of virgins to the
Church. No sooner had the great apostle
of the Green Island, St. Patrick, set foot
on Irish soil, than Bridget responded to
the divine call, consccrated her virginity
to her Divine Sp.use and became the
foundress of numerous convents of nuns
throughout Ireland, who all acknowledged
and venerated her as their spiritual
mother. Eversince that time Ireland has
produced an innumerable multitude of
nuns, Sisters of Charity, Christian virgins,
and it is of that holy Sisterhood ;that Sise
ter Mary Winifred became a member.

But I said, she belonged to the church.
And here, beloved Christians, I cannot re-
frain from giving expression to a thought
which is uppermost in my mind whenever
I hear those run down and revile the
Catholic church who are the loudest in
their praise and admiration of the Sisters
of Charity. The Sister of Charity isa
product of the Catholic church: She be-
longs so exclusively to the Church that
every effort, outside of the paleof the
Church, has ended in failure. Howis it
possible to admire the fruit and to
despise the tree? ‘‘Every tree is known
by 1ts fruit. For there is no good tree
that bringeth forth evil fruit, nor an evil
tree that bringeth forth good fruit”
(Luke VI, 43,44.) How can any one
despise the Church and admire the Sister
of Charity, who is the fruit of the Church.
Can inconsistentcy go farther? You would
wish to see the Church disappear from the
| earth, but you desire to keep the Sister of
| Charity ! But, if the Church disappeared
—which cannot be—the Sister of Charity
' would disappear with her. Therefore, as
| our Lord Jesus Christ tells us, Either
! make, that is, pronounce the tree good
| and its fruit good; or make, that is, pro-
| nounce the tree evil and its fruit evil. For
|

| by the fruit the tree is known. (Matth.
XI1, 33) But the fruit, the Sister of
Charity, is good, we all know it, we ac-
knowledge it, we publicly declare it. Let
us therefore be consistent and confess
that the tree, the Catholic Church is good
also.

Wives belong to their husbands, mothers
owe themselves to their families; and it is
only their spare time that can be devoted
by them to the good of their neighbor.
The Sister oi Charity belongs to Jesus
Christ and like Jesus Christ her life is
devoted to the good or her fellow creatures
We had a living proof of this truth in the
career of the sister whom, alas! we have
| now but the corporeal remains.  Shall I
enumerate her werks ?  Speak for me ail-
ing members of the human family whose
suffering she has relieved. Speak in my
stead, dying men agonizing women whom
she nursed until your eyes were closed to
the light of this world. Speak, and bear
testimony to me, doctors, who have been
witnesses to her unsparing self denial. Her
career was one of charity and her death
has stamped the end of her career with
the seal of charity-forit is well known that
she coutracted the illness which bore her
off by nursing one patient with excess of
charity, if in charity there can be any ex-
cess.

But I shall not dwell on the praising of
her good works, Her works, as St. John
tells us have already followed her before
the tribunal of her Judge. Let us hope
that they will have raised their voices to
appeal in her behalf to the mercy and clem-
ency of Jesus, who is just but merciful as
well, soas to expiate her sins and atone for
all iniquities of which she might have been
guilty. As for us we shall sweetly remem-
ber her gentle, kindly, friendly disposition
of heart. She had taken the name Wini-
fred, and, true to her name she had ever
loved peace, she had ever lived in peace,
and whilst bidding her a last farewell, we
wish her the peace of Jesus ‘““which sur-
passeth all understanding” the peace
