I say that what the Government should
have done with the public domain of this
country, instead ot parcelling it out to
their friends, ought to have been to place
it under settlement by selling it only to
men who actually intended to make their
homes there.

Of course it would have been paid over if
the Moncton 7'ranscript had not exposed
it.  Nodoubt of it? (Cheers.) Then an
offic’al having obtained possession of that
house pays the part of the cost—how?

When we enterad into Con-
federation we were enjoying the bene fits of
reciprocity with tte Uni*+d States, and
were also enjoying a reascnabie 3N e o
prosperityv.  We had then a reciprocity
which brought 1n its train quite an amount
of wealth and prosperity to the people of
the Maritime Provinces. We had a large
amount of trade with the United States,
i Our farmers, particularly, always had a
good market for the sale of their produce,
and they were prosperous accordingly.

PROMISES THAT WERE MADE

We were told if we entered Confedera-
tion that the taxation of the country wouid
be kept down low, and there wouald be an
economical expenditure of the public
money. We were told that in all probabil-
ity when that Reciprocity Treaty was
ended we would have a renewal of recipr -
cal trade with our western neighbors, ho:
this treaty ended, and it has not been re-
‘renewed. We also see that instead of
having low taxation we have hizh taxes to
pay.

OUR TRADE HAMPERED,

lustead of reciprocity we have nothing
offered to us but a policy which compels
us to bu'ld up a Chinese wall between
ourselves and our neighbors to the south
and west, I have no hesitation in saying
that the people are now groaning under an
expeuditure of $38,000,000 for the past
vear, whereas when we entered Confeder-
ation it was only £13,000,000.

JUG-HANDLED TKADF,

The point I wish to bring home to vou
is that this market for our products is all
a sham so far as the Maritine
are concerned. It is jug hand ed free
trade, so falscly cailed inte:-provincial
trade, for we in these lowver have to buy
from the upper provinces, while they do
not buy fromus. (Applause.)

OUR NATURAL MARKET IS IN THE SNTATES.
The natural macket for our products lies
with our neighibiors to the south and wes:
of us, and when onr trade lowed inte its
natural channel it brought us prosperity
and wealth, and now when this channel 1s
dammed up, that wea'th is leaving us.
(App'ause.) We tind that this statement
it true in every particular, for even our
shipping interest, which was formerly of
the greatest value to us, is gradually be.
coming deteriorated and is rapidly going |
down. Look at the figures and you will |
find they tell their own tale of decay.

The figures are
as follows: In 1878, the a Canadian tonnage
ol sea-yoing vessels which a=rived and de-
parted from our ports was 7,928.531 tons
carrying fieight amounting t» 7,633,133
tons, and employing 69,908 hands while
the foreign tonnage was 4,755.833 tous,
trezht 2,854,754 employing 148,201 men.
What do we tind to be the case n respect
to the matter in 1885? Why that the
Canadian tonnage of sea-golng  vessels
which arrived in that year amounted in
men;lue to 7.588,894, and the freight was
1,457,976 tovs, employing 76,920 hands,
while the foreign trade of the same class
of vessels arriving and departing from our
ports amounted to 6,055,721, carrying
freight amouating to 7,451,976 tons, and
employing 217,550 hands. By these figurcs
we see that while the tonuaga of Canadian

Notwithstanding the doctrine laid down
that the N.P. wou'd fosrer trade betwe=n
England and decrease that between the U,
S. and us, the impo: ts from the American
republic amounted to $35,7¢6,000. Ia free
goods we also tind more eame from the
U.S. than feom Great Bii ain' those from
the mother counutry amoirn ing to 310,
589,707, while the free goods rrom the U.S,
swell up to 14,696,129 Ouraggregate trade
with Great Britain 10 1384 was $87, 154,
242 while that carried on between us and
the United States agzregated $89,333 399.
We also, from a careful annalysis of the
returns, find that in the face ot the oper-
ation of the N. P., our imports from the
United States exceed our exports to that
country by the sum of 11, 652,286. (Ap
plause.) We have placed higher dutieson
their goods with the result that we our-
selves bave to pay them. In 1852 the aggre-
gite trade between the Brit'sh Provinees
and the United States was 18,000,000,
while in 1884 the trade between the Deo-
minion of Canada and that country was
$82. 000, 000, I give vou these figures
in order to bring home to the minds of
*hoe who have not ¢ them, have
not the courage or not the tine to study
them out, the fact even in the face of this
high tariff Chinese wall, has been built up
to prevent our dealing with our American
neighbours, we are to-day carryin on more
trade with them than with Great Britain.
These tigures I have read t» you are taken
from the public records, and they show
that in spite of the N P our imports from
the United States exceeded our exports
by over eleven and a halfi million “dol-
lars.

BENEFITS OF RECIPROCITY

aggregate trade between British ports and
and the United States was 18,000,000; in
i866 when the treaty expired that trade

marvellous character until it reached
$82,000,000, and from that time to this it
has remained almost stationary, ‘t has not
gone on as it ought to have gone, it ought
almost have donbled. There was here no
limit to the trade we could have done and
should have done, and there is no reason
why it should not have increased in the
same ratio as it did during the 10 years the
treaty was in force, Take the Maritime
Provinces alone in 1854 when the treaty
first came into force here.

The aguregate trade between Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick and P. E. Island,
and the United States was 86,099,792 ; in
1864 it had risen to $20.000 000, and in
1866, althong's I have not been able to
get at the figures acurately, 1 have seen
e-timates made by tho-e most competent
to judge and thev place them at least at
$30,000,000. Those were golden times.
Every harbor—and our coasts are indented
with harbors—was filled with shipping
bringing to us of the articles we needed
and taking away the produce of our fish-
eries, our forcsts and our farms, and
everything was marching forwa d to
prosperity—we so!d onr products at good
prices to our »cizhbors and they gladly
paid these prizes, we purchased cheaply
such things as we needed. Our farmers
had learned ours was a good country to
live in, our young men found that it was
a good country to stay in and they
stayed at home. But we bhave lost all
that. We have lost our prosperity. You
can to-day meet men and women ergaged
in business here,not onlyglme class but all
the professional men, the Tarier and the
manufacturer, and will they mnot tell us
that we are to-dav face to face with the
fact that wh:1: Providence has blessed us
with a bountiful harvest we have no mar-
ket for that harvest.
