An Interesting Timbor Case.

We gather from a report in the
Timber Trades Jouwrnal of 3lst ult.

that took place in London on 27th
and 28th ult. at the High Court of

Justice, Chancery division. 1t was
an actiongs brought by  Messis.
Geo. Guy & Co, (and in which

Messrs. Guy Bevan & Co., late of
Chatham were interested) against
Messrs. Churchill & Sim, 29, Clem-
ent’s Lane, E. C., and the object oi it
was to have it declared that the de-
fendants were liable to the plaintiffs
for the proceeds of the sale of a cer-
tain large quantity of timber, which
was originally purchased by the
plaintifis through Messus. Churchill
& Sim, and which was afterwards
sold by that firm as the plaintiffs

agents.

Sir Horace Davey in opening the

case said,—

Cn the 15th May, 1879, Messrs,

Churchill & Sim proposed to Messrs. Guy

& Co. that they should purchase between

11,000 and 12,000 standards of Baltic tim-

ber, the value of which was about £70,000
Messrs. Churchmil & Sim were brokers

only, and therefore they made the con-
tract in their own name with the owners
for the purchase of this timber, and they
delivered to Messrs. Guy & Co, a contract
note for the purchase of the timber.

Messis. Guy & Co., although timber mer-
chants, dealt almost ent rely in American
timber and had no experience in the Bal-
t'c, which was a branch of the timber
business entirely d‘stimct from the Ameri-
can trade; and this transaction was pro-
posed by Churchill & Sim as a speculation
in timber, which had at that time not been
shipped. In-the subsequent year, before
the timber had arrived in this country,
Churchill & Sim came to Guy & Co., and
proposed that they sheuld sell the whole
of the timber included in this contract at
a small protit, and acting on their advice
Guy & Co. agreed to do so. It had, how-
ever, recently appeared that Churchill &
Sim took upon themselves to act as agents
for both parties, and to sell the timber to
a Mr. Mills, who had carried on business
as Smallfield, Mills, & Neame. At that
time Mills, who had bzen unfortunate in
his speculations in timber, owed Church-
ill & Sim abont £20,000, and in particular
on an account between th:m, called the
Baltic account, he owed them upwards of
£15,000. Messrs. Churchill & Sim, from
their knowledge of the trade, that the
price was hikely to rise, as was suggesied
by this plaintiffs, devised the scheme of
seliing the timber to Mills, with the idea
that they should sell it for iim, keeping it
under their own contro!, and thus pay
themselves ; and, though acting as agents
of other parties, they persuaded, or ad-
vised, Messr:. Guy & Co. to sell the tim-
ber without disclosing to them that they
intended to sell it to Mills, who was their
debtor, for the purpose of recouping them-
selves, the a.nount of their debt,and that,
in fact., it was a sale for their own bene-
4t. Sir Horace Davey said he woald
prove that Mills was quite insolvent; he
had no meaus of paying the debt he owed,
and which was represented by bills that
had been renewed from time to time and
had been running more than a year, and
Churchill & Sim had no means of compel-

Itappeared to the plain-
tiffs that Churchill & Sim took upon them-
selves to act for both parties, and their
contention was either that it was right for
them to advise Messrs. Guy & Co. to sell,
in which case they ought #0 have given
them the full benefit of their advice, and
if it was right to advise Guy & Co, tosell,

how could it be right to advise Mills to
buy ? If they had reason to believe,
from their e=perience of the trade, that
the price would rise, and that it would be
profitable to themselves and Mr. Mills to

purchase this timber, they should have

given Guy & Co. the benefit of this ad-

vice, The learned counsel said he was
not going to contend that an agent might

not act for both parties, but if he did he

put himself in a difficult position, and

was bound to give both vendor and pur-

chaser the benefit of his advice, assistance,

and experience in the matter ; and what

the plaintiff’s asked was that the so-called

purchase and sale to Mills might for the

purposes of the account between Guy &

Co. and Churchill and Sim be treated asa

nullity, and that they might account to

Guy & Co, for the whole profit which was

derived from the ultimate sale of the

timber,

The evidence disclosed that the
nature of the transaction with Mills
was as set forth by Sir Horace, but
it was held by the presiding judge
that the plaintiffs’ case charged an
offense of a more serious nature than
the evidence seemed to sustain—
that the charge of fraud against
the defendants was not proved. The
court therefore dismissed the action
without prejudice to any other case
that plaintiffs might be advised to
bring in respect to any breach of
duty on the part of Messrs. Church-
ill & Sim.

The case is one of interest to the
lumber trade at large and, perhaps,
in some measure may account for the
way in which some wood consign-
ments are handled on the other side.
The judge and eminent counsel en-
gaged appear to have differed as to
Churchill
& Sim’s culpability, the pleadings
charging them with fraud while the
judge suggested that it did not ex-
ceed a breach of duty, It undoubt-
edly presents the features of a breach
of duty of which a firm of Messrs.
Churchill & Sim’s standing could
hardly afford to be guilty. They
were the trusted agents of Messrs.

Fishing Gazette shows that,on theMaine
coast, at least, they fare no better,—-

“Fish Warden Whittier, of Old Or-
chard, saw last evening three mackerel
schooners fishing within the three mile
limit. He put off in a dory and szized
two of the vessels and sent them back te
Portland. The captured vessels were the
Dreadnaught and James M. Dyer, both
of Portland. The other schooner, hailing
from Provincetown, escaped. The pen-
alty for fishing within three miles of the
shore is a fine of 8500 and the forfeiture
of cargo, one-third of which goes to the
officer- Each schooner had taken about
fifty barrels. The fishermen intend mak-
ing this a test case. Seining mackerel in
bays within the three mile limit is in
violation of the Maine law passed in 1885,
to be found in chapter 261 of the stat-
utes.”
