000; that is, since Sir John A Mac- 
donald assumed the seals of office in 
1878. From 1874 to 1878, during the 
Mackenzie adminis:ration of the affairs 
of this country, we collected $67,000,- 
000. 1 am now speaking of customs 
duties only, the excise duties are not* 
included in these figures—so in other 
words we have paid a tax of some 
eighteen millien and a half of dollars 
under the present government, where- 
as, under the Mackenzie rule, it was 

tion, and I will give you an instance of it 
in reference to the management of thel. 
C.R. (Applause.) ; 
A small capitalist in the city of St. 

John can, say, import from Oatario but 
one carload of flour a month ; another, 
and a richer man, can import ten carloads 
in a menth with the resuit that the for- 
mer has to pay a larger freight per car 
load than the latter, I can understand if 
a man brought down a large quantity by 
the same engine or train, it might possibly 
be in order for the government to grant | 
him a lower freight than 1f he only bought 
one load, but that is ;not the way they 
manage thiugs on the I. C. R. It may be 
said that if a man brings a larger number 
he should receive more consideration at 

the hands of tre government, but one en- 
gine, in the case I gave, brings down the 
cars, and you discriminate against the 
poor man and in favor of the rich man, 
and no great public work owned and eper- 
ated by the country should be made an en- 
gine for the oppreasion of the poor man in 
favor of the rich man. 
The same thing takes place with refer- 

ence to coal supplied one of the industries 

but some thirteen and oue third mil- 
lions. Therefore, we are taking out of 
the pcople of this country to-day by 
customs duties alone over $5,000,000 
more per year than we did during 
the Mackenzie administration and if 
we had that 5, 000, 060 to employ in 
thellegitimate business of the country 
Itell you that times in this country 
would be much better than they are to- 
day. Then if we take to-day theamount 
of dutiable goods imported into this 
country we find that the averge castoms 
tax, and remember [ now speak of the 
average rate of duty at present, levied 
on the dutiable goods imported in and 
for the years 1883-4.5 was nearly 25 
per cent. That certainly is a very large 
protection for any country to adopt. 

Mr. Stockton discussed at length the 
question of superannuation and the in- 
terest on the public debt,and the enorm- 
ous expenses of Sir Charles Tupper’s 
Commissionership, and passed on to a 
consideration of other matters: 
Are the wages of the men in New 

Brunswick as good as they were ten 
years ago, are the wages here in this 
towa—favored perhaps more than any 
other town in New Brunswick—greater 
than they were under the administra- 
tion of Mr. Mackenzie? You know 
they are not. (Cheers.) Go to the city 
of St. John and what do youn find. 
We had an exhibition there in 1875, 
and the manufacturers of that city 
joined together and took a census of 
the manufacturing industries in and 
around the mouth of the St. John, ana 
what did they tell the public as a re- 
sult of the census then taken. The 
chairman of the committee that made 
this report was a St. John supporter 
of the Conservative party, and he 
would not state anything that would 
possibly have the effect of injuring his 
party in the eyes of the people unless 
the facts warranted it, and what do we 
find in that report ? 

In 1875 we had 7,193 men working in 
factories in and around the mouth of the 
River St. John, exclusive of those work- 
ing in mills, who were given as 2,225 ; 
80, including these, we have a total of 
9,418 wage earners, men buying from 
the store keepers, men engaged in the 
prodnctive industries and working in 
the various manufacturing establish- 
ments at the mouth of the River St. 
John. How does it stand to-day, or 
rather at the date we have the latest in- 
formation on the point, viz., 1884, and 
I take my figures from Mr. Willis's 
factory statistics—for which the country 
paid a very round sum—and in that we 
find the nnmber of men working in 
manufactories in and around St. John 
was 4,422; those engaged in the mills, 
1,693—a total of 6,115, as against 9,418 
in 1875. Yet, sir, there are men to be 
found who will tell that the workingmen 
are doing well, that they are prospering 
in the city of St. John, and that there 
is more manufacturlng going on than | 
there was ten years ago. I know it to 
be false and every man who knows any- 
thing about manufacturing industries 
in and around ths River St. John 
knows it to be untrue. (Applause.) 
What do these figures show? It may 
startle you, as no doubt it will, te hear 
that in nine years there has been a de- 
crease of 3b per cent. 
How about the population of the 

