The London Canadian Gazette, which
has given so much of its space to the
~speocial work of promoting Canadian in-
terests at the Colonial and Indian Ex-
hibition, comes to hand this week with
a general skeich of the exhibits of each
Province, together with observations on
the results of the display made. Of the
Province of New Brunswick it says that
the chief feature of her display is her-
exhibit of woods and wooden manufae-

Australia and New Brunswick. Some

of the extremely hard Aunstralian woods
are required in New Brunswick, and
wonld take the place of woods now im-

many manufactured and partially manu-
factured articles which New Brunswick
can well supply Australian markets.
New Brunswick also has a great advan-
tage in the exceptionally favourable
position of her seaports in relation to
Boston and New York, whence Aus-
tralian shipwents largeiy take place.
Among the varions preparations from
the wood of the Province, the wood
fibre or “‘excelsior” is being introduced
here for packing, upholstering, and
similar purposes ; while inquiries also
come from Germany and Franze. A
considerable trade is already doue in
hemlock bark extract for dyeing and
tanning purposes, and agencies have
been. established. Many inquiries have
also arisen as to the facilities for the
manufacture of wood pulp in New
Bruuswick. Factories are now being
established in the Province for its
manufacture in the region of some of
the great tracts of poplar in the Pro-
vines, though in this as in othes
branches of the wood wmanufaciure of
New Brunswick, progress is ofien seri-
ons!y hampered for want of capital.

“The priucipal mineral exhibits from
this Province are excellent manganese
and antimony ores, as well as large
blocks of gypsum and most beantifu!
granite columns. The trade with New
Brunswick in manganese and antimony
ores has been directly beunefited, and
there is every probability that a con-
siderable trade in red granite will in
fature be carried on with that Provinee.

“In general manufactures News Bruus-
wick stoves have sold well, being man-
ufactured specially for the Enzhish mar-
ket, and burning soft coal.

“For the textile fabiizs shown from
the Province there has been some in-
quiry, chiefly relating, however, to the
ball knitting cotton. In England the
cotton is put up in skeins, and the ball
cotton is therefore regarded as some-
what of a novelty.

“For brushes and broomns e: quirers
have been referred direct to the wan-
ufacturers. A large trade is already
dore in broom handles.

““As for the carriages and sleighs,
nearly a!l have been scld, thoagh, as
a general rule the experience of the
Exhibition shows it to be better to
send gears, for which a more extended
demand may be found than for the
| whole carriages and sleighs. The greal
English objection to Canadian carriages
would seem to be the diffienity in turn-
ing them, owing to the position and
Jarge size of the wheels. Their light-
ness anc. neatness of construcfion has,
however, elicited the praise of carriaze
builders here.

The agricultural products of New
Brunswick are, for the most part, to be
found on the agricultural trophy, and
if the numbers of ingnirers may be
taken a3 a test there can be ne ques-
tion as to the beneficial results of the
display upon the class of emigration
which the Province desires—namely,
agricultural laborers, or peovle with
small capital who desire o purchase
improved farms,

“The 4sh and game of the Province
have also been advantageously illustra-
ted in the Fisheries Court and on the
Wood Trophy. Connected with the
former is the boneless codfish from the
Province, for which a market has been
found here. There is also likely to
arise a considerable trade in fresh fish
brought from the Province by the re
frigerator system which is now the sub-
ject of experiment and inquiry with
every prospect of satisfactory results.
[u tinned fish and vegetables and var-
ions meats, an increased demand will,
doubtless, also result from the Exii-
pition.

“In the display of Indian fancy work
New Brunswick has also done some-
thing to add to the interesting fea
tures of the Exhibition. Thisis the
product of the work of the Micmac,
Amilicite, and Pasamagnody Indians,
of New Brunswick; the Abenaki and
Huron Indians, of Qnebec; and Oka
and Rice Lake Indians, of Ontario
and comprises porenpine quill, sacet
hay, basket, embroidery, and all kinds
of work.

“Of the ednecational and art sections
of the New Brunswick display we have
already spoken in detail, though speeial
mention should now be made, in view
of the interest it has aronsed, of the
birch bark picturesin the East Qnad
rant, some of which have been sold for
as much as £8.