city and county of St. John! In 1871 
we find that in that city and county, 
forfmy remarks are not confined to the 
city of St. John alone, because after the 
fire of 1877 a great many people went 
over to and stayed in Portland and the 
other outlying parishes, and it would be 
unfair to make a comparison with pop- l 
ulation of St. John then and now. We 
find, I say, that in 1871 we had a pop- 
ulation of 52,120 in the City and county 
of St. John. How many had we in 
18817 According to the census made by 
the present administration only 52,- 
966, or an increase in ten years of 846, 
or taking the per centage method of our 
Conservative friends only an increase of 
one-sixteenth of one per cent. in ten 
years. Is that a satisfactory state of 
affairs for the commercial metropolis of 
this Province? Every man knows that 
the business, trade and manufacturing 
industries are stagnant to-day in our 
city, every man knews who knows any- 
thing and who is honest enough to 
speak out his convictions, that the 
manufacturing industries there are not 
as prosperous as they were prior to the 
introduction of tie N. P. Every per- 
son knows that, and further knows that 
every industry in the city of St. John 
that was fostered into life and fed into 
existence by the policy of protection has 
come to grief. This is patent to all. 
Yet there are men who ask us to extend 
our support again to Sir John Macdon- 
ald. Todo what! To continue that 
policy. I am nota prophet nor the son 
of a prophet, but I do feel this, sir, 
that if that policy and that mode of 
administering the affairs of this country 
are continued for another six years 
New Brunswick will net be a very sat- 
isfactory country to live in, (hear, hear,) 
and let any man dare to say that I have 
ever uttered a word running down my 
country. I am, sir, second 10 none in 
my loyalty to my native Province of 
New Brunswick. (Applause and cheer- 
ing.) Isay it is the duty of every hou- 
est man who has the interest of his 
country at heart that lie should, when 
his country’s interests are at stake, 
speak out plainly,and the Liberal party 
is so attempting to do» this now, and, 
if possible, to lead the people of this 
country on to prosperity under a sound 
fiscal policy. It is their purpose now 
as ever in the past to educate the peo- 
ple in such principles, to lead them by 
an appeal to reason, to the belief that 
the administration of affairs in this 
country will be safer in the hands of the 
Liberal party under the able guidance 
of Edward Blake than in the hands of 
the Conservative party led by Sir John 
Macdonald. (Agplause.) Sir, all I am, 
all I expect to be 1s to be allied with 
and in New Brunswick. 1 expect to 
remain here, to make my living here 
and to die here, and if I sincerely 
thought, Mr. Chairman, that the ad- 
ministration of affairs by the Conserva- 
tive party would be for the best inter- 
ests of the country I should not hesitate 
to charge my politics to-morrow.

In concluding he said : To-morrow, or 
probably this morning, I do not know 
which, there will be an election in og 
County of Haldimand. A friend of mine, 
a young man from New Brunswick, and 
one known to a considerable number in 
this room, is the man who will to-morrow 
bear the liberal banner in that County ot 
Haldimand. I believe we will be defeat- 
ed to-morrow in that election.

1 re-echo 
the sentiments that have been uttered in 
your hearing to-night by Messrs. Pipes, 
Davies, and Mcluerney, that what we 
want here in this country’lis a’ party that 
will, under all circumstances, stand up 
for the interests of the Maritime Pro- 
vinces. (Cheers.) We want men to repre- 
sent us in the House of Parliament that 
will not put their party before the coun 
try when a certain line of action or a cer- 
tain course of conduct on their part will 
be most prejudicial to the best interests 
ot this Province, (Cheers.) 
What did you find in the House of 

Commons last winter? You find, for in- 
stance, Messrs. Everett ana Barker, the 
members for the city and county of St. 
John, voting to keep a duty on flour and 
cornmeal, because they could not rise 
guperior to party. They were partisans, 
not patriots. We want men different. to 
that, and we want men prepared to stand 
by the interests of the Maritime Pro- 
vinces—men who will vote against any 
government when in power, whenever it 
1s pursying a policy that will be injmical 
or injurious towards the interests of the 
Maritime Provinces. Nova Scotia, New. 
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island are 
almost identical in their interests, and 
there is no reason in the world why from 
that standpoint we should not have a 
Maritime Province party. While I firmly 
believe in and have contidence in Edward 
Blake that as leader of a government he 
will not do anything injurious to any one 
part of the Dominion, yet we entered into 
the Union by Provinces, not by tne entire 
community ; it was a compact entered 
into between four or five Provinces; it 
was a partvership, and anything that is 
conducted in that partnership injurious 
to any member of it, that is doing injury 
to the best interests of any one member 
of that partnership, is, to say the least, a 
tacit violation of the principles of that 
partnership and it should be abandoned. 
Mr. Blake, I believe, would not be guilty 
of conduct or a course of conduct similar 
to that. (Cheers.) : 
Mr. Blake will in a few months, I be- 

lieve be the prime minister of Canada. 
(Cheers. ) 

I have listened with great pleasure tc- 
night te one of his lieutenants fiom one 
of these provinces by the sea, Hon. Mr. 
Davies, and in a few months hence, 
when Mr. Blake will become the prime 
minister, as he will, Mr, Davies will occu- 
py a high and important position in 
the coucils of Canada, and. let we say, the 
maritime provinces may well feel proud of 
such a representative in the government of 
the Dominion of Canada. (Cheers.)
